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THE LOYALTY-QUESTION OF BALTIC GERMAN MPS TOWARDS
THE REPUBLIC OF LATVIA (1918-1940) IN GERMAN HISTORIOGRAPHY

Abstract. A total of 18 governments took turns during the period of Latvian parliamentarianism between
1918 and 1934. In science, the question of a felt loyalty by the Baltic Germans, as an imagined collective,
towards the new Latvian state belongs to the more frequently asked discussion. This work focuses on the ques-
tion of how Baltic German loyalty is perceived in German historiography, ascribed by the activities of their
representatives in the national parliament. Their activities are closely related to their minority’s overall relation
to the Latvian state and evolved over five parliamentary phases. Those will be reevaluated, under consideration
of the perception in German historiography, showing that the respective zeitgeist was crucial to understand the
Baltic German attitude towards the Latvian state and to finally answer the question of a felt loyalty.

Key words: Latvia, Saeima, Baltic Germans, Minority Policy, German Historiography.

Introduction

The disintegrating Russian Empire at the end of WWI confronted Baltic Germans with a new order
in which their elitist status was no longer guaranteed. A change of power happened with symbolic
character in July 1919 as the People’s Council of Latvia (Latvijas Tautas Padome) had its first caucus
in the ‘Ritterhaus’, the House of the Livonian Noble Corporation, representing a shift from a leading
German nobility to a majoritarian Latvian ruled state.

In science, the question of a felt loyalty by the Baltic Germans, as an imagined collective, towards
the new Latvian state belongs to the more frequently asked discussion. This work focuses on the ques-
tion of how Baltic German loyalty is perceived in German historiography, ascribed by the activities of
their representatives in the national parliament at the time of Latvian parlamentarism between 1918
and 1934. For this purpose, the most important contemporary work will be consulted by Benjamin
Conrad from 2016 that deals with the question of Baltic German loyalty, identity and political areas
in conversion (Conrad, 2016: 1-98). It is mostly based on the expressions of Wolfgang Wachsmuth,
a former official at the Latvian Education Ministry and presidium member of the Baltic German
minority committee, which is understood as a source of tradition (Wachsmuth, 1951). Nevertheless,
Wachsmuth’s work is rich and inevitable to consult for today’s science. Also Michael Garleff con-
sulted Wachsmuth, but unlike him, he kept the necessary scientific distance to evaluate the activi-
ties of Baltic German parliamentarians. Already his dissertation from 1969 was dedicated to their
activities and he belongs to the most important thinkers of Baltic German history (Garleff, 1969).
Svetlana Bogojavlenska researched the interrelations of minorities in the Saeima of the First Latvian
Republic. In her opinion, the history of Latvian parliamentarism is still untold, since its minorities
were commonly viewed separately from one another (Bogojavlenska, 2015: 83-98). Her objective
was therefore to research the cooperation of German and Russian representatives, as both of them
lost their role as leading political and cultural elites ‘overnight’. Even if the declaration of independ-
ence intended a state for all people of Latvia, it had its own nationalistic imprint that brings us to her
assumption; minorities presumably tried to unite forces to fight together for their rights. Of consid-
erable importance is Mads Ole Balling’s unique handbook from 1991 that gives statistical access to
election turnouts and a biographical index of Baltic German politicians (Balling, 1991: 131-154). It
is widely recognised in science for its content-related correctness and provides a general overview of
German politicians in Eastern Europe in inter-war times.
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A total of 18 governments took turns during the period of Latvian parliamentarianism until May
1934. The German party system existed from 1919 and is closely related to their minority’s relation to
the Latvian state as such, since it evolved over five parliamentary phases. Those phases will be reeval-
uated in the following, with respect to the previously mentioned instances in German historiography,
showing that the respective zeitgeist was crucial to understand the Baltic German attitude towards the
Latvian state and to finally answer the question of a felt loyalty.

1918-1919: Time of the Independence War

From the proclamation of the first Latvian Republic, Baltic Germans were split into Left and
Right. Those who opposed a Latvian state were called ‘Old Baltic’ or ‘Right’ and seeked for a privi-
leged status within the new order, whilst others who placed themselves on the basis of the Republic
were called ‘Young Baltic’ or ‘Left’ (Conrad, 2016: 21, 26, 76). Hence, only the German liberals were
willing to take part in the People’s Council and the provisional government under Karlis Ulmanis
under the condition that they would respect minority interests in return. It took the Old Baltics until
the defeat of the ‘Landeswehr’ in summer 1919, before they also began to accept the Latvian state. At
that time, the inter-ethnic relations between Germans and Latvians were already seriously damaged.
To avoid open identification with Latvia the conservatives invented the decisive idea of ‘Heimat’
(homeland) which was anational and identity spending at the same time. For instance, Latvia pro-
tected their homeland from belonging to the Soviet Union, which was unanimously viewed as pos-
itive by the Baltic Germans, so they would signal willingness for cooperation in preserving this
status quo. However, there was no direct loyalty expressed to the Republic as such. At the same time,
Baltic Germans were stylized as foreigners and got their imprint like bishop Albert, seen as invader,
intended to help develop a Latvian folk history (Grudule, 2013).

The history of Baltic German parliamentarians in Latvia began with the entry of five members
on the 2nd of December 1918 at the third session of the People’s Council (Conrad, 2016: 44). To
the outside world, the Baltic Germans always demonstrated themselves as a unit, so that the prior-
ity of national affiliation over political orientation was the dominant. Surprisingly, even with this
outwardly demonstrated unity, political and social attitudes were nevertheless marked by consider-
able differences and internal personal rivalries (Conrad, 2016: 30). The Baltic German Democratic
Party, headed by Paul Schiemann, became the dominant left-liberal oriented force in summer 1919.
Schiemann, who as editor-in-chief of the ‘Rigasche Rundschau’ also played a key role in shaping
political opinion and will-making outside the parliament, had become the most important German
politician without reservation. His importance lay in the ability to collect almost all Baltic German
forces in Latvia under the motto of ‘national and social solidarity’ (Garleff, 2014: 91). Even beyond
Latvia, Schiemann was a leading minority politician of his time, who rejected a privileged status
for the Baltic Germans out of democratic conviction. The reason against a collecting party for all
Germans was undoubtedly the expectation that Paul Schiemann would have become its chairman.
His position would have been additionally strengthened and would thereby marginalize opposing
conservative Rights.

In the first legislature of the People’s Council, eight German MPs campaigned for the inter-
ests of their ethnic group by realizing the legally guaranteed autonomy of German schools
(Bogojavlenska, 2015: 84). Their request for autonomy referred exclusively to the interests of
their own group and didn’t intend to include other minorities. Still, their proposal was a blueprint,
used as an example by other minority MPs. According to Bogojavlenska, this example would
show that the administrative experienced Germans served the interests of other minorities too and
could act as a role model. Moreover, it could be attested that the Germans were even the most
active faction compared to other minorities. Even though full autonomy could never be achieved
with parliament’s approval.
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Worth mentioning is that free speech on an item of the agenda was always allowed in Latvian,
German and Russian language between 1918 and 1934. It was a concession to the non-Latvian MPs,
whose cooperation would otherwise have been impossible due to their poor knowledge of Latvian
(Conrad, 2016: 42). A sign of demonstrated tolerance, as the Latvian government tried to stabilize its
power base by winning the minorities for them. However, they were nevertheless expected to learn
the Latvian language. According to Conrad, the MPs had strong difficulties to actually follow the pre-
dominantly Latvian negotiations (Conrad, 2016: 46). When speaking in parliament, the German MPs
almost exclusively chose to speak in German, rarely Latvian and never in Russian. As law officers
they followed the custom of using Latvian, but the symbolism of the mother tongue usage dominated,
even if it had disadvantages in terms of achieving political goals. Only from the 1930s on, the MPs
began to make less and less use of German, as it was increasingly perceived as annoying by emerging
nationalism.

Latvia’s new electoral law passed on the 19th of August 1919 and intended a division of the coun-
try into five constituencies (Courland, Latgale, Livonia, Riga and Zemgale). This vision was met
with strong criticism from the German MPs, as it was feared that the few Germans in Latgale had no
prospect of winning seats. The People’s Council nevertheless accepted the law and in summer 1922
it was adopted to the Saeima, which had been reduced to a size of 100 seats. It would influence the
upcoming behaviour of the German group.

1919-1923: Preservation of Minority Rights

The second phase of Baltic German parliamentarism was dominated by the preservation of minor-
ity rights, in which they mostly acted defensively. When the future list of ministers was read out in
the People’s Council on the 13th of July 1919, the Germans were denied applause. This symbolic
gesture reflected the tensions on the German-Latvian relationship from the recent independence war.
Nonetheless, efforts were made by the Baltic Germans not to exclusively represent self-interests
alone, but to create trust with a non-partisan understanding of office in order to promote the consoli-
dation of the Latvian state (Conrad, 2016: 65).

The common tensions reached a climax when the Latvian government symbolically declared
war on Germany on the 26th of November 1919, due to the activities of the Belarusian Liberation
Army with the support of German soldiers. Young Balts like Paul Schiemann supported this meas-
ure (Conrad, 2016: 27). After repelling the attack by the Bermondt Army in December 1919, Karlis
Ulmanis saw the opportunity to curtail the influence of the Baltic Germans, which was felt trouble-
some to him. When the cabinet was renewed, the number of minority ministers was reduced from
three to two, but since key functions such as the Finance Ministry and the State Controller continued
to be occupied by Germans, the parliamentary group spoke out reluctantly in favor of the new cabinet.
Within the distribution of seats in the committees, the German minority achieved a concentration in
key positions, such as constitution, warfare, finance and budget, nationality issues and agricultural
legislation. It shows their special status amongst the other minorities that couldn’t achieve the same.

In the Constitutional Assembly (Satversmes sapulce) from 1920 till 1922, the Baltic Germans were
represented with 6/150 mandates and got 32.256 electoral votes (Balling, 1991: 138). Furthermore,
the following elections for the first Saeima in October 1922 ended with an increased turnout of even
42.088 votes, giving 6/100 mandates in the parliament (considering its reduced size). The minor-
ity could fully exhaust its voter potential and was actually overrepresented, supported by returning
German migrants to Latvia. Unlike them, the Russian minority had only 3/100 seats, even though
having a share of 7.8% of the total population (Bogojavlenska, 2015: 84). It is said that as early as
1922, all German parliamentarians spoke Latvian so well that they were able to give legal presenta-
tions (Conrad, 2016: 52). At that time, Germans and Jews in particular showed a great willingness to
take responsibility as law officers.
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At the beginning of 1923 all minorities got together, caused by the belief that reforms in the national
school law would significantly limit their autonomy rights. On the initiative of Paul Schiemann,
the first so-called ‘Minority Office’ was founded with the aim to create a platform in which com-
mon issues could be discussed. On this existential occasion, the minority MPs were unanimous and
therefore willing to write a joint protest letter to the government on February 7th, the same year
(Bogojavlenska, 2015: 85). The following German draft law on cultural self-government and its
usage of the German language represented a continuation of the struggle for autonomy, but also a
forge ahead. Other applications by Poles and Russians followed in 1924, that of the Jews in 1925,
showing that common ties were quite loose. All submitted drafts, especially the Russian, were very
similar to the German, or largely adopted. They proposed that citizens shall be registered to belong
to a respective minority group and then elect a council that works on the interests of their group.
Ultimately, however, none of the submitted drafts were passed by the first Sacima, so that full cultural
autonomy of Latvia’s minorities was never achieved.

The second parliamentary phase came to an end in 1923. The Germans had to painfully adapt to its
situation as representatives of a minority by accepting the common national holiday, the new consti-
tution, the agrarian reform and finally, the removal of the ‘Jakobikirche’ from their own community.
However, successes were also achieved, such as the amnesty law in the war of independence and
pragmatic policies, such as the introduction of the Lat under a German minister. On the 5th birthday
of the Latvian Republic in November 1923, the German parliamentary group and representatives of
the education system came to the request to hang up the national coat of arms in German schools and
to let the students sing the national anthem as a sign of solidarity.

1923-1929: Normalizing Relationship

It was followed by a six-year phase of German activism with relative political stability, at which
the common relationship to the Latvian state calmed down and normalized. During these years the
political integration of German MPs also reached its climax. The parliamentary group was often
involved in the formation of the government, providing the Minister of Justice from 1928 to 1929,
whilst Schiemann represented Latvia as Deputy Delegate to the League of Nations in 1929. In the
elections for the second Saeima in October 1925, Baltic German politicians could even increase their
electoral votes to a total amount of 42.248. Though, the first disadvantages of the new election system
became visible, since their mandates decreased from six to four (Balling, 1991: 138).

During the 2nd Saeima in particular, a conflict between the German and Russian minority emerged.
In April 1926, three Russian MPs voted for the overthrow of the current government under Ulmanis,
thereby provoking German MPs who saw it as support for an anti-minority government alternative
(Bogojavlenska, 2015: 88). In order to create a political counterweight, an association of minority
representatives was founded on the 20th of October 1926, again on the initiative of Paul Schiemann.
Despite a divided public opinion about a minority bloc, the amalgamation of the 16 MPs was intended
to guarantee the development and preservation of minority cultures that they saw to be endangered.
The aim was to discuss issues that affect every minority in Latvia, namely the education law, citizen-
ship and real estate acquisition. However, only after ten days the bloc broke up, due to inconsistencies
in the preparation of a thematic catalog. Russian MPs perceived Schiemann’s idea of uniform voting
as denying their independence whereby the Germans broke off negotiations, so that they ultimately
blamed each other to be responsible for the failure. The Russian newspaper ‘Slovo’ saw the root for
conflict on the German side, provoked by the attempt to take the leading role amongst the minorities
and to implement their own goals with the voices of others. The Latvian MP Arveds Bergs described
the failure of the minority bloc as inevitable (Bogojavlenska, 2015: 91). The Eastern-Russian and
Western-German culture would be incompatible and therefore cause an eternal dispute. The Latvian
newspaper ‘Briva Tevija’ even saw the reason for failure in the lack of connection between Russians

and Jews with what is considered to be Latvian (Bogojavlenska, 2015: 92). In contrast to them,
German history and Baltic Germans in Latvia were seen as part of their own national identity. For
Bogojavlenska, this conflict frankly revealed the contradictions and mutual latent hostility that shaped
the coexistence of different ethnic groups in Latvia of 1926.

Another example of existing recantiments followed in the same year. After Albering’s govern-
ment fell apart in December 1926, the newly founded Democratic Association, consisting of Jews
and Poles, was offered to form a government. With the help of the Social Democrats and the prom-
ise of German support, a majority in parliament could be reached. But in the same month, under
pressure from the Latvian press, the Democratic Association resigned from its mandate. In media
such as ‘Pirmdiena’, it was called a shame for the Latvian nation not to be able to form a govern-
ment without the help of the minorities (Bogojavlenska, 2015: 94). A year later, from the 28th of
December 1927, Paul Schiemann was also commissioned by President Zemgals to form the new
government. The fact that he wasn’t even trying with a possible narrow majority was interpreted
as a comprehensible political foresight at that time. However, Conrad views it as a missed political
chance to send a signal that could have gone far beyond Latvia, especially under the condition that
the minority government would anyways have been in office for only ten months, only until the next
legislative period was intended (Conrad, 2016: 69). However, the shere gesture to give commission
to a minority representative shows that Prime Ministers of non-Latvian nationality were conceivable
in the political system back then.

