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Long-term experience of teaching, personal training, obtaining relevant
professional qualifications, diplomas, certificates, participation in
conferences during the long-life path 1994-2023 years requires special
attention and detailed consideration taking into account the author’s
achievement. Appropriate in this case is the paradigm of indisputable
relationship and mutual influence of author’s past achievements, current
views and planning of professional activities as the teacher and scientist in
coming near future.

The purpose of preparing these theses for the international scientific
conference "Priority scientific developments in the field of pedagogy and
psychology™" on November 1-2, 2023, Czgstochowa, Republic of Poland, to
inform interested representatives of psychological and pedagogical
community different countries of the world about personal achievements,
published materials taking into account declared scientific interests in
dynamic and the digital world of science.

In order to implement the author's experience (scientific, psychological-
pedagogical, approaches) over the past 29 years, it was necessary to go
through and combine both classroom and distance learning, educational,
psychodiagnostics, health-supporting paradigms taking into account
traditional science-based and modern digital technologies: 1. Auditory work
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(lectures, seminars, practical classes). 2. Personal account using the example
of e-mail on the Google platform (Gmail). 3. Personal Facebook page
on the example of 22 learning groups of students. 4. Distance educational
and psychological diagnostic work on the Google Class Platform.

We provide links to author’s basic publications [1, p. 50-53],
[2, p. 128-134]. During the approbation of mixed teaching methods and
conducting research, author took into account the experience of scientists
from other educational institutions of Ukraine [3, p.199-203].
An indisputable fact was the valuable experience of two scientists who were
united in disseminating their own results [4, p.], [5, p. 30]. The experience
of analyzing the developed phenomenon of "distance learning” on the
example of published research by American specialists was important
[6, p. 28]. A convincing fact can be the combination of classroom and
remote application of two methods conducting individual psychodiagnostics
research (form and electronic) through the personal account of teacher and
students. A total of 1,996 students of psychologists, social workers/teachers,
sociologists, radio physicists, and military psychologists of Taras
Shevchenko Kyiv National University were diagnosed during the
20062009 and 20102015 academic years [7, p. 224-231]. From our point
of view, it will be appropriate to recall the productive period of active use
of the Facebook platform in educational, informational, scientific work from
2017-2021 [8, p. 192-196]. Together with the students, a decision was made
to combine classroom and distance learning. A total of 21 initial groups were
created on the Facebook page during the specified period, including the titles
of studied subjects for students, the course and year of study, and
characteristics of the teacher's workload. Psychological and preventive
groups were also proactively created to maintain the psychosomatic health
of students and faculty employees. With positive impressions about the
productive period of teaching the following disciplines: 1. "Proponents and
opponents of Psychoanalysis".
