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Content and language integrated learning (CLIL) is recognised  

as the leading guideline for teaching foreign languages in foreign 

universities at the present stage. According to content and language 

integrated learning, the intensification of the process of foreign language 

education of students of non-language higher education institutions involves 
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the organisation of foreign language teaching through the content of other 

disciplines (content-based second language instruction) and foreign 

language immersion in the form of teaching foreign languages for profes- 

sional direction [1, p. 132]. According to the requirements of modern 

foreign concepts content and language integration in foreign language 

training for professional direction consists of four elements:  

– content – it involves the acquisition of knowledge and the formation  

of skills in understanding the professional terminology of a particular field 

due to the educational material should be selected on the basis of certain 

professional disciplines and take into account the necessary amount of 

vocabulary that students must master; 

– communication – due to the full immersion of students in a foreign 

language environment owing to the use of a wide range of different 

information and communication technologies it involves the development of 

skills necessary for using a foreign language as a means of communication 

in the professional sphere and allows them to compare, contrast, evaluate, 

outline their views and describe the opinions of others;  

– cognition – it functions actively only when a foreign language teacher 

creates situations of out-of-the box nature, involves the intensive development 

of students' mental and cognitive activity owing to the implementation  

of appropriate non-typical tasks, the use of knowledge learned before  

and the mastering new skills; 

– culture – it involves familiarising students with the cultural values of 

native speakers and the creative achievements of the countries whose language 

is studied, since effective communication in a foreign language requires 

mastering certain linguistic and socio-cultural knowledge and skills [2, p. 134]. 

In general, foreign researchers considering that the content of university 

foreign language education is always determined by the number of credits and 

class hours allocated to educational and professional programmes in certain 

specialities propose three basic models for practical implementation in higher 

education institutions. The first model aims to expand foreign language 

education by introducing one or two class hours per week devoted to students' 

work with foreign language materials on specific topics in a subject or several 

subjects. The second model is based on the technology of modular teaching 

according to which certain modules are added at different stages of students' 

professional training to study a single or several subjects in a foreign 

language. The third model involves partial merging of foreign language 

teaching with mastering the content of a particular subject of professional 

training when half of the foreign language classes are conducted in the format 

of the content and language integration in learning (CLIL) methodology.
