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The integration of the educational space of the Ukrainian institutions
of higher education to the European academic environment has resulted
in getting acquainted with and introducing best practices which can help
students to get a solid command of a foreign (English / German) language
during their studies and to stimulate the interest to lifelong improvement
of language skills.

Introduction of effective approaches of the European universities
to the study process has become the powerful impetus to raising
the competitiveness of the Ukrainian graduate on the international job
market as high proficiency in a foreign language is one of the warrants
of success in the professional sphere [5], a leading means of communication
in a multilingual professional environment [4].

Using the student-centered approach to teaching foreign (English/
German) languages, which has been tested in the educational discourse [1],
is tightly interwoven with the latest achievements in the field of information
technology [6]. This pedagogical tool integrates the best European practices
in education as it is based on principles of respect to the student’s
personality and taking their interests into account in the teaching process.
The student participates actively in the formation of the individual
educational trajectory which involves their career expectations, prospects of
work in an international multilingual team, their level of communicative
skills and (if needed) ways to break the communicative barrier, etc.
Removing and, preferably, overcoming these challenges form the founda-
tions of sustainable development [2] both on the level of a specific
community (home /study location of the student) and a country / society
in general.

Working with each of the elements which form the student-centered
learning environment, we simultaneously develop certain language skills
doubling the significance of the process.

The focus on the student as the center of educational activities allows
to tone down the instruction-dominant character of seminars or practical
lessons by shifting the attention from controlled practice towards freer
practice, thus providing more space for the student’s creativity [3], their
initiative in searching for and presenting ways of solving the given problem
(completing the task, etc.). That involves forming and improving writing
skills (creative writing, generating personal content, etc.).

Collaborative learning in the mode of group (pair) work on tasks, active
communication during classroom and extramural work contributes to
overcoming difficulties in student’s public speaking forming their foreign
language communicative competence and, consequently, improving their
oral speech as a productive skill.

A sequence of pair or mini-group activities (discussions, colloquiums)
in the classroom within this approach can teach students to listen attentively
to their peer’s speech forming the receptive language skills.

Individual work of students, which involves searching and processing
of text sets for doing a joint course project, is basically the formation
of receptive skills of reading combined with the critical analysis
of information.

Thus, using the student-centered approach to teaching a foreign
(English / German) language has provided the teacher and the student with
means of improving the complex communicative competence and motiva-
ting the participants of the learning process towards lifelong professional
development.
