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Introduction

The full-scale Russian-Ukrainian war has significantly changed the
world and the geopolitical situation, complicating the identification of
strategic priorities and partners. Let's start with a statement: Ukraine's
relations with the EU have been undulating, and, accordingly, the
Ukrainian state's integration model has fluctuated between the
“Western” and “Eastern” models under the influence of internal and
external factors. Russia's aggression has only emphasized the
impossibility of “sitting on two chairs” and the need to make a choice.

Long before 2022, some prominent politicians and experts warned
that this issue was a matter of survival for Ukraine. Zbigniew
Brzezinski openly stated that the condition for Ukraine's existence as an
independent state was its transformation into a part of Central Europe,
not Eurasial. The German politician Edgar Bahr was no less categorical
in his vision of the situation and warned against it: “In its current interim
status, Ukraine is unlikely to be able to reaffirm its statehood on its own
for a long time. This vacuum will probably disappear within the next
10-15 years... Ukraine will either integrate into the European Union or
— if not nominally, then de facto — rejoin Russia in an alliance™.
Ukrainian scholars also saw Ukraine's entry into the integrated Euro-
Atlantic security space as a guarantee of its establishment as an
independent state. In their opinion, it is only a matter of time and
realization of this strategic goal.

The Russian-Ukrainian war has only emphasized the lack of
alternatives to this choice and its deeper meaning. The civilizational
nature of the Russian-Ukrainian war has been pointed out by the expert
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community since its beginning®. First of all, Ukraine's reluctance to
fit into the Russian civilizational paradigm, its orientation towards
pan-European and Euro-Atlantic democratic values, according to Alla
Kyrydon and Serhiy Troyan, have become the determining motive for
Russia's latest “crusade” against Ukraine in the political, social, cultural,
informational, ideological and armed dimensions®.

As Oleh Kalakura formulated it, for Ukraine, victory in the war is,
among other things, an opportunity to complete the civilizational
transition from a post-totalitarian society to a democratic one and from
Eurasian to Western civilization®. It is no coincidence that experts from
the former Soviet republics of Central Asia, speaking about Ukraine's
European integration prospects, among other things, formulated the
following points: 1) “Ukraine is returning to the European family and
saying its last “goodbye” to the Soviet-Russian empire”; 2) “the
country's civilizational uncertainty has ended in favor of the European
choice”; 3) “a country of European mentality wants to get rid of the
assessment of annoying partners with imperial ambitions™®.

According to Oleksandr Reznik, the European integration
aspirations of Ukrainians have gone from ambivalence to clarity’.
However, only since 2014 has European integration become a defining
direction of Ukrainian politics, and since the beginning of Russia's full-
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scale invasion on February 24, 2022, it has become a priority, the only
possible and inevitable way of Ukraine's further development. Analysts
emphasize that European integration has become Ukraine's geopolitical
choice, enshrined in the Constitution and the National Security Concept
since 2015 and in the Foreign Policy Strategy 2021 since 2021. The war
has intensified and proved the readiness of Ukrainians to defend the
European path of development and strengthened public support for the
movement towards the EU.
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One way or another, European values have become a factor in
consolidating Ukrainian society in the context of the Russian-Ukrainian
ward, Moreover, in a broader sense, some of the participants in the
scientific discourse speak of the European integration process as a
component of the Ukrainian national idea®.