In the elections for the third Saeima in October 1928, once again, the Baltic Germans could
increase their election turnout and got a total of 43.352 electoral votes, returning to six mandates in
the national parliament (Balling, 1991: 138). A victory could be achieved through an additional ref-
ormation of the national election system. Under certain circumstances, citizens were now allowed to
cast their votes in another district, which the Germans used for their advantage by transporting them
in more promising districts, in order to improve the overall result. In the following November, the
10th anniversary of the foundation of the Latvian Republic was celebrated in the Saeima in which all
German MPs took part.

1929-1933: Renewed German-Latvian Living Apart

Competing cultures of remembrance by Latvians and Baltic Germans caused an unprecedented
intensity on the 10th anniversary of the conquest of Riga in 1929. The different historical classi-
fication of the Landeswehr aroused incomprehension on the Latvian side. With the demolition of
the Landeswehr monument and the Landeswehr Act of 1929 a process of renewed alienation by the
Germans towards the Latvian state returned, which heralded the fourth phase of parliamentary activ-
ity. In November the same year, Schiemann warned in advance that the fragile foundation of common
cooperation would get destroyed (Conrad, 2016: 81). The following adoption of the Landeswehr Act
by the Saeima on the 22nd of November 1929 with 51 against 39 votes and the subsequent exit of
the German parliamentary group from the governmental coalition initiated the final drifting apart of
the Baltic German minority from Latvia. Moreover, from March 1931 till the beginning of the next
legislative period, Paul Schiemann was absent due to illness and for the first time it can be attested
that Young-Balts lost their political vision.

In the elections for the fourth Saeima in October 1931, Baltic German representatives cast a total
of 45.098 votes on them, reaching an electoral peak (Balling, 1991: 138). Nevertheless, the grouping
continued to be represented by six MPs. The election ended with a shift towards the nationalistic
right. For the first time, the peasants’ party got an absolute majority, whilst nationalist tones reached
unprecedented proportions in the foregone election campaign, in a country that was hit by the global
economic crisis. The request to speak by German MPs collapsed and thus lost the longstanding par-
liamentary primacy over other minorities (Conrad, 2016: 54). In addition, Latvia’s lack of regulation

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for official languages ended in the wake of increased nationalism in February 1932 with a restrictive
law, introduced by Prime Minister Margers Skujenieks by emergency decree. Previously, the German
language had already disappeared bit by bit from public space and now finally lost its meaning. The
Latvian historian Mara Grudule describes the Baltic German culture as colonial culture, without hav-
ing a concrete center for cultural development (Grudule, 2013). Despite the loose, but decisive inven-
tion of ‘Heimat’, it can be said, however, that Paul Schiemann until his absence could represent a
political center for the Baltic Germans, due to his extraordinary interconnection among the minority.

1933-1934: Decisive Internal Conflicts

From 1933 onwards, this precarious situation, which actually persisted, was overshadowed by the
serious internal conflicts within the Baltic Germans. The takeover of power by the Nazis in Germany
caused a before unknown sharpness in internal political discourses, which had a paralyzing effect on
the joint parliamentary activity. In addition, there were policies of the Skujeniek and Bodniek govern-
ments, hostile to minorities, which provoked a decline in interest in advocating for the state by means
of Baltic German law officers. Whilst Russian MPs compensated for their own limited abilities to
influence the political agenda by the symbolic use of their own language, the Germans reacted with
passivity (Conrad, 2016: 54). Furthermore, the absence of Paul Schiemann, who last spoke to the
Saeima on the 10th of February 1933, made itself felt due to his renewed illness. Consequently the
turning away from liberalism was also reflected in the parliamentary group leadership.

At the beginning 1930s, Schiemann and his presidium colleague Fircks resolutely fought against
the emerging Nazi ideology, but its changing seizure of power in Germany also changed the balance
within the Baltic Germans. From now on the German Reich directly interfered in Baltic German
affairs and acquired a majority stake of the ‘Rigasche Rundschau’ in March 1933, thereby depriving
Schiemann of his own media opportunities. In addition, there was a request from the Jewish commu-
nity, asking to publicly distance Baltic Germans from the new anti-semitic rulers in Germany, what
the Presidium didn’t aprove (Conrad, 2016: 37). Furthermore, with the rise of National Socialism,
opponents saw themselves in the strong position of eliminating Lefts like Schiemann, attempting to
bring the Baltic Germans finally into a unity party. With a shift towards the political right and against
the set goal of a German unity party, however, the climax of political fragmentation was reached. In
March 1934 the German MPs eventually managed to come to a consensus again. Together they cast
their votes for Karlis Ulmanis, as ironically shortly later, on the 15th of May 1934, the democratic
order in Latvia was overturned by the authoritarian regime they had elected. With the dissolution of
parliament and parties, the activities of all German MPs had ended. After Schiemann left, the Baltic
Germans lost their overall political vision. Moreover, the constitutional reform that Ulmanis intro-
duced in the autumn of 1933, which tended to work against the rights of minorities, should rather have
urged great caution. Very soon, English was introduced as the first foreign language in all Latvian
schools (Gibiete, 2011). Since 1934, only Latvian language has been permitted in the filing of state
institutions. Furthermore, all management functions could only be carried out by ethnic Latvians.

At the latest after the end of WWII, the Baltic Germans were Germans in Germany. Their formative
experience of being a linguistic, cultural and ethnic minority was no longer an everyday occurrence.
In fact, the unspoken opinion seems to be that the history of the Baltic Germans as an ethnic group
and community came to an end with the loss of their community building invention of ‘Heimat’.
However, the work of historians like Martin Pabst disprove this approach, referring to cultural asso-
ciations found in diaspora which prevailed till today (Pabst, 2013).

Conclusion

After the collapse of Baltic German plans in summer 1919, their parliamentary era began with
a growing integration of all relevant political streams. A German elite formed early, being ahead of
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other minorities which lasted until the early 1930s, only lasting until they finally drifted apart from
Latvia. As experienced politicians, they primarily occupied posts in the Parliamentary Presidium, had
the most requests to speak and submitted the applications for school and cultural autonomy (what
other minorities used as blueprint). In addition, they participated in governmental coalitions the most.
The grouping was well structured and able to consequently mobilize more and more voters for them-
selves, even though their actual political influence stagnated and later consequently decreased.

German historiography has paid little attention to the relationship between Baltic Germans and the
presidential elections in Latvia. However, their behavior reflects the self-restraints of all minorities:
Their parliamentarians never nominated their own candidates, nor did they support the nomination of
candidates from Latvian parties in return. In doing so, they signaled that the position of the first man
in state should be reserved for Latvian ethnicity. This behaviour was apparently intended to keep their
chances for participation and cooperation with others always open.

The Baltic German parliamentary group was characterized by enormous activism in terms of the
desire to participate in the common state. According to Wachsmuth, a decisive intention for con-
tribution was not the felt loyalty to the Republic of Latvia, but the loyalty to one’s own ‘Heimat’
(Wachsmuth, 1943: 355, 364). However, this prescription does not reflect the different time periods,
the different political streams and challenges the group had to encounter. Conrad believes that the
group’s activism was aimed to avoid a more restrictive minority policy by being a cooperative partner
(Conrad, 2016: 75). By abstaining from votes of confidence, they could always become a coalition
partner for everyone, having the chance to influence the common agenda. Furthermore, the German
parliamentary group was characterized by its unity and reliability on the question of contributing to
the government.

In German historiography the Baltic Germans were always perceived as a socially and confes-
sionally extremely homogenous group, which is not further questioned. Even though they lacked a
concrete center for organization and developing cultural processes upon their minority, believed by
Mara Grudule. Bogojavlenska says that the German minority was clearly a role model for the Russian
population in Latvia, who always strived to establish unity, but repeatedly failed (Bogojavlenska,
2015: 97). Like others, she names the homogeneous Baltic German group as a reason, who unlike
the Russians, wouldn’t come from different political and cultural camps. Hence, Conrad refers to
non-marginal political streams amongst the Baltic Germans, split into Left and Right, even though
they were capable of cooperating with all internal political streams in the 1920’s. The impression
arises that they were always one step ahead with their ideas compared to other minorities. Own
projects were taken over by the other minorities and used profitably to realize self-interests. Clearly,
experienced politicians and especially the leading figure of Paul Schieman, with his visions and
media influence, were key factors of which the Baltic Germans could make profit. He left a legacy, as
historians like Michael Garleff expanded his services for his own ethnic group to that of a minority
politician in an international context (Garleff, 2014: 115). It can be attested that Schiemann called for
a new type of nation state that is faithful to the principles of democracy and simultaneously shares
power with minorities, which is still inspiring for European minority politics of today.

Bogojavlenska believes that Baltic Germans were firmly convinced of a state in which all citizens
had equal rights, driving them to seek ways of working with the representatives of other minorities
(Bogojavlenska, 2015: 97). It should be refused, since especially the Germans always attempted to
forge ahead in order to realize the interests of their own group. The Russian perception of a German
self-understanding as primus amongst the minorities led to the disintegration of the minority bloc. It
gives the impression that a compromise with the Latvians was sought, but other minorities were only
viewed with secondary importance by the Baltic German MPs.

Ascribed by the previous explanations on the five parliamentary phases, it can be stated that the
Baltic Germans were eager to serve for the Latvian Republic as long as they were (at least) met
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on eye level, but preferably superior to other minorities, in order to work on common interests.
Otherwise they would lack the incentive to seek compromise and common development. Crucial for
understanding their attitude is the invention of ‘Heimat’ as a substitution for expressing loyalty to the
Latvian Republic. As such, we cannot speak about Baltic German loyalty to Latvia, since the country
could theoretically be replaced by any other entity (like Estonia) in which Baltic Germans find their
representation. Therefore, it makes sense to speak about a constructive relation, based on reaching
common goals to bring the shared homeland forward.
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Abstract. The magnitude of COVID-19 pandemic caught the world off guard. Therefore, strategic antici-
pation in policy making, exit strategy out from COVID-19 environment, and strategic impact of the pandemic
for international, regional, and national security in post-COVID-19 world will be the most important issues
in the foreseeable future. Increasingly complex and complicated strategic security environment of the begin-
ning of the 21st century will be characterized by further global and regional instability in failed and/or failing
states, and regional crises and conflicts. Moreover, global security environment in post-COVID-19 world will
finalize transition from unipolar, the United States dominated global security framework — legacy of post-
Cold War settlement after the collapse of the Soviet Union in 1991-into multipolar global security order with
China, Russian Federation, India and other actors who will be increasingly challenging the United States and
the West politically, economically and militarily. Post-COVID-19 global security environment will be further
challenged by decreased ability of international organizations, such as UN, OSCE, EU, and others, to address
urgent and simultaneous security threats and challenges, therefore, the role of the state will increase both-
internationally and domestically. However, since numbers of states are rather weak in terms of social cohe-
sion and institutional capability- these states will be increasingly vulnerable to maintain effective institutional
framework in order to address security challenges of the post-COVID-19 world. Moreover, these security chal-
lenges will specifically target small states due to the fact that small states are heavily dependent for their own
security and defence arrangements on politically powerful and militarily capable global actors, therefore, small
states will become increasingly vulnerable to address their political, social, economic and military challenges.
The threat of terrorism, illegal migration, conventional military conflict, organized crime, cyber threats, CBRN
threats, conventional arms control (CAC) issue, further development and control of nuclear weapons, non-pro-
liferation of weapons of mass destruction- these are just a few domains of global and regional security, which
will remain of utmost importance in post-COVID-19 world. Subsequently, defence, security and law enforce-
ment institutions will face substantial legal, operational, moral, and institutional challenges in post-COVID-19
security environment. These challenges will include the limits of recruitment, standing operational procedures
(SOP), rules of engagement (ROE), morale of personnel, and other relevant domains. Moreover, possibility
of open involvement of active and former members of defence, security and law enforcement institutions into
internal political affairs of a state will significantly increase.

Introduction

The aim of this paper is to analyse security environment in post-pandemic world, and the impact of
pandemic for global, regional, and national security; transition to new world order and shift from uni-
polar global security architecture to multipolar security architecture, as well as consequences of the
transition to international organizations, global and regional actors, small states and, subsequently,
for Europe and European Union. Additionally, the aim of this paper is to analyse the role of defence,
security and law enforcement institutions in the post-COVID-19 world.

The post-COVID-19 global security environment will witness fundamental changes which
would be fully comparable with major political, societal, economic and security changes in the
past. Westphalian system of future nation states (1648) after Thirty Years War (1618—1648), Vienna
Congress (1815) after the Great French Revolution in 1789 and Napoleonic Wars (1793-1815),
Versailles system (1919) after World War I (1914-1918), Yalta — Potsdam security environment and
the Cold War (1945-1991) after World War II (1939-1945), creation and development of bipolar
global security system dominated by the United States and Soviet Union. The Paris Charter (1990),
the end of the Cold War, collapse of Soviet Union in 1991 had created unipolar, the United States —
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dominated global security environment. However, increasingly complex, and complicated strategic
security environment of the 21% century has created further global and regional instability, failing
and failed states, and increase of regional crises and conflicts. Such conflicts and crises like in Syria,
Libya, Nagorno-Karabakh, Belarus, Ukraine and Afghanistan have been pivotal for further global
and regional instability. Moreover, political, economic and military interests of the United States
and their NATO Allies, Russian Federation and China have been fundamentally different on issue
how to deal with these conflicts, rebuilt trust and confidence among the states, and as the result,
Russian Federation and China have been increasingly challenging unipolar global security architec-
ture which have been dominated by the United States and the West. It is highly likely that pandemic
of COVID-19 will accelerate and finalize the transition from unipolar- the United States dominated
security environment to multipolar global security environment where China, Russian Federation,
and other significant regional actors will play prominent role. Post COVID-19 security environment
will be challenging for international and regional organizations such as UN, OSCE, EU, NATO, and
others. Taking into account the fact that most of those organizations were established during Cold War
or immediately after Cold War period, within different global security environment and tasks suited
for the Cold War period, it will be challenging for international organizations to maintain effective-
ness and efficiency in the post-COVID-19 world.

Small states will have increased challenges for their political, economic and defence sectors
because small states are heavily dependent on politically powerful and military capable global actor
or security organization where such and actor plays prominent role. Considering that within multipo-
lar global security architecture there will be number of such an actors, the small states will be under
increasing political, military and economic pressure. European Union’s political stability and security
will be increasingly dependent on global political, economic, and military dynamics, especially on
the status of relationships between the United States/ NATO with Russian Federation and China.