At the same time, experts point out that this tectonic shift is being
observed not only in Ukraine, but also in European countries (and in a
short time): “The Revolution of Dignity did not lead, for example, to
the formation of a more ambitious EU strategy for Ukraine. Let me
remind you that both the Association Agreement and the Visa
Liberalization Action Plan were signed before the Revolution of

Dignity. This crossing of the barrier from neighborhood - third
country, neighbor, partner — to family member, family member,
changed literally within the months of 2022. Of course, we can say that
this did not appear on an empty moon, that it had been prepared for
years and decades, but it happened then, in this period between the end
of February and June 2022, The fact is that the Russian-Ukrainian
war has significantly changed approaches to security issues on the
European continent (it is no coincidence that it was rightly called the
“European war” )%,

1. European integration as a factor in the Russian-Ukrainian war

Experts agree that the full-scale Russian-Ukrainian war that began
on February 24, 2022, was actually aimed at making European
integration impossible!?. The situation became more than obvious
when, under pressure from Russia, Ukraine and the Ukrainian people,
through the Maidan and the expression of their will, began to fight for
their independence?®. “The insidious full-scale armed aggression of the
Russian Federation against Ukraine, which began on February 24, 2022,
was caused, in addition to the manic, senseless and unrealistic intention
of the Kremlin leadership to take revenge and revive Russia's imperial
status after the collapse and disintegration of the USSR, by Ukraine's
European choice, the consistent course of the Ukrainian authorities
towards European and Euro-Atlantic integration, supported by the vast
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majority of Ukrainian citizens™. For Russia, the so-called “special
operation” is interpreted as “self-defense” against Ukraine's potential
European integration and accession to NATO. It is Kyiv's European
integration drift away from Moscow's zone of “privileged interests”
that is identified as the main reason for the Russian-Ukrainian war®®.
The Polish researcher Czestaw Partacz (known for his far from pro-
Ukrainian views) proceeded from the same hypothesis when he stated
that Russia considers the intensification of Ukraine's steps towards
integration with Western structures as a direct threat to its sphere of
influence®®. Obviously, this is not the only explanation for the motives
of Russia's actions (after all, any historical processes always have a
whole range of reasons). Researchers point out that the Russian-
Ukrainian war, which began in 2014, is not the first undisguised neo-
colonial war of Russia. It was preceded, in particular, by two Chechen
wars and the short-lived Russian-Georgian war of August 7-12, 2008,
the lessons of which, unfortunately, Kyiv has not learned. A
comparison by researchers of at least some aspects of the Russian-
Georgian and Russian-Ukrainian wars shows that Russia initiated both
wars precisely to prevent NATO and the EU from expanding to
Eastern Europe and entering its sphere of interests — Georgia and
Ukraine'’.

According to some experts, the ambiguity of the Europeans' position
(Ukraine, which made its choice in favor of Euro-Atlantic integration
in 2014, was kept on the doorstep of the EU and NATO for a long
time) finally convinced the Russian dictator that in the event of a
military invasion of Ukraine, the collective West would not provide
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support/assistance’®, At the same time, according to some researchers,
Ukraine's accession to NATO, full integration into the EU structures,
further development of the Armed Forces of Ukraine, and strengthening
of the economy — for the next decade — is the only correct response to
the potential threat that will continue to arise from Russia’® and the key
to post-war recovery?. In the context of the decisions of the European
Parliament and the European Commission on possible EU
membership?, it seems most likely that this is the constructivists'
vision of Ukraine's membership in European structures as a way/way
to resolve the Russian-Ukrainian war?,

2. The impact of the Russian-Ukrainian war on Ukraine's acces-
sion to the EU

Timothy Snyder, emphasizing the global and historical dimension
of the conflict, not accidentally noted: “This war is about the assertion
of principles in the twenty-first century and the possibility of a
democratic future”?. This, in turn, opened a moral and geopolitical
“window of opportunity” for Ukraine®. Resisting large-scale armed
Russian aggression, suffering huge human, financial and economic
losses, the country has gained the status of an EU candidate, continues
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European integration in various areas, deepens its partnership with the
EU, implements the recommendations of the European Commission
and implements the provisions of the Association Agreement.