Taking into account that military power in the 21% century has returned as one of the key assets
of a states’ international and foreign policy, it is obvious that the United States, Russian Federation
and China will further develop and strengthen their military sector, whereas Europe’s debellicased
societies (Grey, 2005), significant decrease of military spending and military capabilities have signifi-
cantly diminished Europe as credible military entity. However, post-COVID-19 security environment
in Europe will have permanent security challenges which will persist in post-pandemic world, such
as rapidly increased possibility of conventional military conflict, terrorism, organized crime, illegal
migration, cyber threats, CBRN threats, conventional arms control (CAC), nuclear arms control and
non-proliferation of the weapons of mass destruction (WMD), and other security issues. Subsequently,
defence, security and law enforcement institutions will have substantial legal, operational, moral, and
institutional challenges within abovementioned security environment.

National Security and Global Security Environment in the beginning of the 21* Century.
Multipolarity and Challenges for International Organizations and Small States

The unipolar security order has been increasingly challenged by Russian Federation and rising
China resulting into increased regional conflicts and security challenges. Since milestone speech of
Russian President Vladimir Putin in Munich Security Conference in 2007, increased political, eco-
nomic and military tensions among the United States, Russian Federation and China have resulted
into number of regional security crises, such as Georgia in 2008, Syria since 2011, Ukraine since
2013, Libya, Iran, North Korea, Nagorno- Karabakh in 2020, Belarus in 2020-2021, catastrophic
American withdrawal from Afghanistan in August 2021, and many others. Moreover, fundamentally
different security threat assessments among the United States, China and Russian Federation have
led to fundamental problems in conventional arms control (CAC), control of nuclear weapons, and
increased CBRN threats. Abovementioned facts led to conclusion that the United States’ domination
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has been increasingly challenged in last decade, whereas COVID-19, and aftermath of it, will rapidly
accelerate all abovementioned security challenges resulting into full and final transformation of uni-
polar global security order into multipolar security order.

However, besides “new normal’ security environment, one has to admit that a complex and
unpredictable security environment of the beginning of the 21st century has created fundamental and
simultaneous security threats and challenges for political, economic, social, military and environmen-
tal security of states and societies. Rapid development and scope of simultaneous security threats and
challenges for global, regional and, subsequently, national security level, such as competing ideolo-
gies, further radicalization of societies due to ideological, political, economic and security challenges,
rather weak institutional capabilities of international and regional organizations, increasing poverty
and inequality, marginalization and exclusion, environmental degradation, unemployment, threat to
social order, public safety and critical infrastructure, negative impact of uncontrolled migration. rise
of terrorism, development of organized crime networks, illegal drug and human trafficking, cyber
threats, CBRN threats, rapid development and use of new technologies- all abovementioned security
threats are just a few which will seriously impact global, regional, and national security (Rublovskis
et al., 2019). Considering fundamentally different approaches of various states, international and
regional security institutions to address these threats effectively, it is obvious that it will be difficult
to deliver one common and sustained policy in order to counter abovementioned threats in post-
COVID-19 world.

These security challenges will especially and specifically target and apply to small states because
small states heavily depend for their own security and defence arrangements upon a politically power-
ful and military capable global actor or upon a security and defence organization where such an actor
plays prominent role. (Rublovskis et al., 2013) In this light, the key issue of determining whether
or not state is small it is necessary to address key security and defence issues and take into account
the fact that external factors shape a small state security mentality (Vayryanen, 1997). Therefore, it
is obvious that global and regional security and military challenges will continue to have profound
impact on political stability, economic development, and prolonged security, including very inde-
pendence of small states. However, one would argue that in post-COVID-19 world there will be not
just one politically powerful and militarily capable actor like the United States in previous unilateral
global security environment but number of other states will create other security poles, especially
China and Russian Federation. Therefore, within upcoming change of balance of power in favour of
multipolarity, small states will have increasingly challenging security environment where their politi-
cal, economic, social and military sectors’ capacity will become increasingly vulnerable, and, in some
cases, their very independence, territorial integrity, and governmental decision-making process will
be fundamentally challenged by powerful global and regional actors.

Previously mentioned security challenges will further undermine institutional capability of
international organizations which main task had always been to maintain peace, stability, prosper-
ity and security-both globally and regionally. One would suggest that, global and regional secu-
rity organizations also will suffer institutional and capability challenges in post-COVID-19 world.
Almost all these international organizations, including UN, NATO, OSCE, and EU-were estab-
lished and developed either immediately after World War I, during the Cold War, or within the
post-Cold War political settlement. One would conclude that institutional structure and the set
of tasks of these organizations have been designed for completely different global and regional
security environment which has been fundamentally changed since then, and it means that existing
global and regional institutional network is increasingly vulnerable to address security threats and
challenges. Moreover, emergence and finalization of multipolar global security environment will
deeply impact these international organizations such as UN, OSCE, NATO, EU, therefore, signifi-
cant regional organizations, such as BRICS, SCO, CSTO will offer alternative options for political
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cooperation, economic development, and military security, thus challenging existing international
security framework which has been dominated by the United States and/or its European allies. On
the other hand- the United States and the West will attempt to prevent further decrease of their
political, economic and military influence by consolidating their allies into global political “frame-
work of democracies”.

Political and Military Relationships among the United States, China, and Russian Federation:
The Shaping Factor for European Security

European security and political stability have been increasingly challenged since outbreak of
number of global and regional conflicts in Syria, Iraq, Libya, Belarus, Ukraine, Nagorno-Karabakh,
Afghanistan, and elsewhere, which resulted in significant increase of uncontrolled migration form
collapsed/destroyed states within immediate proximity from Europe and, subsequently, radicalization
of societies in Europe and increase of terrorist acts, and increased political, economic and military
confrontation with Russian Federation and China. One would argue that several strategic mistakes
have led to political, social and security turbulences within Europe due to poor leadership of EU and
several European states. For instance, the political leadership of some European countries failed to
address timely and decisively urgent security challenges which arose from uncontrolled migration
process across whole Europe in summer of 2015. Inability of European military, police, security and
border guard institutions to deal with the border control on EU external borders and/or European
states’ borders, poor performance of police institutions to maintain public order and safety, inability
of security institutions to prevent development of terrorist networks and terrorist attacks in Europe,
intrusion of individual terrorists into law enforcement, security and military institutions, radical-
ization of personnel of these institutions — all those examples revealed ongoing vulnerabilities of
European security and defence sector.

Yet another strategic challenge for Europe is fundamental transformation of global and regional
security architecture and further decrease of Europe’s ability to shape and counter current and emerging
security threats and challenges (Munich Security Report, 2020). Highly likely, that post-COVID-19
global and regional security environment will further escalate decrease of European ability to shape
global and regional security policy. Far-reaching power shifts in the world, substantial challenges
from other powerful global and regional actors, and rapid technological change contribute to a sense
of anxiety and restlessness in Europe. Arnold Toynbee in his work “A Study of History” devel-
oped concept of continuous cycle of Challenge and Response for civilization development (Toynbee,
1990), and COVID-19 seems to be previously unprecedented challenge for the world, and Europe,
while the response is to be delivered yet.

Obviously, the world is becoming less European and less Western. But, more importantly, Europe
itself may and will become less Western. This is what we call “Westlessness” (Munich Security
Report 2020), and this assessment of current European security environment fits well into Oswald
Spengler’s conclusions of his work “The Decline of the West” a century ago (Spengler, 1993). For
the past decades, the answer to the question what it was that kept Europe and The West together was
straightforward: a commitment to liberal democracy and human rights, to a market-based economy,
and to international cooperation and international institutions. After collapse of the Soviet Union in
1991, it seemed that the values of liberal democracy will become universal without serious opposi-
tion. According to Francis Fukuyama’s “The End of the History and the Last Man” statement in 1992,
“humanity has reached not just...the passing of a particular period of post-war history, but the end
of history as such: That is, the end-point of mankind’s ideological evolution and the universalization
of Western liberal democracy as the final form of human government”. However, almost unchecked
global spread of Western liberal democracy started to slow down and retreat in the beginning of
21% century, and one would argue that the Clash of Civilisations concept of Samuel Huntington
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(Huntington, 1996) which states that people’s cultural and religious identities will be primary source
of conflict in post-Cold War world — has persisted.

Today, the meaning of the West is increasingly contested again, and one is witnessing “decay of
the West’ ’as relatively cohesive geopolitical configuration. (Munich Security Report, 2020). One
would further emphasize that in post-COVID-19 security environment, abovementioned framework
of values of liberal democracy, human rights, market based economy, international cooperation and
international institutions will rapidly erode, therefore, one could argue that liberal framework of val-
ues will be in full retreat globally and, subsequently, in Europe. Rapid collapse of twenty years long
sustained effort of the United States and NATO in Afghanistan in August of 2021 is vivid example
of retreat of liberal democracy. The President of France Emmanuel Macron stated in August of 2019
“we were used to an international order that had been based on Western hegemony since the 18th cen-
tury. Things change and as the result of these changes is also the emergence of new powers whose
impact we have probably underestimated for far too long” (Munich Security Report, 2020). As the
result, Europe’s ability to safeguard its security and prosperity and conduct of an independent foreign
policy with the necessary means is already being challenged on various fronts. It is obvious that if
Europe will not learn the language of power, it would disappear “geographically” (The Economist,
2019) or have others to determine its fate. (Munich Security Report, 2020).

The lack of coordination and fundamental differences over Europe’s strategic direction between
France and Germany, United Kingdom’s departure from European Union, further disagreements on
European policies towards the United States, Russian Federation and China, as well as fundamentally
new threat of COVID-19 outbreak in Europe in February/March of 2020 have shown increased vul-
nerabilities of Europe within political, economic, social and military sectors of security, and proved
disunity of states within EU. Furthermore, disintegrated and reluctant efforts of different European
states to address COVID-19 threat, and lack of the leadership of various EU institutions, for instance,
European Commission with rather slow and late decisions during COVID-19 crises throughout 2020
and 2021, have proved that EU institutions were not prepared for crisis and they are rather useless for
critical situations like outbreak of COVID-19. Moreover, this situation has further complicated secu-
rity environment, for example, closure of internal borders by some EU states led to potential outbreak
of violence and threat to public security and safety on the certain border (Germany/ Poland border in
March of 2020). Further spread of COVID-19 has already put extreme pressure on law enforcement,
security, and military institutions of European states.

Considering abovementioned aspects, it is, however, obvious that Europe and the West as such,
is in retreat, in decline, and under constant attack both- from within and from outside. (Munich
Security Report, 2020) One would conclude that rapid and simultaneous security threats and chal-
lenges, including outbreak of COVID-19, have created an unprecedented problems for security envi-
ronment in Europe, increasing pressure for political, economic, social, military and environmental
sectors of security, and, subsequently, unprecedented challenges for law enforcement, security and
defence institutions. One would argue that there is the deepest systemic crisis in entire history of EU,
and strategic decisions have to be taken concerning whether EU will proceed as economic union or
political project, moreover, the ability of European Union and European states to deal successfully
with COVID-19, as well as political, economic, social and military consequences of this crisis will
definitely determine very survival of European Union as political and economic project.

One would argue that European security developments will be fundamentally determined by sev-
eral strategic factors: further dynamics of American- Russian-Chinese-European political, economic,
ideological, and military relationships, further developments of global and regional conflicts (Middle
East, Iran, Ukraine, North Korea, Afghanistan, and others), and the ability of European Union to
maintain sustained internal coherence of the Union. One of key issues in the future is how EU will
address its security concerns within the US — Russia relationship framework considering increasingly
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negative trend of political, economic and military aspects of those relationships. However, the US
-Russia relationships are of paramount importance and status of these relationships is the key to effec-
tive solutions of global and regional security, political and economic development. Unfortunately,
the escalation of events in Ukraine since 2014 has drawn NATO-Russia relationships into deep sys-
temic crisis, with Moscow seen by the Brussels as security threat. Lack of trust, mutual suspicion of
intents and actions of each other, fundamentally different threat perceptions and security concerns-
characterizes current security situation, therefore, enhanced dialogue and new framework of confi-
dence building measures is urgently needed within the US/NATO — Russia relationships framework
However, an attempt of the United States to maintain and sustain its so far unrivalled global political,
economic and military leadership via increasing forward global presence and support of Arab Spring
in the Middle East, the Afghanistan Government, and Maidan in Ukraine has been challenged by
Russian Federation and People’s Republic of China. Extremely dangerous escalation over Ukraine
has occurred in April and November of 2021 resulting in large scale Russian military exercises and
deployment of Russian military forces in close proximity of Ukrainian border.

One would assume that the United States will try to maintain its position as the world’s preem-
inent global military superpower; the United States will face a series of deepening strategic dilem-
mas when confronting warfare from now through 2030. U.S. adversaries- China, Russia, Iran, North
Korea, and terrorist groups, likely will remain constant but U.S. allies are liable to change as Europe
becomes increasingly fragmented and inward-looking and as Asia reacts to the rise of China (Cohen
et al., 2020). The Biden Administration has outlined its goals, means and ways in order to retain
American global leadership. The main approaches of current American security policy consists of,
firstly, “America is back™ approach with American attempts to strengthen democracies and prevent
spread of authoritarian regimes across the globe. However, recent catastrophic disaster of American
withdrawal from Afghanistan and fall of this country under Taliban regime dealt very serious blow
to the credibility of the Biden Administration and, subsequently, to the ability of the United States
to remain credible and trusted global partner. Taking into account abovementioned point of view of
President Biden and the Biden Administration on American global security and defence policy, it is
obvious that Russian Federation and China are named as American arch rivals in political, economic,
ideological, and military domains (Biden, Foreign Affairs, 2020).

It could trigger much closer Russian-Chinese cooperation, especially, within military domain. Such
a military alliance could seriously challenge the United States and NATO. Therefore, from American
perspective, such dangerous situation could be avoided, if Russia would be kept outside potential
US-China conflict, and persuaded not to take serious attempts to forge military alliance with China.
From the Russian perspective, American global and regional political, economic, and military actions
are directly aimed against Russian political, economic and security interests, and Russian perception
is that Americans will definitely try to seek to impose regime change in Moscow, and further aim for
complete fragmentation of Russian influence in its near abroad via so called “colour revolutions”,
or even worse, Russia itself. Therefore, although Russian political leadership remain pragmatic, and
they are prepared to reach agreements, irrespective of counterpart’s ideology, in the Kremlin’s view,
the United States and European Union’s support for democracy and human rights is just their political
tool of foreign policy that is more effective in changing regimes than in, subsequently, building dem-
ocratic systems of governance on their ruins (Trenin, 2020). Unfortunately, current situation, which
is further complicated by outbreak of COVID-19, requires much more strength of political will on all
sides in order to understand fundamental security concerns and, subsequently, achieve satisfactory
level of mutual trust and confidence. Therefore, it depends on current American and Russian politi-
cal leadership whether the gap and mistrust between the United States and Russian Federation will
further increase or there will be serious attempt to bridge the lines in order to solve urgent security
challenges in post-COVID-19 world. Biden-Putin Summit in Geneva in June 2021 and their further
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conversation in December 2021 has delivered cautious optimism on the future of American-Russian
relationships. However, Russian proposals to negotiate new- legally-bound set of treaties concerning
stop of further NATO enlargement into Ukraine and Georgia, and withdrawal of NATO military infra-
structure from Central- Eastern European members of NATO would, probably, cause new escalation
of events in the beginning of 2022.