Experts point out that the war had both positive and negative effects
on European integration processes: “Russia's military intervention
accelerated European integration processes in our country, helped unite
the nation, strengthened the solidarity of Ukraine and the EU, and
consolidated the EU countries in jointly opposing the Kremlin's
aggression. A new quality of relations between Kyiv and Brussels has
emerged, which includes Ukraine's candidate status for EU
membership, a high level of trust and unprecedented intensity of
mutual contacts, and liberalization of trade and economic
cooperation. At the same time, Russia's expansion has negatively
affected and slowed down Ukraine's European integration, which
suffered huge human and economic losses during the war and has to
focus significant resources on countering Russian intervention. Under
the current circumstances, political support, and military, financial, and
humanitarian assistance from the EU countries are critically important
for Ukraine. The EU's sanctions policy, coordinated with other
countries, is also an effective tool for countering the aggressor
country”, says Pashkov.

According to researchers, the experience of Ukraine's “military”
European integration (for the first time since the EU's existence) has no
analogues®. The precedent of granting Ukraine (as well as Moldova)
the status of an EU candidate before the fulfillment of predefined
conditions and the country's readiness to move to the next level of
integration is a unique phenomenon in European politics?®. One way or
another, experts are convinced that the pace of progress on the
European path — from applying (February 2022) to obtaining the
candidate status (June 2022) and including Ukraine in the Enlargement
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Package for 2023 — is recognized as unprecedented in the history of the
European Union?.

For example, analysts point out that the procedure for joining the
European Community is clearly regulated and there have been no
precedents for EU enlargement under the “fast-track procedure” (and
the concept itself appeared only after Ukraine applied for
membership)?. In this context, it is reasonable to conclude that the rapid
process of Ukraine's acquisition of the EU candidate status is primarily
a reflection of the political will to become a “full-fledged” part of
Europe. in the context of our discussion, the submission of the EU
membership application four days after the start of Russia's full-scale
invasion of Ukraine should be considered a symbolic gesture.

Ukrainian and foreign analysts, when analyzing the prospects of
Ukraine's European integration in the context of war, mainly
distinguish three possible scenarios?. The first scenario is “positive” or
“optimistic”: Ukraine's membership in the EU in the short term
(negotiations will be successfully completed in 4-5 years, and by 2030
Ukraine will become a full-fledged member of the European Union
with all the benefits of the common market and legal framework). This
vision was expressed, for example, by international relations analyst
and author of the Foreign Policy channel Marcin Kusmerczyk:
“Changes in the EU are taking place before our eyes, and the prospect
of Ukraine joining the European community should not be so distant in
time™°, The second scenario is “negative” or “pessimistic”: will the
EU live to see Ukraine join it? (Accession negotiations do not start and
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Centrum Analiz Klubu Jagiellonskiego, 2023. 65 s. (Raport 07/2023).
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Ukraine remains in the status of an EU candidate for several decades).
The third scenario is “realistic” or “neutral”: Ukraine's membership in
the EU is a long-term prospect (Ukraine will start accession
negotiations after the war ends (or is “frozen”), in the second half of the
2020s the EU will provide financial assistance to Ukraine for reforms,
monitor compliance with the Copenhagen criteria; the process of
ratification of the accession agreement will take several years and
Ukraine will become an EU member after 2035). It was the extreme
option that German Foreign Minister Annalena Burbock® and
Slovenian Prime Minister Janez Jansa®? once spoke about. For example,
Igar Tyshkevych of the Ukrainian Institute for the Future described
seven possible scenarios — from the most incredible to quite realistic
and possible to implement in the near future (the black swan scenario
for the Russian political system; defeat of Ukraine; “1991 border” or
complete defeat of Russia; “freeze” scenario; “Minsk-37; “38th
parallel”; tactical defeat of Russia), two of which he considers the best
of the real ones for Ukraine®,

At the same time, analysts (such as Jozef Lang) have identified
factors that play a role in which of these scenarios will be realized: The
ability of the Armed Forces of Ukraine to effectively counter the
Russian army and regain control over the occupied Ukrainian
territories; the duration of military and financial assistance from the
West, which is crucial to support Ukrainian military efforts; the
internal situation in Russia — the problem of internal stability and
unpredictability, as evidenced by the attempted coup d'état by the
Wagner PMC in July 2023%,