However, fundamental security concerns and threat perceptions of Russian Federation towards
the collective West remains the same since the end of the Cold War, signature of Paris Charter in
November of 1990, and dissolution of the Soviet Union in 1991. From Russian perspective, sequence
of events in Europe in 1990ties, such as breakdown of Yugoslavia in 1992 and subsequent military
conflicts in former Yugoslavia (1992-1995), military action of NATO against Yugoslavia in 1999,
recognition of independence of Kosovo, enlargement of NATO into Eastern Europe and within the
former Soviet Union territory as well as simultaneous enlargement of European Union Eastwards did
not contribute to overall security and stability in Europe, and all abovementioned events have fun-
damentally different assessment- positive from the West perspective and negative from Russian per-
spective. Moreover, EU Eastern Partnership initiative is seen by Russian side as an attempt to chal-
lenge Russia politically, economically, and militarily in Ukraine, Moldova, Belarus, and Caucasus
Region, therefore, Russia had to respond in kind. Events in Belarus in August-November of 2020 just
confirmed this point of view in Russia. One of the most important strategic answers and changes of
Russian foreign and security policy is the fact that Russia has fundamentally pivoted away from the
European choice that Russian President Vladimir Putin announced in early 2000s, and that the coun-
try had de facto pursued since the breakdown of the Soviet Union in 1991 (Trenin, 2020).

This pivot to Russia’s own cultural and historical heritage, with an emphasis to the imperial period,
is often described as Eurasianism, and Eurasian integration process will also shape parts of for-
mer Soviet Union. The European influence remains, but in its historical rather than the contempo-
rary, EU- shaped form (Trenin, 2020). As the result, in 2016 Russian President Putin came up with
Russia’s National idea: patriotism. In this version, Russian patriotism is above all about the state,
which is the highest civic value. Attitudes toward the state have become the main criteria in judging
historical and contemporary figures and ordinary citizens. The Russian state is believed to be the
centre of Russian world, a civilization that traces its spiritual and temporal roots to Byzantium and
Orthodox Christianity (Trenin, 2020). It is obvious that the longer-term consequences of the corona-
virus will include further intensification of the US-Chinese rivalry, and the emerging Sino-American
bipolarity. Subsequently, Russia’s top priority should be to carefully maintain equilibrium-though not
equidistance-between the United States and China (Trenin, 2020) One would conclude that Russian
Federation will sustain its policies in order to build a new-more equal, multi-polar global international
order and cooperate with the United States, China, EU and other significant global and regional actors
in order to effectively address global and regional security, defence, political and economic threats
and challenges. However, this comprehensive cooperation will be possible only if parties will recog-
nize each other’s political, economic and security interests. Unfortunately, it seems that main actors
are shifting towards further escalation of political, economic, and military conflict.

Persistent Security Threats and Challenges in the Post-COVID-19 World

However, there are several avenues of approach where enhanced political and military cooperation
between the United States, European Union, China, and Russian Federation is practicable and mutu-
ally beneficial. Potential of cooperation between the United States, EU, China and Russian Federation
could be significantly improved within following areas: fight against terrorism, uncontrolled migra-
tion, illegal human trafficking, organized crime, drug trafficking, fight against pandemic, climate
change, conventional arms control, non- proliferation of weapons of mass destruction and negotia-
tions on nuclear weapons and control of cyberspace.
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Global fight against terrorism should be one of top priorities for the United States, EU, and Russian
Federation. This includes increasingly effective actions against home-grown terrorism in the US,
Russia and Europe and requires enhanced and efficient intelligence information exchange among
the actors. Secondly, it requires complete and decisive defeat of ISIS in Syria and Iraq and, thirdly,
sustained assistance of re-building effective state institutions in Syria and Iraq and establishment of
prolonged peace in the Middle East.

Achievement of previously mentioned goals would definitely significantly decrease level
of uncontrolled migration from the Middle East and Northern Africa into Europe and it would
increase the ability of European military, police and security institutions to deal with uncontrolled
migration and gain control over the process of migration. Combating organized crime networks
is another important field where the United States, EU and Russian Federation can and should
effectively cooperate. Illegal human trafficking, illegal drugs trafficking, illegal economic and
finance networks-all those issues could be effectively solved via enhanced cooperation among
abovementioned actors.

Over 30 years after the end of the Cold War, military tensions have returned to Europe. Both
the North Atlantic Treaty Organization (NATO) and Russia are boosting their deployments in close
proximity to one another and in multiple domains. At the same time, a host of new or dramatically
improved conventional and nuclear capabilities have been fielded, introducing a significant level of
uncertainty into the security environment. (Charap et al., 2020) Currently, most of the treaties that
formed the core of the arms control system are either gone or being undermined, and conventional
arms control is yet another fundamental European security challenge with unsettled framework. It
is especially relevant for wider European security provisions. On the one hand, fundamental secu-
rity and defence documents of Russian Federation clearly state the sum of actions that constitute
direct military endangerment and direct military threat to Russia, therefore, any, even limited military
conflict would rapidly escalate into full-scale NATO-Russia conflict, therefore conventional arms
control is increasingly important issue which cannot be separated from other important global and
regional security such as non- proliferation of weapons of mass destruction, development of nuclear
capabilities and missile defence systems. On the other hand, although it once served as a cornerstone
of European security, the current regional conventional arms control (CAC) regime is outdated and
largely irrelevant to today’s challenges. (Charap et al., 2020). Moreover, increasing lack of openness,
mutual trust and confidence between NATO and Russian Federation will further challenge security
situation and overall security level in Europe.

Any future conventional arms control negotiations and agreements have to incorporate measures
which would reduce the risk of conflict through misunderstanding and miscalculation and address
military drivers of potential NATO-Russia conflict in Europe via innovative CAC measures, which
would increase warning and decision-making time, complicating surprise attacks, and lowering over-
all tensions (Charap et al., 2020). Furthermore, any future CAC agreement has to provide an effective
means in order to address European security issues and sub regional security and defence issues,
therefore, one has to address also issue of permanent and rapid development of technologies within
military domain. Emerging new types of conventional military capabilities should be included within
any future negotiations of conventional arms control framework. One would conclude that there are
several issues which will have significant impact on any future conventional arms control negotia-
tions and agreements for Europe. Firstly, status of NATO/US relationships with Russian Federation
will have profound influence on the Region and, therefore, it is definitely important to take into
account not only arguments of European states but also Russian security concerns and considerations
within the future conventional arms control framework. It could require development of special sub
regional conventional arms control agreements which would politically and legally reinforce overall
CAC agreement.
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Secondly, future CAC agreement has to be legally and politically sound and effective to fulfil its
tasks and, therefore, one would argue that stability of global and regional security environment will
be further challenged by new arms race which includes several domains: space, cyberspace, conven-
tional arms, nuclear weapons and CBRN. Considering previously mentioned issues and since both-
NATO Alliance and Russian Federation — are nuclear powers, any escalation of situation between
NATO/US and Russian Federation could rapidly turn into nuclear stand-off. Military drivers of poten-
tial Russia-NATO conflict include military activities or exercises in strategically sensitive locations,
enhanced readiness, massing of forces or capabilities, long-range strike deployments, and threats to
vulnerable lines of communications (Charap et al., 2020). Therefore, further development of nuclear
capabilities and proliferation of weapons of mass destruction is yet another global and regional secu-
rity challenge which will have fundamental impact also on European security. The possibility of
new arms race among multilateral actors, such as the United States, Russian Federation, People’s
Republic of China, India and the others, including Iran and North Korea, would not be limited only
within space, cyber-space or conventional arms domains. The domain of CBRN threats and nuclear
military capabilities in particular, will certainly witness new developments, however, one has to take
into account the fact that entire system of control over nuclear weapons is not in its best shape, for
example, after the collapse of the INF Treaty, global security has faced unconstrained arms race in the
domain of intermediate-range missiles (Ifft, 2020).

Moreover, April of 2020 marked the 10th anniversary of the New START Treaty. The nuclear
arms reduction agreement between the US and Russia, originally signed in 2010, was due to expire
in February of 2021 unless it were extended by Presidents Trump and Putin, and one would argue that
it would be reckless to forego the benefits of New START when the alternative to extension is “no
limits, no verification, and no transparency” (Rusten, 2020). Fortunately, The Biden Administration
proposed to prolong the Treaty in February 2021. Return to effective conventional and nuclear arms
control framework is global issue which could be successfully addressed only if global actors will
cooperate in order to decrease tensions because one has to understand very serious consequences,
also for European security, if relationships between the United States and Russian Federation will
further deteriorate, especially in the domain of arms control. Cyber security is yet another global
challenge which is increasingly important to address it timely and effectively taking into account,
firstly, importance of cyber security in fight against the terrorism and, secondly, increasing tensions
among global actors over political issues on possible interference via cyber space on political pro-
cesses and elections.

Conclusions

Although, COVID -19 has brought previously unprecedented challenges, abovementioned security
issues will remain and even increase after the end of the pandemic- conventional and nuclear arms
control, global security problems among the United States, China, Russian Federation, and European
Union. Moreover, security issues of the Middle East, Iran, North Korea, Belarus, Ukraine and oth-
ers will remain as well in post-COVID-19 world. One must conclude that, most probably, there will
be fundamental geopolitical, institutional, and ideological changes in post-COVID-19 world. The
most important strategic transformation will accelerate finalization of transition of global security
architecture from unipolar- the US dominated- global security order into multi-polar global security
order with China and Russian Federation as contenders to play significant role in future global and
regional security architecture. Moreover, it seems that China has successfully countered outbreak of
the pandemic, and it will strengthen China’s political and economic situation. (Jinping, 2018) Rapid
development of technologies and artificial intelligence will be further used for increased surveillance,
information, and data collection by a state; therefore, the values of liberal democracy will further
diminish globally and regionally. Further change of balance between security of society and human
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rights will change in favour of security, therefore erosion of democracy and liberal order will con-
tinue, and some countries will crack under these multiple and simultaneous pressures. (Osman, 2020).
Obviously, Francis Fukuyama’s concept of the end of the history and globalization is over, whereas,
the world after COVID-19 will witness the return of the strong state. However, one would argue that
countries are quite different, and many states will prove unable to meet the expectations of their peo-
ple (Osman, 2020). The most challenging areas for the state to prove it effective will be: economic
recovery and struggle with rapid increase of unemployment, security and state’s ability to maintain
public order and security, and ability of state’s institutional framework to perform its duties within
confused and complex COVID-19 environment.

Obviously, European Union will face further political, social, and economic and security challenges
in post-COVID-19 world and very cohesion of the Union will be at stake. Furthermore, members of
the EU will pursue fundamentally different concepts of further development of the Union, which
could trigger possible disintegration of European Union. However, one would argue, that disintegra-
tion of EU would be global political and economic disaster of such a scale that there will be serious
attempts to avoid this scenario. It is self-evident that abovementioned challenges of European Union
and hypothetical scenario of disintegration will primarily impact small states of EU, for instance, the
Baltic States, which are heavily dependent economically on EU, and militarily on NATO. The pan-
demic also highlighted increased role of the state and diminishing role of international organizations,
such as UN, OSCE, EU and others, therefore, reassessment of role of international organizations and
their ability and capabilities to address current security challenges will be paramount. It is obvious
that international organizations which were created in different security environment of the 20th cen-
tury for different tasks are not suited to address security challenges of the 21st century effectively.

One would argue that global security threats and challenges, including the outbreak of COVID-19-
are the same for the United States, Russian Federation and European Union, therefore, these security
threats should be addressed comprehensively and collectively. However, because of abovementioned
mentioned transformative trends and dynamics, the bigger changes will come in a chain of reactions
what will initially affect economies, many areas of our lives, the organization of many societies and
domestic politics. In turn, these changes will unleash new forms of global strategic confrontations
(Osman 2020).

PSYCHOLOGICAL TRAITS OF DIFFERENT SPECIALIZATIONS JOURNALISTS
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Taras Shevchenko National University of Kyiv (Kyiv, Ukraine)
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Abstract. The article is dedicated to the finding of differences in personal traits and professional qualities
between journalists’ of different specializations as reporters, publicists, presenters and group with mixed types
of professional activity. First, differences in temperament structures were found. Presenters had the highest
indicators of social ergicity and plasticity, thus their nervous processes, inquisitiveness and ability to switch
higher than in other groups. Second, the most developed qualities of emotional stability were in reporters that
is clear because they should work in the field, sometimes in difficult situations and circumstances. Third, the
highest level of social intelligence was in presenters again. The group of presenters also shows the most devel-
oped values of status and management, communication and health.

Key words: personal traits, presenters, professional qualities, publicists, reporters.

Introduction

Personal traits and professional qualities are an important part of every professional activity because
they are the instruments for providing different types of actions. Personal traits may be considered
as professional qualities, for example, emotional stability or able to self-regulation. In researches of
professions, the question of personal traits and qualities places a key role. Nevertheless, speaking
about journalists’ profession predominantly revolves around topics of post-traumatic stress disorder
(PTSD) or emotional burnout because these problems are most essential if we speak in terms of the
psychological well-being of professionals (Monteiro, Marques-Pinto, & Roberto, 2015).

However, the researches of journalists’ profession basic are also important because in this field we
may find the reasons for PTSD or emotional burnout developing. Exactly the personal traits contain
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a predisposition for potential future changes, for example, in temperament or nervous system charac-
teristics (Marais & Stuart, 2005). There are very few researches dedicated to this problem today, thus
consider some of them.

Short Review of the Problem

Regarding the study of the psychological side of journalistic activity, A. V. Mitlosh wrote
that compared to the hard skill side ‘much less attention is paid to the study of psychological
characteristics of journalists... There are practically no scientists’ researches of different genres
journalists’ individual psychological differences’ (Mitlosh, 2012: 218). That is why the author
researched the differences in creativity and social intelligence of journalists, who work in different
genres: analytic, information or artistic journalism. A. V. Mitlosh notes that the highest indicators
of social intelligence are mostly in journalists-analysts, and the highest indicators of creativity
in journalists of the artistic field; reporters ranked intermediate between the two groups. In other
words, such qualities as creativity and social intelligence are professionally important but have
different significance depending on specialization.

The question of different professionally important qualities for different journalists’ specialization
also was covered by S. Korkonosenko and his coauthors:

For reporters, the priority qualities are related to mobility and efficiency, ensuring success in a
rigid rhythm of information gathering. Analysts have developed research talents, logic, depth and
non-standard thinking, publicists have a figurative perception, ideology, TV and radio presenters have
sociability, personal charm, artistry (Korkonosenko [sci. ed.], 2000: 45).