At the same time, analysts emphasize and warn that obtaining the
status of a candidate for accession to the European Union is only the
beginning of a long process. That is why experts see obtaining
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candidate status as a challenge. Summarizing the year 2022, the
Razumkov Center experts highlight the following points: 1) political,
diplomatic, financial, economic, and human resources are being
mobilized to counter Russian intervention in order to ensure a strong
military contingent on the Ukrainian-Russian front and increase
funding. This, in turn, affects human and financial resources for
European integration; 2) the war has slowed down reforms under the
EU-Ukraine Association Agreement. The need to adapt European
norms to the conditions of martial law and warfare; 3) the war has
affected the level of interest and activity of business partners in
cooperation with Ukraine and vice versa; 4) the war has turned
Ukraine into a long-term recipient of international assistance
(therefore, European integration is being considered in the context of
military, financial and economic support for Ukraine and the
restoration of the post-war period)®. In their opinion, only a successful
implementation of reforms in Ukraine is a key factor for further
progress in the European integration process, which includes reforms in
the field of justice, the fight against corruption, the improvement of
public administration, and the development of democratic
institutions®®.

An expert assessment of Ukraine's progress in fulfilling the seven
requirements set by the European Commission is important. As of
August 2022, the New Europe Center assessed Ukraine's progress in
implementing reforms at 4.4 points out of 10%. Given the time that has
passed since the publication of these conditions and the moment of this
verification, Ukraine has made good progress in some aspects of its
tasks. In particular, in the areas of HCJ and HQCJ reform (7 points),
anti-corruption (6 points), and media legislation (6 points). Several
other areas were rated at 5 points. However, as of November 2022, the
progress in implementing reforms was rated at 4.7 points out of 10. In
particular, changes have occurred only in the areas of reforming the
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Constitutional Court: from 0 to 3, and reforming the HCJ and the HQCJ:
from 7 points to 6%. The assessments of the reform progress as of the
end of January — beginning of February 2023 looked like this: 5.8
points out of 10; the most noticeable progress was made, in particular,
in media legislation - 9 (6 points), legislation on national minorities — 8
points (5 points), reform of the HCJ and HQCJ — 7 (6 points), etc®®. One
way or another, the success of Ukraine's progress on the path to
European integration depends on constant and professional monitoring
of the fulfillment of the requirements set for Kyiv and the development
of recommendations for their effective implementation by experts.

3. Consequences of the Russian-Ukrainian war for the EU coun-
tries

The Russian-Ukrainian war has become a challenge not only for
Ukraine but also for the EU. According to experts, Ukraine has
become a kind of test of the West's, and especially Europe's,
readiness to find and realize its civilizational mission again by
formulating an active foreign policy.

It is necessary to recall the well-known prediction of Jean Monnet,
who stated that “Europe will be forged in crisis” and a number of
decisions will be made at that time*°. He believed that the development
of regional integration would be the best response to the challenges
and problems that would arise. It is from this perspective that the
consequences of Russian aggression should be considered. We cannot
ignore the opinions of those scholars who study the theory of European
integration and point out that security threats are unlikely to accelerate
state-building trends in the EU. “War can equally cause a lack of unity
and conflict, revealing asymmetries that usually seem politically
insignificant and inconsequential”*!. One way or another, the question
of whether Russia's war with Ukraine will strengthen or weaken the
European Union turned out to be far from rhetorical for European

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experts*2, Lukasz Kulaga drew attention to the war in Ukraine as a kind
of “test” for the EU, its impact on the functioning of the entire
integration project, the increasing importance of or eventual reference
to the concept of stability in EU law*,