Another research in this field is Zakaria Khan’s research of the connection between neuroticism,
psychoticism and extraversion-introversion of journalists from one side and some work situations
from another (Khan, 2005). His sample consists of 100 Bangladeshi journalists: 50 reporters and
50 desk workers. As a result, Khan found, for example, that talking with people in process of finding
news information or working in the last hours before a deadline both positively correlated with extra-
version and negatively with neuroticism. This result proves the influence of personality traits, even
temperament characteristics, on the work process of journalists. In addition, we may see two different
work specializations in this research: reporters and desk workers.

Speaking about neuroticism leads us to the problem of its influence not only on professional
activity but on psychological health too. A. Marais, & D. A. Stuart, researched that “journalists
with severe PTSD reactions differed significantly from the journalists with minor PTSD reactions
with regards to the temperament trait of neuroticism. This would indicate that pre-trauma neurot-
icism or anxiety could be a vulnerability factor in the development of PTSD” (Marais & Stuart,
2005: 101). It means that high sensitivity and emotional reactions to various events increase the
probability of negative consequences during or after performing the work of a journalist. Thus, the
psychophysiological cost of doing journalists’ work may be too high for people with high neuroti-
cism. In this case, journalists with high neuroticism need to pay more attention to their well-being
to prevent the development of PTSD.

Another variable that also predicts PTSD is hyperarousal, especially in reporters and photojour-
nalists (Seely, 2019). Considering this, journalists tend to use different coping strategies, both pos-
itive and negative, to cope with stress. That is why psychological consulting, help and support are
especially important in the journalists’ profession. But these kinds of practice need to be based on
knowledge about typical journalists’ personal and professional traits.

A. Bhalla, L. S. Kang found the connections between personality traits and conflicts at work or in
the family (Bhalla & Kang, 2018). For example, extraversion and agreeableness reduce the number of
conflicts at both work and home, when neuroticism, vice versa, increase it. If to speak about gathering
resources at work or home conscientiousness helps in it. Again, we see how deep the personality of
a journalist influence his work.
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Another important part of the personality that influences journalists’ job is a professional role.
For example, travel journalists see themselves mostly in the role of inspiring entertainer, when fash-
ion and beauty journalists see as the service provider (Hanusch, 2017). We see the correspondence
between chosen role and the area where journalist works. It encourages speculation, maybe the role
was one of the reasons for choosing the activity field.

The question about journalists’ specializations needs to be considered more carefully. First of all,
the collocation journalist’s specializations may be used in a different meanings. For example, word
specialization is used in the meaning of topics or areas in which journalists work: art, sports, politics
etc. considering the need for deep knowledge in this area (Harries & Wahl-Jorgensen, 2007).

Secondly, in scientific publications not so much attention is dedicated to separating specializa-
tions in journalism, most researchers used just the word ‘journalists’ without separating them into
groups. Only in some publications, we can find the differences, for example, between stereotypes
of reporters and publicists, where the first are truly and the second are not (Martin & Singletary,
1981). Perhaps, the reason for differences absence is numerous similarities among journalists of all
specializations: “Journalists in all media types, genres and formats carry the ideology of journal-
ism” (Deuze, 2005: 445).

Some researches of differences between journalists’ specializations were presented. However, the
results are fragmented, thus providing the research on this topic is still actual and allow to solve real
problems from practice.

Method

The methodological base of the next research is V. S. Merlin theory. The personality of a journalist
may be shown with next three levels:

— the level of organism individual properties (neurodynamic properties or characteristic of tem-
perament and nervous system);

— the level of individual mental properties (personality traits);

— the level of socio-psychological properties (Vyatkin & Dorfman, 2017).

Considering this model different levels of journalist personality were researched with different
methods.

First of all, Rusalov’s Temperament Structure Questionnaire was used to research structures of
temperament: ergicity, social ergicity, plasticity, social plasticity, pace, social pace, emotionality,
social emotionality (Rusalov, 1989). As we see, there are four structures and one social variance for
each of them. The ergicity means expressing interest to the world discovering and doing physical
labour, social ergicity shows the level of need for social contacts. The plasticity is able to switch from
one subject to another, the pace is the speed of performing something, emotionality is sensitivity,
especially to the negative situations and aspects. Emotionality and social emotionality are related to
neuroticism because they are also structures of the temperament.

The next method is the technique of journalists’ professionally important qualities research-
ing (by A. V. Bakhvalova). This method is used in researching self-esteem but considering that
professionally important qualities are a part of personal traits we may use it in researching the
second level of Merlin’s model. By the way, the technique of professionally important qualities
researching was made special for using in journalists’ sample and include all key qualities of this
profession.

The last, third level of socio-psychological traits includes values and social intelligence. The
method of Person’s Value Orientations Structure Diagnosis by Bubnova S.S. shows the levels of
next values: recreation, material well-being, hedonism, mercy, love, cognition, influence, respect,
social activity, communication, health. Diagnosis of Personality Social Intelligence or SOINT-2 by
N. F. Kalina help to access the integral level of social intelligence and 40 of its constructs that were
analyzed in another article (Yurchynska & Bakhvalova, 2020).
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The task of our study is to establish statistical differences between indicators of individual psy-
chological traits (temperament, personal and social traits) in the representatives of main journalistic
specializations.

The complexity of this task is that most of the subjects chose not one specialization but several at
once, through the diversity of their work. That is why the division of subjects into groups by special-
ization need to highlight the most important sides of journalists’ profession. As a result, four possible
groups were identified:

1) reporters/correspondents/photojournalists/investigators work “in the field”, i.e. seek informa-
tion, communicate with different people, be at the hotspot and inform the public;

2) publicists and analysts, editors, newsmakers work in the office or from home and create materi-
als, using mainly the information that is already available (was collected by correspondents or found
personally on the network);

3) presenters, interviewers and radio presenters communicate with guests in the studio, office or
on the radio, conduct dialogues and communicate on various topics, broadcast journalists;

4) mixed group those whose work requires skills and knowledge of several specializations simul-
taneously (reporter-analyst, reporter-editor, etc.). Often those people work as freelancers.

As we can see, the conditions and type of the activities in identified groups differ significantly from
each other.

The sample consisted of 110 journalists with different specializations, from which 80 journalists
of 4 different specializations were chosen (table 1). In this way, we have four groups with equal age
and sex consistency that is very useful to compare.

Results

The research was provided through the Internet during pandemic times in 2020. All the data were
collected anonymously but a link to the Google form was sent directly to the journalists in private
message. The given data was processed using a statistical program SPSS. The mean points of all sam-
ple are shown in table 2. Especial attention attracts high and low indicators.

High plasticity helps journalists change the type of activity with saving concentration and high
social pace helps to speak fast but clearly, that is especially important for TV journalists and reporters.
All types of professionally important qualities, cognitive, practical and emotional, are high because
of the specialty of the used test (which was done for measuring journalists’ traits). Nevertheless,
it also shows the high level of respondents’ professional training. Respect is the only value that is
highly important for journalists when material well-being is lowly important. These results may be
explained in a next way.

First, respect is related to the perception of a journalist by the audience, connection with the audi-
ence, ability to receive feedback and exchange views with readers that and this is extremely important
to the journalist (Hatcher & Haavik, 2013; Lewis, Holton & Coddington, 2013). Second, low salaries
are typical for journalists that is why material well-being importance is low in journalists (Cushion,
2007; Fedler, Buhr & Taylor, 1988).

Thus, the differences between the four formed groups were identified using the H-test of Kruskal-
Wallis (Table 3). All indicators in the table are accompanied by their percentage of the maximum

possible indicator for this variable.

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Statistical differences in characteristics of all personality levels were revealed. First of all,
there are differences in the indicators of temperament structures. The social ergicity (the level of
significance of this indicator is on the verge but still might be taken into account) is responsible
for the social contacts and leadership need. Logically, the highest rate for this variable is availa-
ble to presenters or interviewers, as their activities involve constant communication with people
in the studio. The slightly lower level of social ergicity is in the mixed group, which has a lot of
freelancers, who often come into contact with their customers. Next are reporters, who also often
communicate with other people in the process of gathering information; the lowest rate for pub-
licists is because the nature of their work does not involve communication to the same extent as
in other groups, so this result is optimal. All the indicators, except presenters, are on a medium or
normal level of development.

The second temperament construct, plasticity, is associated with the ability to quickly switch
between different actions or thought processes. Mixed group or freelancers have the highest flexi-
bility because they often have to work on several different projects at the same time, so switching
attention is one of the key qualities for them. The presenters have almost the same result, which shows
their ability to quickly change the topic of conversation, if necessary. Reporters are somewhat inferior
to the first two groups but their plasticity is on the verge of high and medium values according to
test norms. Certainly, for reporters, the ability to quickly switch and react to external events is a very
important quality. Publicists who work in a more comfortable office environment have almost the
same level of flexibility as reporters.

Among the properties of the next level of personality, according to Merlin’s theory, differences were
found only in the indicators of professionally important qualities of emotional stability. Reporters,
who often face various negative events and stresses due to the nature of their work, have the highest
scores on this variable. Thus, self-control, stress resistance, emotional stability and adaptability are
paramount important professional qualities, which will allow them not only to perform successfully
but also maintain mental health. Presenters and the mixed group (freelancers) have slightly lower
scores, which still belong to the range of high values and provide self-control and the necessary level
of communicative competence as a part of professionally important qualities of emotional stability.
Publicists, again, have the lowest indicators because for them the priority is professionally important
qualities of a cognitive sphere, rather than emotional.

At the level of socio-psychological traits, a number of differences between these groups were also
found. First, it is the level of social intelligence (an integral score of Kalina’s method). The highest,
again, in those who constantly communicate with different people or in the presenters and interview-
ers. They need knowledge about the causes of other people’s behavior and the possible consequences
of certain situations. The seconds are reporters, who also often communicate with people and are
witnesses or even participants of various social events and situations. That is why anticipating is an
important skill for reporters. The mixed group and publicists have a slightly lower level of social
intelligence than the previous two groups because their working conditions provide fewer situations
of interaction that need to be controlled or anticipated.

In addition, there were statistical differences in the values of social status, communication and
health between groups. The first value, status and management, has the extended name “high social
status and management of people”. This value has the greatest extent in presenters, who, indeed, must
be able to manage the conversation and act in a sense as moderators. Furthermore, presenters are the
people who represent journalism to the masses, so their social status is different from other groups.
Therefore status and management are assessed by presenters as an important attribute. High status
and influence are also valuable for mixed group participants that combine several specializations or
have a job whose nature requires different types of skills. Perhaps, according to the representatives
of this group, such an arsenal of knowledge and skills should become the basis and way for them to
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obtain the appropriate status and influence. Reporters and publicists have a slightly lower level of this
value, as their work is associated with no direct but indirect influence on people through their texts
and materials.

There are differences between groups in the value of communication. It had, as expected, the
largest indicator among presenters. The mixed group also evaluated communication as valuable, per-
haps because they work mostly remotely (copywriting, preparation of articles, analytics) or perhaps
because communication is a tool for them to self-publicize and make new useful acquaintances that
help to get new orders. Publicists and reporters show the lowest indicators of communication value.
Maybe, that is because for the publicists communication is not necessary, and for the reporters, com-
munication is only part of the work, which is often associated with various unpleasant events or inci-
dents when it is necessary to interview victims and eyewitnesses.

The results also differ between the groups in terms of the value of health. The presenters are in the
first place, while in other groups this indicator is lower with a high gap between. Again, a possible
explanation is a rather difficult period in which the study was conducted (COVID-19 pandemic),
presenters and interviewers are just those people for whom communication with others is mandatory,
so they should be especially careful to their own safety to stay healthy and do their job successfully.
Meanwhile, other groups evaluated health also as valuable, but on medium level.

Conclusion

This research helps to find differences in temperament, personal and social traits of different spe-
cializations journalists. Thus, we saw that differences in traits of different levels, depending on the
journalists’ specialization. Presenters or interviewers have faster nervous processes, developed com-
munication skills and higher social intelligence than other groups because their job is to communi-
cate with different people, often in public and in real-time, so they need to be erudite and flexible.
Reporters have the highest emotional resilience as a professionally important quality because they
personally interact with different events, gathering information, so they need perfect self-regulation.
Nevertheless, another side of reporters work is more difficult, compared to other groups, conditions
of activity that could lead to a lower assessment of the importance of status, communication and
even health. In contrast, publicists, who work mostly independently and in the office conditions and
less often communicate with others, have the lowest social ergicity, emotional resilience, and social
intelligence of all groups.

The limitations of this research are the next. First, the volume of used methods is small and it may
be extended with Cattell’s Sixteen Personality Factor Questionnaire for example. Second, journalists’
specializations include a wider list than four do. Moreover, the next perspectives include research-
ing journalists’ personal and professional traits depending on the media, where journalist works, for
example, TV channel, site or paper, blogs or other organizations.

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Abstract. In the article, mental health is considered as a dynamic process, and as a result, reflecting the
level of adaptation to the environment, productivity, self-realization in life and an active life position. It is
determined that high indicators of psychological and emotional stress, anxiety, tension, inactivity, character-
istic deterioration of individual mental processes and performance in this group, especially during the Covid-
19 pandemic. A theoretical study allowed us to establish that the mental health indicators of female students
during their studies at universities are reduced, compared to male students, which is manifested in high indica-
tors of anxiety, neuroticism, stress, lower indicators of quality of life satisfaction, and higher levels of risk of
developing depression. In contrast to female students, male students are more likely to have higher levels of
physical and mental health, vital activity, and higher rates of individual mental functions. It is established that
situational (pandemic conditions, students’ adaptation to distance learning, etc.) and personal factors largely
determine the stability of mental health and well-being, as well as define the level of experiences, behavior, and
the course of mental processes, and physiological reactions, rather than the gender of students.

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Abstract. The article presents the results of an empirical study of the features and factors of formation
of socio-psychological security of young people in southern Ukraine. It was conducted a survey of 208 stu-
dents majoring in Law and Economics (aged 16-26, 67,8% of women). It was used Questionnaire-self-report
T.V. Eksakusto which allows to assess the harmony, satisfaction and security of the subject in interpersonal
relationships (cognitive, emotional and conative components of the sense of socio-psychological security). The
author analyzed the distribution of answers to individual questions concerning means and conditions of main-
taining the psychological integrity of the subject of relations. The results of comparative analysis of subsamples
of students from different bachelor’s and master’s undergraduate courses showed the rapid dynamics of the
formation of all components of socio-psychological security during university studies, which is associated with
the acquisition of personal maturity and professional competencies. Significant differences were found, showing
the influence of family and gender factors: lower levels of psychological protection in girls compared to boys,
as well as numerous benefits sense of security in married people. Conclusions are made about the need for
purposeful formation of skills of safe interpersonal interaction of students starting from the first year of study.