It is noteworthy that since the beginning of the large-scale invasion,
Western analysts and politicians have primarily discussed what the
West can do for Ukraine without worsening relations with Russia.
Olha Brusylovska* drew attention first to the discussion between
Luciana Alexandra Gica and Azuolas Bagdonas. While the former
emphasized the absence of legal grounds for military intervention in
support of Ukraine, the latter's initial position, on the contrary, was the
need for each country to assist Ukraine in the event of unprovoked
aggression. In any case, an analysis of the EU's foreign policy allows
us to see its radical transformation: from cautious actions against
Russia and continued cooperation in strategic areas (in particular,
energy) to the imposition of tough sanctions on the most profitable
sectors of the Russian economy (defense, energy, transportation) and
complicated access to international finance*, which has been the
subject of a separate discussion®®. Currently, analysts identify
several main areas of official Brussels' involvement in the
settlement of the Russian-Ukrainian war: diplomatic steps to resolve
the conflict, the imposition of sanctions, and the provision of all kinds
of support (financial, military, humanitarian) to Ukraine in this
confrontation*’. And each of them is important.

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In any case, we can talk about a change in the European
geostrategic paradigm and the role of the war in Ukraine in this
process. Moreover, researchers point to transformational changes in the
security policy (primarily in the political and legal sphere) of the Baltic
states after February 24, 20224,

The expert community understands European integration as a
mutually beneficial movement towards each other. In early 2023,
Wojciech Kopczuk, a professor at Columbia University, wrote: “We
owe 40 million Ukrainians a chance to develop their country and move
closer to the EU... The assistance of Western democracies to Ukraine
in its current struggle and on its way to the EU will, on the one hand,
positively affect the fate of 40 million Ukrainians, and on the other
hand, make Europe richer and stronger in terms of security”*.

Experts pointed out that support for Ukraine's European integration
is uneven and depends on the location of the countries — high support
among neighboring countries decreases with further distance from the
EU's eastern borders. Oksana Kalishchuk®, Mykola Romanov®?, Olha
Sukhobokova®?, and others have drawn attention to the unprecedented
political, humanitarian, and military assistance of Poland and the Baltic
states, its reasons, and changes in their security programs. Among the
countries of Central and Eastern Europe and the Western Balkans with
the most pro-Russian position, the expert community singles out
Hungary and Serbia, pointing to the regularity of conflicts between

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Kyiv and Budapest and Zagreb®. Researchers seek to explain the
reasons for this geographical division and identify the following
factors.  First, Ukraine's neighboring countries are more
interdependent: they have more economic, cultural, and historical ties
than the rest of the countries, and thus are more dependent on each
other for economic and social stability. Second, security: as countries
have integrated into the European Union, their national borders have
become European borders, which means new investments in border
infrastructure and personnel, and obviously the costs of protecting
European borders. A new member state in the east draws this border
back and creates a security zone between the interior and exterior for
these old member states. Thirdly, influence: the accession of new
countries in the east automatically means a shift in the center of
political gravity, shifting it exactly to the east. For Ukraine, this gives
it strong allies on its western borders, despite the opposition of such
geopolitical players as France and Germany®*.

4. Attempts to outline prospects

One of the most pressing and important questions facing the expert
community is the prospects of Ukraine's entry into European and Euro-
Atlantic structures. Before the large-scale invasion, European prospects
were assessed as rather illusory. There were different reasons for this.
Expressing their belief in the complexity and contradictions of
Ukraine's European integration path, Oleksandr Vlasiuk and Serhiy
Kononenko mentioned the difficult experience of the United Kingdom
of Great Britain and Northern Ireland (the UK's accession to the EU
was twice suspended by France through a veto, which expressed doubt
about its loyalty to the European community) and Spain (lasting more
than twenty years)®®.

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In the context of a full-scale war in Ukraine and against the
background of Ukraine's application for EU membership, a number of
challenges for European integration are emerging. Identifying the main
problems on the European integration path is a crucial applied task for
the expert community. It should be understood that these challenges
may change depending on the domestic and foreign policy situation.
Today, they look like this.
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European integration in the context of war (after O. Krasivsky)>®

Overcoming them requires coordination of efforts at both the
national and international levels, in particular by the EU and other
international organizations.