METHODOLOGICAL PROBLEMS OF THE CANON IN ICONOGRAPHY
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Abstract. The article is analyzed the artistic category of the iconographic canon. The author gives a number
of terms that relate to the theory of art. The category of iconographic canon has not been studied in national
art. In scientific exploration is given the answer to the question what is “canon”, “iconic rule” “parallel canon”
and others. An overview of the most famous definitions of the iconographic canon is made on the basis of
elaborated authoritative sources. Considerable attention is paid to non-canonical icons of the XX centuries,

where the process of search for new artistic forms of furniture articles through the use of a national cultural
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tradition is activated. The thesis proves that furniture business in the first half of the XX century functioned
only in workshops and their activities had a creative artistic direction iconographic canon. The author shows
that under new conditions artistic non-canonical icons acquired new design tendencies through the synthesis
of innovations traditions.

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Abstract. The article considers the approaches to maintaining registers of professional mediators in differ-
ent European countries, in order to apply this experience in Ukraine. General and special methods were used
for the research, in particular the method of analysis, synthesis, deduction, and induction, as well as the method
of comparison. Three groups of registration systems were analyzed: the first — which is carried out by public
authorities, the second — by one organization, the third — by bodies and organizations. The advantages and
disadvantages of these approaches were highlighted. The purpose and functions of the registers of mediators
were determined. The article draws attention to the requirements for mediators in order to be included in the
list (register). It was found out that the registration is a confirmation of the mediator’s qualifications.

Key words: mediation, list of mediators, mediation providers, administration, qualification, mediation sys-
tem, a state body, non-governmental organization.

Introduction. The profession of mediator requires a person to have the professional skills and
knowledge necessary to provide mediation services. Confirmation of a person’s compliance with this
criterion takes place through the system of accreditation, certification, or registration. The most popu-
lar way is to register professional mediators in special lists — registers. The register of mediators, first
of all, serves as a tool for public access to the database on the mediator, his/her area of competence,
experience, and skills. Another purpose of the registers is to supervise the activities of mediators.

In most European countries, the conditions for including mediators in the register are defined by
law, as well as the subject of registration. Analyzing the practice of maintaining registers of media-
tors in different countries, we can identify three subjects that maintain such registers — the state body,
the monopoly of non-governmental organization, and organizations that are unlimited in number.
Ukraine as a European country is at the stage of active development of the institution of mediation.
On November 16, 2021, the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine (Parliament) adopted the Law on Mediation.
The study of the experience of other countries can be used to build the institution of mediation in
Ukraine, which also includes a system of registration of mediators.

State-run registry

In many countries, the management of the register of mediators by public authorities is a common
trend. Such a body may be the Ministry of Justice (Austria, Hungary, Croatia, Italy, Portugal, etc.), a
judicial body (Poland), or another specially authorized body (Belgium, Sweden). In some countries,
the function of administering the register is performed by both a state body and a non-governmental
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organization (Romania, Latvia, Slovenia, etc.). Usually, in this case, the organization is subordinated
to a public authority, or such a body exercises control over its activities.

The advantages of this option of keeping a register are a single approach and the level of require-
ments for evaluation, objectivity (if there is a transparent process of inclusion in the register), conven-
ience for the courts. Also, the procedure is usually free or much cheaper for mediators. On the other
hand, there are the shortcomings of the state-run registry, such as the need for public expenditures on
the registry, excessive bureaucratization and centralization of the registry process, which can lead to
the closure of the mediation profession in Ukraine and a high level of public distrust due to corruption
risks (Lysko, Korshivskyi, 2021).

The Ministry of Justice is the central body of Austria which is responsible for organizing and main-
taining the register of professional mediators. According to the Federal Law on Mediation in Civil
Matters Ne 29/2003, the main data included in the register are the name and surname of the mediator,
education, date of birth, profession, and work address. In order to be a registered mediator must meet
the following requirements: minimum age of 28 years; availability of professional qualifications,
including relevant training; no criminal record (confirmed by a certificate); and registration of inter-
mediary liability insurance (Civil Law Mediation Act, 2003).

In Hungary, the Ministry of Public Administration and Justice registers mediators and legal entities
that employ mediators. Registration is carried out on the basis of the National Mediation Act, which
contains requirements for individuals and legal entities wishing to provide mediation services. An
individual is obliged to prove in the manner prescribed by law that he/she has obtained the theoretical
and practical knowledge necessary for mediation activities. In case of exclusion of a person or organ-
ization from the register, in cases specified by law, re-entry is possible not earlier than 5 years (Act on
Mediation, 2002). Among the non-governmental organizations that provide mediation services and
maintain lists of their mediators are the National Mediation Association and the Mediation and Legal
Coordination Department of the Budapest Chamber of Commerce.

In Croatia, the Ministry of Justice monitors the activities of mediatory organizations and media-
tors, including the maintenance of the Register of Accredited Mediators. The peculiarity of the insti-
tution of mediation in this country lies in the presence of its two forms — judicial and extrajudicial
mediation. In the first case, mediation can be conducted in courts at all stages of the proceedings
(including appellate proceedings). Within the framework of this mediation, a mediator may only
be a court judge who has been trained in mediation and is included in the list of judicial mediators
determined by the President of the Court. Out-of-court mediation services are provided by specialized
centers, for example, the Mediation Center at the Croatian Chamber of Commerce, the Chamber of
Commerce and Industry, as well as associations such as the Croatian Employers’ Association, the
Croatian Association of Mediators, and the Croatian Bar Association.

In Italy, there is a national register of accredited mediatory organizations (Registro degli organismi
di mediazione). This register includes lists of accredited organizations and lists of professional medi-
ators. In accordance with Article 16 of Legislative Decree Ne 28/2010, mediation and conciliation
services can be provided only by bodies accredited by the Ministry of Justice and included in the
Register of Mediation Bodies (Legislative Decree, 2010). Maintaining the register is the task of the
Department of Justice of the Ministry of Justice.

In Poland, courts play an important role in the development and promotion of mediation. Professional
mediators should be included in the registers of district courts maintained by the Presidents of these
courts. The official website of the Ministry of Justice contains a document listing links to the websites
of various district courts, which contain lists of permanent mediators and requirements for gaining
such status (for example, the district court in Gdansk, Krakow, Kalisz, etc.). Issues related to inclusion
in the list of permanent mediators are regulated by the Law on the System of General Courts of July 27,
2001. According to the provisions of this Law, a permanent mediator may be a person who: has knowl-
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edge and skills in the field of mediation; over 26 years of age; speaks Polish; has no criminal record
for an intentional crime or intentional financial crime; was included in the list of permanent mediators
maintained by the Chairman of the District Court (Law on the System of Common Courts, 2001).

Since 2010, Poland has had a system of mediation coordinators, created on the initiative of the
Ministry of Justice. Mediation coordinators act and perform their tasks in the district courts. Such
tasks include implementation of mediation development activities; ensuring effective communication
between judges, mediators, and permanent mediators; cooperation in organizing information meet-
ings; cooperation with schools and educational institutions in the field of dissemination of methods
of conflict management.

Information on the lists of mediators and permanent mediators is also provided by a number
of non-governmental organizations and professional associations, including the Polish Mediation
Center, the Association of Family Mediators, the Polish Mediation Association, the Higher Mediation
Center of the Bar Council, and the National Bar Association.

The Ministry of Social Affairs is responsible for managing and supervising the mediation system
in Finland. The competence of the Advisory Council on Mediation in Criminal Matters includes
issues related to mediation in criminal and civil matters. The Council monitors, guides, and promotes
the national and international development of mediation. The National Institute of Health and Welfare
(THL) is responsible for arranging mediation across the country. All mediation offices in Finland
are divided by region and posted on the official THL website (7 regions: Lapland, Northern Finland,
Eastern Finland, Western Finland, South-West Finland, Southern Finland, and Aland).

Within the framework of judicial mediation, the activities of mediators and the provision of media-
tion services are managed by district courts. A judge of the district court is appointed as a mediator to
consider disputes. In the private sector, mediation services are provided by non-governmental organ-
izations that maintain their own registers of mediators, such as the Finnish Bar Association.

In Sweden, the register of mediators who provide their services through judicial mediation is man-
aged by the National Court Administration (Domstolsverket). In order to be included in the list of
mediators, a person must apply through the official website of the district court. The candidate must
prove that he/she meets the requirements and criteria of the court, such as the required level of edu-
cation and professional experience. For example, the requirements for family mediators are set out in
the Parents’ Code (Fordldrabalken). The district court reviews the applications received and adds the
approved persons to the lists once a month.

The register of licensed mediators in Belgium is maintained by a special body, the Federal
Mediation Commission. The mediator can be found on the official website of this body based on the
following criteria: name, location, specialty, the field of activity, the language of communication.

In Portugal, the centralized government body responsible for the development of mediation is the
Directorate-General for Justice (Dire¢ao-Geral da Politica de Justiga), which acts under the Ministry
of Justice. The official website of this body contains a list of normative documents regulating the
procedure of selection and approval of mediators (for example, the Regulation of procedures for
selection of mediators for mediation services in the family mediation system, approved by the State
Secretary of Justice Ne 13/2018) and a list of mediators who provide mediation services.

In Portugal, there is a system of family mediation, which operates on the basis of an electronic
platform designed to process mediation and lists of family mediators registered in the territorial dis-
trict. This system is controlled by the Directorate-General. Its tasks include organization and support
of the electronic platform, registration and sorting of applications, appointment of a mediator respon-
sible for each case, informing about the places available for mediation sessions.

In Romania, the National Register of Professional Mediators’ Associations is maintained and
updated by the Mediation Council, whose members are elected by mediators and approved by the
Ministry of Justice. The National Register includes a list of non-governmental organizations that
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promote mediation and represent the interests of mediators. These organizations are divided by ter-
ritory, one in 41 counties and one in the separate national municipality of Bucharest. Thus, there are
currently 42 associations in Romania, for example, the Professional Organization of Mediators in
Bucharest, the Turda Mediation Center, and the Professional Organization of Mediators in Valcea.

The official website of the Mediation Council has a panel of mediators, which is a list of media-
tors who provide their services in the organization (Mediation Council, n.d.). Such lists contain basic
information about mediators, which includes surname and name, location of the office, data on train-
ing, year of completion, year of commencement of practical activities, date of issuance of permission
for mediation activities, language of communication in which the mediator can provide intermediary
services, field of specialization, list of organizations of which the mediator is a member, contact
details (telephone, e-mail, etc.).

According to Latvian national legislation, a certified mediator is one who meets the qualification
requirements established by the legal framework and has received a certificate that entitles him to be
included in the list of certified mediators. The organization of the Register of Certified Mediators in
Latvia is the responsibility of the Mediation Council (Mediacijas padome), which was formed by four
associations — Mediation and ADR, Integrated Mediation in Latvia, Integration for Society (Victim
Support Center), and the Association of Commercial Mediators.

In Slovenia, the Ministry of Justice maintains a central register of mediators providing court medi-
ation services. The registers of professional mediators working in non-governmental organizations
are controlled by such organizations as the Slovenian Mediators’ Association, the Mediation Center
at the Legal Information Center, and the Slovenian Association of Mediation Organizations.

Monopoly of a non-governmental organization

In some countries, the central national registry is managed by one specialized organization (e.g.
Netherlands, Scotland). Typically, the association consists of experienced mediators who select can-
didates for registration in accordance with established standards. These standards contain require-
ments for the qualifications of mediators, which include relevant training, professional experience,
and competence in the field of mediation.

Giving one organization a monopoly on the registration of mediators has both advantages and
disadvantages. On the plus side, there is a less bureaucratic process of registration compared to the
process in a public body, and the convenience of applying to one entity, which means that the con-
sumer is not confused in the system of bodies. Disadvantages of this type of registry administration
include the risks associated with the organization’s abuse of its monopoly position (for example, the
spread of corruption). In our opinion, in order to minimize such risks, it is effective to supervise the
activities of a monopoly organization by a state body or a special body and to create an appeal system
(for example, a mediator denied registration will be able to file a complaint).

In the Netherlands, the Dutch Mediation Federation (Mediatorsfederatie Nederland (MfN)) (for-
merly the Dutch Mediation Institute) is responsible for managing the national register of qualified
mediators. MfN is an union of mediators’ associations and professional organizations. MfN maintains
the high-quality standards of the national registry, which includes only qualified mediators, recogni-
tion and accreditation of educational institutions and training courses, continuing education system,
implementation of complaints procedures, disciplinary proceedings, and reviewing (expert evalua-
tion) of mediation services.

According to MfN standards, a qualified mediator is a person who has undergone basic training
in mediation, passed a qualifying examination, and is constantly updating his/her knowledge and
skills. MfN pays a lot of attention to the training of mediators. In order to check the level of training
of mediators, the organization conducts testing every five years during the audit. Mediators must
undergo training every three years, which includes the minimum number of mediations set by the
organization’s standards (MfN-register, 2021).
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In Scotland, accredited mediators are members of the Scottish Mediation Register. The Registry
is administered by the Scottish Mediation Network, a professional body supported by the Scottish
Government. This body has two committees, which are designed to help achieve the strategic goals
of the Network — the Committee on Excellence in Mediation and the Committee for Promotion of
Mediation. Mediators who meet the minimum standards set by an independent standards committee
(Mediation Excellence Committee) may be included in the register.

The minimum practice standards for admission of a mediator to the register cover: adequate training
from a trainer or team of trainers with appropriate experience, a requirement for sufficient experience:
number of mediations, number of mediation hours, post-training Continuing Practice Development
(CPD), and practice support, establishing and maintaining a portfolio of evidence, adherence to an
appropriate code of conduct, an appropriate system for addressing concerns and handling complaints,
appropriate indemnity insurance, verification process (Scottish Mediation, n.d.).

Sate bodies and mediatory organizations

One of the options for managing the registration system is to maintain various registers with an
unlimited number of mediatory organizations acting in the country. At the same time, the state super-
vises the activities of these associations. This method is used in Ukraine, the Czech Republic, and
France. This is due to the fact that in the country the profession of a mediator is not limited by regu-
lations of the legislator, and more detailed requirements are set by professional organizations, within
which mediators provide their services. Mediatory organizations may maintain their own register, to
which they include member-mediators based on selection criteria. Such requirements may be set out
in codes, rules, or other documents setting standards for mediators.

A characteristic feature of this option is that belonging to the register of a mediatory organization
is not a mandatory requirement for all mediators in the country. Such registers serve as an informa-
tion guide for the consumer, who seeks a solution to the dispute, as well as guarantee the quality of
services provided by the necessary qualifications of the mediator. An important advantage of this
method of keeping registers is the provision of control over the activities of mediators. Typically, such
organizations have an effective system for filing and reviewing complaints, which increases public
confidence in mediation. The lack of registry management in many organizations is due to different
standards for the qualifications of mediators.