It seems crucial for Ukraine to convince the EU member states of
the mutual benefits of the integration process with the help of the expert
community. As, for example, Professor Basil Calimon of Western

University (Canada) has already done when he spoke of a democratic
Ukraine as a prize for his partners, focusing on the economic reasons
for the need for support (mineral and energy resources, agricultural
land, human capital, oil and gas pipelines, and storage facilities, power
plants, etc.)*’. Therefore, analyzing the readiness and challenges for the
Ukrainian agricultural sector to join the EU is not so much a theoretical
task as a practical one (after all, the recent grain crisis between Kyiv
and Warsaw already in the context of the Russian-Ukrainian war
revealed the non-rhetorical nature of these challenges).

Ukraine's homework should be to get rid of the “European
sentiment” — the illusion that European and Euro-Atlantic integration
will solve problems within the country overnight. Both government
agencies and society need to understand that, like any other
phenomenon, joining the EU has both advantages (security, improved
infrastructure, European subsidies, fighting corruption, etc.) and
disadvantages (outflow of young people (against the background of
already tectonic migration processes), risk of deindustrialization,
bureaucratization, etc.). A full and objective assessment of the
complexities and risks and their understanding depends on the expert
community

CONCLUSIONS

The complicated current international situation and the Russian-
Ukrainian war further encourage scholars to understand the trends and
priorities of Ukraine-EU cooperation in order to actually identify ways
to optimize the implementation of Ukraine's European course. The
expert community is convinced that Ukraine's European integration
case is exceptional. The authors who spoke about the reasons for the
large-scale invasion in February 2022 interpret it as an attempt to
revise the security situation in Europe after 1989 and point out that it is
not only an attempt to achieve Ukraine's vassalage like Belarus, but
also to signal rejection of the possibility of further EU and NATO
expansion to the east. Analysts agree that the consequences of the full-
scale Russian- Ukrainian war are mutually exclusive: on the one hand,
it has caused and continues to cause irreparable losses to Ukraine and

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Ukrainian society, and on the other hand, contrary to Russia's goals, it
has stimulated and made the European vector of development
unavoidable. Resisting Russia's armed aggression, Ukraine was
granted the status of an EU candidate and deepened its cooperation
with the EU countries. As a result of the full-scale war, Ukraine has
found itself in a new role as the “frontline” of democratic Europe's
defense struggle against Russian imperial aggression. At the same time,
experts’ opinions demonstrate the bilateral nature of the European
integration process. That is why Myroslav Marynovych identified two
factors that will affect the place which Ukraine can take in the
European family: first, Ukraine must enter the united Europe as a full-
fledged state entity that understands its identity and has an elite that is
aware of national interests; second, the European Union itself is likely
to be reformatted (in particular, in the direction of cultural
characteristics)®.

ABSTRACT

The article highlights and analyzes the opinions of domestic and
foreign politicians and experts on the impact of the Russian-UKkrainian
war on Ukraine's European integration progress. Experts point out that
in the case of the Russian-Ukrainian war (as well as the creation of
frozen conflicts in the former Soviet republics in general), one of
Russia's motives is to prevent European and Euro-Atlantic integration.
An analysis of experts' opinions has shown that the Russian-Ukrainian
war has an impact on both Ukraine and the EU. According to Ukrainian
and foreign authors, the current foreign policy dialogue between the EU
and Ukraine is focused on the issues of Russian aggression. Experts
identify the main areas of Brussels' involvement: attempts to resolve the
conflict with Russia through diplomatic instruments, the application of
sanctions, and the provision of financial, military, and humanitarian
assistance. The process of European integration is mutually beneficial
for both sides and understanding this is important for its success. The
article outlines the challenges and tasks for Ukraine and the EU
countries to develop a dialogue and formalize interstate relations, as
identified by experts. The study argues that expert assessments and