The Law of Ukraine on Mediation of November 16, 2021, includes the provisions on the estab-
lishment of a system of registration of mediators. The obligation to maintain the register rests with
the association of mediators and the organizations that provide mediation. The register must contain
the following information: name and surname of the mediator; education; a language of mediation;
the number of hours of basic training of a mediator, indicating the name of the subject of educational
activity that carried out the training; specialization of the mediator with the indication of the number
of hours of specialized training (if any); information on raising the professional level of a mediator
(Law of Ukraine on Mediation, 2021).

There are several registers of mediators in the Czech Republic, which are maintained by various
bodies and organizations. Lists of professional mediators providing their services in civil matters can be
found on the websites of specialized organizations such as the Czech Mediators’ Association, the Czech
Bar Association, and the Association of Arbitration and Mediation Procedures of the Czech Republic.

The Ministry of Justice maintains a register of professional mediators, in accordance with Law
Ne 202/2012 on mediation, which was adopted in order to implement Directive 2008/52 /EC on medi-
ation in civil and commercial matters (Mediation Act, 2012).

The Probation and Mediation Service of the Czech Republic is the centralized body responsible
for mediation in criminal matters and therefore approves mediators who have the right to mediate in
this area. This body is subordinated to the Ministry of Justice. A list of mediators acting within the
jurisdiction of the district courts can be found on the website of this body.
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France is one of the countries where there is no central body responsible for regulating the activi-
ties of mediators and mediatory organizations. There are a number of specialized non-governmental
organizations in the country that have their own lists of mediators. Such organizations include the
Association for Family Mediation, the Paris Mediation and Arbitration Centre, the Federation of
Mediators and Professional Project Coordinators, the National Federation of Mediation Centers, the
National Association of Mediators.

Conclusions. Summing up the results of the comparative analysis of the achievements of European
countries in the systematization of data on professional mediators, we consider it appropriate to note
the following. The registration of a mediator is a confirmation that he/she is a qualified specialist
in the field of mediation and has the legitimacy to provide mediation services. Those who want to
resolve their dispute can quickly and easily read through the basic information about the mediator
and contact him/her to start cooperation. We can say that the register performs an informative and
confirmatory function.

Based on the analysis of the practice of registration of mediators in European countries, we con-
cluded that the most convenient for the user of services is the availability of a single national register
in the country. At the same time, we propose to divide mediators into different groups, depending on
the field of mediation (e.g., family, criminal, medical mediation, etc.). The results of the study prove
that the register is an important component of the mediation system. With the recent adoption of the
law, Ukraine is a «youngy» state in the field of mediation. Taking into account the European experi-
ence of keeping registers of professional mediators, Ukraine will be able to create its own standards
of regulation of the mediation community.

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Abstract. The purpose of the article is to study one of the most characteristic features of totalitarianism —
the domination of a single comprehensive ideology on which the political system of the state is built. After the
establishment of Soviet power in Ukraine in the early 1920s, communist ideology reigned in its territory for
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a long time, actively implanting the ruling regime to the entire population from an early age. Achieving the
goals and objectives of the study was based on general scientific and specific historical methods of scientific
research. Among them, the use of the method of analysis and synthesis is leading, which made it possible to
determine the general features of the influence of communist ideology on the younger generation in Soviet
Ukraine in the interwar period, based on the study of individual components. The article describes the features
of ideological influence on school education in Soviet Ukraine in the 20—30’s of the twentieth century through
the prism of comprehension of documents of party and state bodies aimed at the propaganda of Marxism-Len-
inism among the youth and examples of its attitude to party agitation are given.

It is substantiated that the development of the Soviet school coincided in time with the latest trends in world
pedagogy, the emergence and spread of new approaches to teaching and education aimed at improving the
efficiency of the educational process and preparing individuals for adulthood. The scientific novelty is that the
main task of the Soviet school, especially since the 1930s, was to form a loyal young man and turn him into a
staunch builder of communism, able to ignore the difficult present for a better future. In the 1920s and 1930s.
Communist propaganda and agitation became an integral part of school education and upbringing in Soviet
Ukraine. The main task of the school in the interwar period was to form in the individual an exceptionally pos-
itive attitude to the Soviet-Bolshevik government and new realities of life and negative to the whole “bourgeois
culture” and “foreign” way of life. The efforts of teachers were aimed at this, who, in addition to performing
professional functions, became the main tool for instilling the dominant ideology.

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Abstract. The main purpose of scientific research is analytical exploring to consider the interpretation of
the concept of “book’ culture” in the interdisciplinary Ukrainian and foreign scientific discourse. For imple-
mentation of this task, there are important to consider the main aspects to the interpretation of the concept
of “book’ culture”. Such aspects include — theoretical and methodological, historical and practical areas of
research. Also, the description of the views of Ukrainian and foreign researchers about the structure and nature
of book culture deserves attention. As a system, book culture has the synergistic effect, because this type of
culture combines not only the carrier of information, but also transmits values, reflects a certain level to culture
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of society. In general, there are four main levels of book’ culture — 1) the creation of the book — the combination
of information and material components to the codex document in handwritten, printed and typographic way;
2) the preservation of book arrays — the activities of book collections, library institutions for the formation
of book culture; 3) the book’ distribution — promotion of reading culture and book culture in general among
social groups; 4) rethinking the importance of the book for the formation and translation of cultural values.
The book’s culture had become the reason for the formation of information culture. Currently, this type of
culture assessed as equal in the system of related cultures — the information culture, the literacy culture and the
oral culture. At the same time, the question of defining the relationship between the terms “book’ culture” and
“culture of book” are open for scientific discussion. The evolutionary development of book culture for different
regions and for different historical periods also requires further research.

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Abstract. Monumental oeuvre by Ukrainian-polish artist Wilhelm Kotarbinski is variable, and a complex
part of it is fully presented in the Khanenko mansion interiors (now the Khanenko museum, Kyiv, Ukraine).
Those artworks conform a marvelous décor ensample in the historicism manner, showing the eastern influence
on European artists by plots and depicted objects. Far eastern and Egyptian temples, drawn by Kotarbinski,
were carefully analyzed and attributed. The source of inspiration for the artist were books about art of his time.
Those editions were also found and such analogies as prints, photos and illustrstions are shown in the essay.
Turn of the century under review (end of XIX — begin in of XX c.) was marked by eastern reminiscences in art
together with recreating classical western past.

Prospects for further research are the study of psychological
aspects of surrogacy, patterns and mechanisms of the phenomenon of socio-psychological mutual adaptation
of surrogate parents and children adopted into the family, personal determinants of this adaptation.

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Abstract. The article considers the problems of the main directions of interaction of the national
police with other public administration bodies in the field of law enforcement, investigates theoreti-
cal and legal issues of police interaction with law enforcement agencies in the field of protection of
human and civil rights and freedoms, and regulatory legal regulation. In particular, the legal essence
of interaction is determined, which includes the concept of its individual elements, as well as the signs
and principles of its implementation, a distinction is made between the categories of “interaction”,
“coordination” and “cooperation”. On this basis and on the basis of the analysis of normative legal
acts of different levels the forms and directions of interaction are defined, the lack of attention of joint
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coordination and the organization of interaction is stated that does not provide coordinated work of
law enforcement agencies and negatively affects the overall results of their work, identified a num-
ber of factors that slow down (make impossible) the interaction between law enforcement agencies,
emphasized the mechanisms of prevention and counteraction, conducted an in-depth comparative
analysis of different approaches to the category of «interaction», provided an author’s definition of
interaction and interaction between law enforcement and the national police.

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The paper investigates the narratives of contemporary Ukrainian composers, in the context of their assess-
ment of their own work and the actual musicological components of each work: its focus, conglomeration of
musical expressive means, and their multidimensional and multifunctional context. The paper focuses on the
problem of inconsistency of the author s linguistic content in expressing his own ideas about his work with the
actual work in terms of the logic of musicology, psychology, etc. A new narrative approach to the interpretation
of musical expressive means has formed in modern compositional work. They are viewed as the combinations
of different levels of perception: visual, sensory, linguistic, associative-ambiguous, abstract, etc. Thus, wher-
ever there is an information and communicative environment, there function the complex cognitive formations
allowing to reflect and evaluate the imagery of the musical work. Hence, the “conceptual sphere” of each
work emerges that consists of the relevant ideas, concepts, images, and statements. The research methodol-
ogy is based on the analysis of the sphere of expression of human thinking and communicative processes by
R. Barthes, C. Bremond, F. Jameson, T. Titarenko, T. Todorov, E. Tshebinsky, and others. Also, the studies by
H.-G. Gadamer, M. Heidegger, P. Riceeur, R. Harré consider the narrative as a discursive structure formed on
the basis of personal experience. In the field of musical art, the problem of narratology was addressed in the
works of N. Gerasimova-Persidska, O. Zinkevych, Y. Chekan, and some other musicologists who expressed
the essence of modern compositional thinking, in line with a new sense of time and space, discreteness and
dialogic historical context of culture. To establish the artistic conceptuality of certain musical pieces, the
comparative analysis of subjective and authorial understanding of composers of their own works in the musi-
cological, cultural, and socio-political context was made. As the works have a significant number of allusions
to the stylistics of different eras, the conflicting emotional reaction of the composers gives grounds to assert
the idea of expressing a narrative of existential torment of a torn postmodern mind in the inter-genre web in
their works. The paper concludes that assimilation and awareness of meaning are possible only through cer-
tain messages that can have many meanings, and complex decoding of them may take any form. Perception of
oneself'in the social environment occurs through the formation of narratives that express the author s position.
However, this stance voiced in interviews and other language content is not always consistent with the actual
music series. Thus, an interpretive understanding of musical creativity emerges at the junction of the narrator s
and the listener s meanings.

POLITICAL STABILITY AND ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT OF THE STATE:
EXAMPLE OF SINGAPORE

Abstract. The article examines the impact of political stability on the economic development in Singapore.
An attempt has been made to find an answer to the question of which regime determines economic growth:
authoritarian or democratic.

The study used descriptive, systematic and comparative methods, which allowed to analyze the impact of
political stability on economic development of Singapore.

The Singapore case should be viewed more as an exception to the rule than as an example of explaining the
economic efficiency of authoritarian regimes. The study concludes that Singapore’s sustainable development
cannot be explained by the influence of only one independent variable — political stability. Many other factors
should be taken into account: cultural, historical, geographical, human.

The economic success of this state was largely due to a consistent policy focused on achieving long-term
results — economic growth and effective and rational planning, which became possible thanks to the political
stability of the state.

Key words: political stability, economic growth, democracy, political leadership, authoritarianism, Singapore.

Introduction

Despite the large number of works devoted to the search for evidence of the existence of causal
links between the type of political regime and the economic development of the state, there is still
no empirically proven evidence that a democratic regime promotes economic growth. As a rule,
researchers specializing in this issue focus on economic conditions that create a background favorable
for the functioning of a democratic regime (Adam Przeworski, Fernando Limongi, Seymour Martin
Lipset). However, the answer to the question of whether there is a causal link between the establish-
ment of democracy and high growth rates has not yet been found. Singapore as an example of an
authoritarian state can serve as evidence refuting this thesis. When explaining these phenomena, the
researchers argue about the decisive influence of the human factor (a talented leader who takes into
account the specifics of his state and, in accordance with this, conducts a reasonable economic pol-
icy), which ultimately affects the growth rate of total income (Matthew Baum, David Lake).

Economic growth is influenced by many factors, among which political variables occupy an impor-
tant place, in particular, the type of political regime. A huge number of works are devoted to the prob-
lem of the influence of the type of political regime on economic growth, but there is no final opinion
about which regime most contributes to economic growth: authoritarian or democratic (Przeworski,
Limongi, 1993: 51; Durham, 1999:. 81).

One of the possible channels of influence of the regime on growth is the political stability provided
by the regime (Alesina, 1992: 5; Aisen, Veiga, 2011: 3). Political stability is one of the necessary con-
ditions for the state to achieve high rates of economic growth. In particular, political stability contrib-
utes to the formation of a favorable climate for foreign investment, creating guarantees for investors
that their investments will be safe.

The main purpose of the study is to analyze which regime, authoritarian or democratic, provides
political stability that has a positive impact on economic growth; to determine the specifics of politi-
cal stability in Singapore; to describe its impact on the rate of economic growth in the country.

Research methods

The study used descriptive, systematic and comparative methods, which allowed to analyze the
impact of political stability on economic development of Singapore.

Descriptive method helped to carry out the general research of the development of the state in
conditions of authoritarianism.

Systematic method made it possible to analyze political stability in the context of economic devel-
opment of Singapore.

Using a comparative method, the case studies of the achieving stability in democratic and author-
itarian regimes.

Results

Political stability is a complex and multidimensional concept, and in part, therefore, in both domes-
tic and foreign political science there is no generally accepted definition of this category. In ordinary
consciousness, stability is inevitably associated with a state of stability and immutability of some-
thing. Political stability is a more concretizing concept that limits the dimension of stability within
the political space, therefore, its identification with the immutability of the state is erroneous, since
the political system is distinguished by its dynamism and ability to transform and adapt to a changing
external environment, therefore, political stability appears in a slightly different light.

The question of why some dictatorial regimes are experiencing high growth rates, while other
dictatorships are in a state of decline in economic development, has been raised in many works.
For example, “Political Instability and Growth in Dictatorship” (2005) by Jody Overland, Kenneth
L. Simons and Michael Spagat, “The Economics of Autocracy and Majority Rule” (1996) by Martin
C. McGuire and Mancur Olson, Jr., “Making Autocracy Work” (2007) by Timothy Besley and
Masayuki Kudamatsu.

The rates of economic growth are influenced by various variables, among which are political, eco-
nomic, cultural and human factors, which are manifested in the personality of the political leader of
the state who is pursuing a particular course in the economy. As one of the possible explanations for
the existence of a relationship between regime and growth, researchers, (in particular, Jody Overland,
Kenneth L. Simons and Michael Spagat in the study “Political instability and economic growth in
dictatorships™ (2000), Samuel P. Huntington in “Political Order in Changing Societies” (1968) put
forward the following hypothesis. The political regime (authoritarian or democratic) does not directly
affect the level of economic development of the state; rather, the regime provides conditions, in par-
ticular, political stability, which is one of the components of the regime, which in turn determines the
rate of economic growth. According to this hypothesis, political stability and economic growth are
closely interconnected with each other. As S. Huntington notes, “what is really important for ensuring
sustainable economic growth is not the institutions of democracy or dictatorship, but political stabil-
ity, which can be ensured thanks to viable political institutions” (Huntington, 1968: 45).

Huntington distinguished political systems according to two main parameters: according to the
level of political institutionalization, by which he understood the process of “endowing certain insti-
tutions and procedures with value in public perception” and according to the level of involvement of
the population in politics. Therefore, the stability of society depends on the relationship between the
level of political activity of the population and the level of political institutionalization. The level of
political institutionalization in a society with a low level of political activity can be much lower than
in a society with a higher level of political activity of the population, but still a society with a low
level of both may turn out to be more stable than a society with a higher level of institutionalization
and still a higher level of political activity of the population.

Among the studies devoted to the analysis of stability in the context of economic growth, one can
single out the work of a professor at Harvard University Alberto Alesina and professor at the Bocconi
University of Italy Roberto Perotti “The Political Economy of Growth” (1994), in which they ana-
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lyzed how the following variables affect economic growth: concentration of capital, political instabil-
ity, political freedom and democratic institutions, inequality in the distribution of income. “Growth
is not influenced by democracy or dictatorship, but by political instability, which manifests itself in
a propensity for coups d’état, as well as in frequent power changes” (Alesina, Perotti, 1994: 356).
Alesina’s studies have shown that the level of GDP is lower in states where there is a possibility of a
fall in the regime and an early change of government (Alesina, 1992: 27).

Socio-political instability creates an unfavorable political and economic environment, which
increases the risks for investors and, as a result, decreases the inflow of investments into the state.
Political instability limits the horizon for government action due to the uncertainty of the political
process and a possible change of power, which will probably not continue the course of the previ-
ous leadership. This fact makes it impossible to implement long-term economic policy, hindering
the growth of macroeconomic indicators of the state. Which regime, democratic or authoritarian,
provides stability that promotes economic growth? There is no definite answer to this question. On
the one hand, in states with high economic growth rates, democratic regimes are mainly functioning
(Lipset, 1993: 14). But on the other hand, there are examples in history of economically effective
authoritarian regimes (for example, Singapore).

The dichotomy of short-term — long-term policy was subjected to close analysis by researchers
when explaining the choice of a political leader of the course of state development (Salhi, Bolle, 2007:
13). One possible explanation is as follows. The answer to the question of which regime (authoritarian
or democratic) provides the political stability necessary to achieve sustainable economic growth rates
has not yet been found. However, many researchers note that the number of economically successful
democracies is much greater than the number of economically developed autocracies. Considering
the consequences of globalization, the creation of a single zone of world trade, active processes of
democratization, the growth of interdependence of states, in many respects confirm this thesis.

Political stability in this case is defined as the length of time a political leader is in power (the
probability of his forcible removal from power is minimal). The longer a political leader is in power,
the more likely it is that political programs will be oriented towards the long term. Thus, guarantees
will be created for foreign investors that the political situation in the state will not change, and the
political development of the state can be predicted, relying on long-term programs adopted by the
government. Such a theory cannot be extrapolated to all authoritarian states, especially since the
idea that the longer a political leader is in power, the more likely is stagnation and stagnation. But
Singapore is showing the opposite example.

On the contrary, a democratic leader knows that his term of office is limited to the next elections,
so in order to ensure himself the maximum likelihood of re-election, he seeks to pursue policies that
are aimed at achieving results in the short term. But on the other hand, there are many successful
economically developed democracies, for example, the democracies of Western Europe, in which the
level of political stability (according to the WGI data) is quite high, despite the competition between
parties and their leaders in the process of election races.

According to the World Bank’s annual Doing Business report, which measures the ease of doing
business in 183 countries based on a number of indicators, including investor protection, getting
credit, starting a business, taxation, and others, over the past 5 years, Singapore has firmly taken the
Ist place (the index of ease of doing business has been calculated by the World Bank since 2009)
(Ease of Doing Business in Singapore).

According to research carried out by the Political & Economic Risk Consultancy (PERC) around
the world, Singapore is the country with the lowest level of political risk in East Asia. In this case,
political risk is understood as a set of conditions that potentially pose a threat to the political stability
of the state, the absence of which can lead to a deterioration in the country’s business climate (Gomez,
Can-Seng, 2006: 10).
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PERC research suggests that the threat of political risk in Singapore is minimal, in part due to
the low likelihood of replacement of the ruling People’s Action Party by one of Singapore’s current
opposition parties. Despite the formal existence of several political parties and the holding of regular
elections, power has invariably belonged to the People’s Action Party since 1969, which has an abso-
lute majority in parliament and is in no way limited by the electoral and time frames, since the like-
lihood that one of the existing opposition parties tends to zero. The results of the 2011 parliamentary
elections are clear evidence of this.

The People’s Action Party received an absolute majority of votes (60,14%), while retaining the
majority of seats in parliament (81 out of 84). These circumstances give the Singaporean government
the opportunity to promote and implement, as many researchers note, effective in the long term, but
unpopular political programs.

The problem of political risk is typical for all countries of the world. For democracies, a regular
change of government is a normal practice, which in most cases does not pose a threat to the country’s
investment attractiveness and the business climate. However, if a regular change of government is a
normal practice for democratic states, then, accordingly, the irremovability of power in authoritarian
states may be associated with stagnation and stagnation. But the case of Singapore is showing the
opposite effect. Despite the authoritarian regime, the absolute dominance of the ruling party, the lead-
ership of Singapore was able to achieve and maintain high growth rates. Despite two oil crises, the
1997-1998 Asian financial crash. and the global recession, Singapore’s economic indicators continue
to grow steadily (GDP in a downturn reaches 5%, while in a favorable global financial environment,
GDP growth reaches 15%) (Parrado, 2004: 32).

It is worth noting in particular that the Singaporean experience is unique in nature and attempts to
extrapolate it in the process of explaining the economic efficiency of other autocracies are erroneous
and may lead to incorrect conclusions. Its uniqueness is due to many factors: the specific histori-
cal post-colonial past, geographical location, professionalism and the competence of the political
leadership. One of the most important non-tax advantages of Singapore for foreign investors is its
socio-political stability and effective management, which largely determine the favorable business
environment in Singapore.

The peculiarities of public administration in Singapore and the specificity of the programs and pol-
icies of long-term orientation carried out by its government are largely due to its historical past. The
Republic of Singapore has a long history, being first one of the colonies of the British Empire, then
during the Second World War being occupied by the Empire of Japan, in the post-war period Singapore
returned to British control, but retained a significant degree of autonomy and self-government. The
next stage in the history of Singapore is associated with its entry into the Republic of Malaysia as a
result of the union with the Federation of Malaysia. Singapore acquired the status of an independent
state in 1965, when the conflict between the Popular Action Party and the National Front led to the
separation of Singapore from Malaysia and its transformation into a sovereign independent state.

After the country gained independence, Singapore was a small island state, which did not even
have fresh water. Relations with neighboring states were tense. The leadership of Singapore faced
many tasks, on the solution of which the further fate and vector of development of the state depended.
Singapore owes much of its success to Prime Minister Lee Kuan Yew, who outlined his goal of “turn-
ing Singapore into a financial and trade center for Southeast Asia” (Yew, 2000: 24).

In 1961, the Council for Economic Development was established in order to promote the country’s
industrialization processes, create jobs and promote economic development, which is still the coun-
try’s leading government agency to plan and implement strategies to enhance Singapore’s position as
a regional and global business center.

One of the priority areas of the policy pursued by Lee Kuan Yew is attracting foreign investment
and creating a favorable business climate. To do this, it was necessary to provide a stable political
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environment, eradicate corruption, which, after Singapore gained independence, reached enormous
proportions, in other words, it was necessary to create conditions that would guarantee foreign inves-
tors the safety of their investments. It was Lee Kuan Yew who laid the foundations for long-term
policy (Lee Kuan Yew was in power for 40 years) and defined the principles of stability and efficiency
as the defining principles in the process of developing policy.

Singapore owes much of its economic prosperity to the thoughtful and rational policy of its
leadership, which is focused on long-term results. An example is the Land Use Planning and
Infrastructure Development Policy, which is managed by the Ministry of National Development
of Singapore. In 1971, the Singapore government adopted the Concept Plan, which has been reg-
ulating housing policy in Singapore for more than 40 years, planning industrial clusters and large
infrastructure projects in the state. Concept Plan is an example of one of the effective efficient
planning tools in Singapore.

The Concept Plan is amended every 10 years to reflect changing external conditions. When analyz-
ing long-term policies, including planning policies, special attention should be paid to the geograph-
ical features of Singapore, which is a unique example of an island city-state, for which, since gaining
independence, the issues of land and territory shortages have become almost paramount. Therefore,
the long-term nature of land-use planning policy is largely due to the peculiarities of geographic loca-
tion. The Singapore government was aware that mistakes caused by policy shortsightedness could
lead to negative consequences that would be very difficult to overcome. As the head of the Housing
Development Board Dr. Cheong Koon Hean said, “we can’t just walk away from the mistakes we
made and start over just because there is no room for it” (Hean, 2008: 18).

In the process of formulating reforms and the course of state development, a political leader
inevitably faces a dilemma between economic policies aimed at achieving long-term economic
growth and not giving results in the short term and, on the contrary, economic policies aimed at
obtaining maximum benefits in the short term, in particular, a redistributive policy that ensures an
increase in the welfare of citizens. It should be noted that the leaders of autocratic states, despite
their long term in power, do not always strive to pursue a policy of ensuring long-term economic
growth (Robinson, Acemoglu, 2006: 124). The case of Singapore rather does not explain the rea-
sons for the economic efficiency and inefficiency of all existing autocracies, but represents a unique
case-exception in studies devoted to the relationship between the type of political regime and the
economic development of the state.

The Government of Singapore adopts policies and strategies aimed at achieving long-term results.
Such programs are often characterized by economists as “cost effective, but politically unpopular”
(Caplan, 2009: 9). For example, the approval of a project for the provision of medical services on
a paid basis, the introduction of taxes on the use of roads, an increase in taxes for employers, the
removal of restrictions on the import of goods. If such programs, which in the short term do not give
a pronounced result, were adopted in democratic states, then most likely the political leader would not
have been elected for the next term. B. Kaplan offered his explanation for the adoption of unpopular
political programs in Singapore.

The essence of his theory was that ordinary citizens of Singapore have a fairly high knowledge of
economics and support the decisions taken by the Singapore government, as they contribute to the
achievement of high rates of economic growth. B. Kaplan admits the controversy of his hypothesis
and the lack of empirical evidence and research, but cites as an example the opinion polls in Singapore
conducted by the World Values Survey in 2002. For example, in response to the question «income
should be evenly distributed in society or should we increase the difference in income in order to
stimulate economic growth», the majority of the population (68%) chose the second option. Also,
58,8% of Singaporeans supported the option that «maintaining a high level of economic development
should remain a priority in the implementation of political programs» (Caplan, 2009: 14). B. Kaplan

emphasizes that the data of public opinion polls in Singapore cannot be taken as unconditional con-
firmation of his hypothesis that Singaporeans support programs that are ineffective in the short term,
because they understand their importance in achieving long-term economic growth. The uniqueness
of the phenomenon of Singapore gives the right to the existence of any hypothesis.

The fiscal policy of Singapore, which is aimed primarily at achieving economic growth in the long
term, rather than cyclical regulation and income distribution, can also be cited as an example of a
long-term policy. Singapore has managed to achieve some of the highest investment performance in
the world thanks in large part to a prudent fiscal policy that has sustained budget surpluses over the
years and fosters high savings rates. Singapore has built up a significant level of foreign exchange
reserves that serve to build investor confidence and protect against external economic shocks.

Conclusions

Singapore is a prime example of the implementation of economic transformation under the con-
ditions of authoritarianism. Its case should be viewed more as an exception to the rule than as an
example of explaining the economic efficiency of authoritarian regimes.

The economic success of Singapore was influenced by many factors, not only political (good gov-
ernance, professionalism and competence of political leaders, political stability), but also geographi-
cal features (Singapore is a small island state), cultural (there is a large number of studies devoted to
the study of “Asian values”) and many others.

Therefore, an explanation of Singapore’s economic growth using only an authoritarian regime and
the political stability it provides will be incomplete. Political stability was seen in this case as the
length of time a political leader was in power and the likelihood that the political leadership would
not be removed as a result of an armed uprising or coup d’état.

Singapore’s development was largely due to a consistent policy focused on achieving long-term
results — economic growth and efficient and rational planning, which became possible thanks to the
political stability of Singapore.

In accordance with the purpose, the study performed the following tasks:

1. It is analyzed how the regime (authoritarian or democratic) determines high rates of economic
growth. Studies show that today there is no unified position regarding the poverty of authoritarian
states and the unequivocal wealth of democratic ones. However, in quantitative terms, the latter pre-
vail. Singapore is an example of an exception.

2. The characteristic features of the political stability of the considered Singapore have been
determined:

— effective political leadership;

— political programs and strategies aimed at achieving long-term results;

— social consolidation.

3. The influence of political stability on the development of the state is described. Singapore still
demonstrates staggering economic growth rates and one of the best living standards in the world,
traditionally ranking in the top ten in terms of GDP per capita.

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Abstract. Lyric of Vera Zubarev is distinguished by attention to the semiosphere of a modern place of
residence, for example, to the topography of New York, and at the same time to dialogue with the traditions
of Russian literature. The choice of Broadway as an object of poetic reflection sets references to J. Brodsky
at the subtext level. The text of the “Broadway” poem by Vera Zubarev correlates with the metamorphoses of
the largest city of emigrants New York, this angle allows you to update the motives of the fate of the Roman
exile poet Ovid and his kind of “heir” J. Brodsky. The Broadway plot exposes the trickster beginning and the
spirit of transformations and metamorphosis in the poetic decision of Vera Zubarev. The city itself turns out to
be theatrical stage during the metamorphoses that recreate the New York phantasmagoria. In the poem a poetic
line is being implemented with installation on the experiment, combining the factors of the influence of the
early Russian avant-garde and the legacy of 1. Brodsky on the “Broadway text” by Vera Zubarev. The Broad-
way semiosphere is modified due to the manifestation of the author’s nostalgic discourse as an emigrant poet.

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Abstract. The article is devoted to the peculiarities of professional development of pedagogical workers
of preschool educational institutions of Ukraine in the conditions of reformation and modernization of the
educational sector, in particular at the primary, basic and preschool levels. The overview of changes in the
educational space of Ukraine in connection with the adoption of the concept of the New Ukrainian School has
been represented, namely reorientation of primary, basic secondary and preschool education to the formation
of students’ life skills and development of their basic qualities in various activities. The normative legal pro-
vision has been characterized, which regulates the activity of postgraduate educational institutions and deter-
mines the order of professional development of pedagogical workers of the specified category, in particular its
main types. Attention is paid to the features of improving preschool teachers’ professional competence in the
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modern space of postgraduate education in Ukraine according to the qualification characteristics defined by the
Professional standard of this category, the requirements of the updated Basic preschool education component
as a State standard of preschool education.

Abstract. The article considers management tools to increase the efficiency of socio-economic develop-
ment of regions: stimulating interregional cooperation, increasing the dynamics of economic interactions in the
implementation of joint projects, modernization of infrastructure, solving important problems of local commu-
nities. The specifics of the use of cross-border interregional cooperation, under the influence of international
organizations, the development of the subjective role of the regions, improving the conditions of interaction
with foreign partners are analyzed. The importance of the innovative component of regional development and
international regional economic cooperation at the stages of making major decisions of regional public gov-
ernance is presented.
