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INTRODUCTION
Russia’s latest aggression, in particular its full-scale stage in 2022—
2025, has become a challenge not only for independent Ukraine, but also
for the democratic countries of the European Union and NATO. They
have managed to unite more than 50 countries in an anti-war coalition.
The United States, Germany and the United Kingdom provided the
greatest assistance to the warring Ukraine. Poland and the Baltic states
became the leaders in terms of aid per capita. The populations of these
countries remember the terror of the totalitarian system of the USSR
well, and therefore sincerely sympathise with the Ukrainian people and
provide humanitarian aid to Ukrainian refugees, most of whom are
women, children and the elderly. The governments of these countries,
unlike the United States, Germany, and Hungary, are organising various
international events to ensure that Ukraine joins not only the European
Union but also NATO. They believe that only Ukraine’s membership in
NATO will help to fully stop Russian aggression in Ukraine.
Various aspects of the Russian-Ukrainian war have been repeatedly
analysed by historians and political scientists in Ukraine and abroad®.
However, the course of hostilities, constant election campaigns and
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changes of governments in different countries require new expert
assessments and generalisations from researchers. This article
analyses, first of all, the military-technical assistance of Poland,
Lithuania, Latvia and Estonia.

1. Latvia: investment in the reconstruction and rehabilitation of
Ukraine

According to the Memorandum of Cooperation between the
Ministry of Digital Transformation of Ukraine and the Ministry of
Transformation of the Republic of Latvia of October 18, 2023, the
countries exchanged experience in the areas of digitalization,
electronic communications and radio frequency spectrum, develop-
ment of Internet access infrastructure and innovation. According to the
Memorandum of Cooperation between the Ministry of Agriculture of
Ukraine and the State Specialized Forestry Enterprise of the Republic
of Latvia of September 28, 2023, cooperation was established in the
supply of equipment and weapons in the land, air, maritime and cyber-
electromagnetic spheres. Particular attention was paid to the
production of drones, the development of demining technologies, the
organization of military trainings, the rehabilitation and treatment of
Ukrainian military, the strengthening of Ukraine’s energy sector, and
the exchange of experience in the formation of various expert
communities. Agreements have been reached on the restoration and
demining of Ukrainian forests affected by the hostilities, and on the
demining of agricultural land. Cooperation in the field of intelligence
and security deepened. The Latvian authorities took the initiative to
rebuild important facilities in Chernihiv region. In 2023, Latvia
pledged to provide military assistance to Ukraine in the amount of
0,25% of GDP annually until 20262. In the first two years of the full-
scale war, Latvia provided Ukraine with a batch of helicopters,
missiles and drones, self-propelled howitzers, anti-tank weapons and
other types of weapons. Since the beginning of Russia’s full-scale
invasion, Latvia has provided assistance to Ukraine in the amount of
595 million euros, which is 0.85% of the country’s gross domestic
product. This was stated by Foreign Minister Krisjanis Karin$s in his
annual report on Latvia’s foreign policy in December 2023. The

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Latvian government provided military, financial, and humanitarian
assistance to Ukraine, and the interstate dialogue was active. Latvia
continues to participate in Ukraine’s recovery efforts, paying special
attention to Chernihiv region, in particular within the framework of the
UN development program (a €2 million agreement was signed to
restore social infrastructure in the region). In total, in 2023, Latvia
allocated EUR 5,1 million for the restoration of Ukraine. Projects on
Ukraine’s European integration were supported, with more than 500
thousand euros allocated. In 2022-2023, 240 Ukrainian soldiers
received treatment and rehabilitation in hospitals and rehabilitation
centers in Riga®.

In February—December 2023, according to a Saeima resolution,
Latvia handed over more than 300 confiscated cars to Ukraine for a
total of more than €1 million. October 26, 2023. The Saeima of Latvia
approves in the first reading amendments to the Law on Road Traffic,
which would ban Russian-registered vehicles from entering the
country. At the same time, the issuance of visas to Russians was
suspended and the protection of the border with Russia was
strengthened. In total, in the two years since the start of the full-scale
war, Latvia has spent 1.3% of its GDP on assistance to Ukraine. This
was stated by Latvian Prime Minister Krisjanis Karinss at the Ukraine
Recovery Conference in London (June 2023). At the same time, Mr.
Karins said that Latvia had handed over all of its Stinger portable air
defense systems to Ukraine and was preparing to transfer all of its
military helicopters. In August 2023. Ukraine’s Armed Forces received
four Mi-17 and Mi-2 helicopters from Latvia®. At the end of the year,
Ukraine received another Mi-17 helicopter from Latvia®.

Training of the Ukrainian military with the participation of Latvia
has more than quadrupled. This became known during a meeting in
Kyiv between the delegations of the defense ministries of the two
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countries chaired by Ministers Rustems Umerovs and Andris Sprids in
December 2023. Latvia trained Ukrainians in the following areas: basic
general military training, officer-sergeant leadership training, sapper
training, rifleman training, and others. During the bilateral talks,
Colonel Mykola Huben, Chief of the General Staff of the Armed
Forces of Ukraine, said that since July 2022, almost 350 Ukrainian
servicemen had been trained with the assistance of the Latvian side®.

To counteract Putin’s propaganda, Latvia blocked 17 portals with
Russian domains in October 2024, and seven more Russian websites in
January 2025,

2. Estonia: creator of modern information and communication
technologies

Estonia, like other Baltic states, has become one of Ukraine’s key
and reliable partners in countering Russian neo-imperialism. The
population and authorities of the country well remembered the price of
freedom during the Soviet occupation. Therefore, in the first years of
the full-scale war, the Estonian government donated to Ukraine all
howitzers (155 mm and 122 mm), Carl-Gustav anti-tank guns, batches
of shells, rifles, pistols, unmanned aerial vehicles, thermal imagers,
generators and chargers, trucks, and clothing. In total, during the first
year of the war (until February 2023), Estonia provided Ukraine with
military assistance worth almost 400 million euros, or more than 1% of
the country’s GDP®. In terms of military aid to Ukraine per capita,
Estonia ranked first in the world.

The bilateral dialogue between Kyiv and Tallinn was discussed on
May 12-14, 2023, at the Lennart Marry Conference, the largest
regional security conference to discuss the need for Ukraine’s
membership in NATO. At the initiative of Estonia, in early 2023, the
European Union decided to transfer 1 million 155 mm caliber shells to
the Armed Forces of Ukraine. The country continued to assist in the
rehabilitation of the Ukrainian military. From February 2022 to May
2024, 104 people were admitted for rehabilitation. In December 2022,

a project was launched with the Ministry of Social Affairs of Estonia to
provide prosthetics to Ukrainian servicemen. Training for the
Ukrainian military was organized in Estonia. In May 2023, trainings
for Ukrainian civil servants on the EU and European integration were
launched. Estonia’s experience in the field of digitalization was also
adopted. In return, Tallinn launched a similar project called Mriik in
Estonia®.

The Estonian authorities were preparing to transfer cluster
munitions to the Armed Forces of Ukraine, pending the consent of
Germany, which produced these shellsl®. At the end of 2023, the
government supported a new proposal by Defense Minister Hanno
Pevkur for long-term military assistance to Ukraine and a broad
military assistance package to protect Ukraine from Russian
aggression. The new aid package includes Javelin anti-tank missiles,
ships, machine guns, small arms ammunition, various vehicles and
vessels, as well as diving gear and other equipment. The government
did not disclose the exact amounts for security reasons. The cost of this
package was almost 80 million euros. Previous aid packages from
Estonia to Ukraine included Javelin anti-tank missile systems,
howitzers, artillery ammunition, anti-tank mines, anti-tank mortars,
machine guns, vehicles, communications equipment, field hospitals,
medical supplies, personal protective equipment (helmets, body armor,
etc.), and military food rations'!. Together with Iceland, a military field
hospital was delivered to Ukraine?. In 2023, Estonia joined the
German framework contract for the supply of ammunition to Ukraine,
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including field howitzers with ammunition, two mobile field hospitals
and various vehicles®,

3. Lithuania: leader of the Air and Missile Defence Coalition

The Lithuanian government continued to make every effort to
ensure continued military support to the Ukrainian army; provide
rehabilitation for wounded Ukrainian soldiers; and continue
consultations on defense reforms initiated before the full-scale war to
bring Ukraine closer to NATO membership. As part of these
objectives, four-week instructor courses were held for Ukrainian
military personnel, who studied military pedagogy, the basics of
shooting and weapons handling, and gained skills in planning and
conducting training sessions4. In particular, training was organized for
mortar groups (60 mm caliber) of the Ukrainian military®™® and
operators of L70 anti-aircraft guns, who practiced their skills in
destroying enemy aircraft, helicopters and remotely piloted aircraft?®,

At the same time, 6 million euros were raised for 5 modern Israeli-
made radars to help protect Ukrainian infrastructure. Four of the
largest volunteer organizations supporting Ukraine in Lithuania have
united for this campaign called RADAROM!Y. The money for the
multifunctional tactical radars was raised within a week!®.

Dozens of L70 anti-aircraft guns have been shipped to strengthen
Ukraine’s air defense. Along with the anti-aircraft guns, the Armed
Forces also received the necessary ammunition®®. Lithuanian instruct —
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rs also trained the Ukrainian military in the maintenance and repair of
these 40-mm anti-aircraft guns. At the same time, the Ukrainian
military received M113 armored personnel carriers, which were
intended to transport infantry. The Lithuanian military also
familiarized their Ukrainian colleagues with theoretical knowledge and
demonstrated the structure of the armored vehicle and its mechanical
components. The defense assistance also included two Mi-8
helicopters?.

The Lithuanian volunteer organization Blue/Yellow purchased
tactical radars for Ukraine and began training the Ukrainian military to
use them?. The Lithuanian Armed Forces trained the Ukrainian
military in the maintenance of M113 tracked armored personnel
carriers?, At the same time, the Lithuanian Armed Forces handed over
a batch of Land Rover Defender off-road vehicles, dry rations for the
military®, and NASAMS systems to Ukraine?.,

July 24, 2023. The Lithuanian National Defense Council approves a
three-year plan for military assistance to Ukraine (200 million euros),
which includes the purchase of lethal and non-lethal equipment,
military training and exercises, financial contributions to aid funds,
repair of military equipment in Lithuania, and training of personnel of
the Ukrainian Defense Forces?®. On the occasion of Ukraine’s
Independence Day, a new military aid package was announced. The
new tranche of military aid worth 41 million euros included
ammunition, rifles, maritime surveillance radars, anti-drone equipment,
and other necessary supplies and weapons. In general, the government
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did not publicize the full lists and quantities of weapons planned for
transfer, citing security requirements®. As part of the next defense aid
package, Lithuania handed over one and a half million rounds of
ammunition to Ukraine. In the fall of the same year, NASAMS air
defense systems were being prepared for transfer?’,

In September 2023, the Lithuanian defense industry began repairing
Ukrainian Leopard tanks. At the same time, a new defense package
was prepared, the content of which was discussed by Lithuanian
Minister of National Defense Arvydas AnuSauskas during a meeting of
the Contact Group on Ukraine’s Defense with his new Ukrainian
counterpart Rustem Umerov. This package of military support for
Ukraine included demolition systems, maritime surveillance radars,
and ammunition for the Carl Gustaf anti-tank grenade launcher?,

The Ukrainian military underwent two weeks of training in
Lithuania on the use of 120-mm Panzermoérser mortars on the chassis
of the M113A2 tracked armored personnel carrier. The servicemen
gained theoretical and practical skills and conducted live firing at the
training ground?. In total, Lithuanian instructors trained about 2.9
thousand Ukrainian servicemen in 2023. The Ukrainians were trained
in Lithuania and as part of a multinational program in the UK and the
EU mission. The programs included basic training, as well as training
on specific types of equipment and training for commanders of various
levels®.

The Lithuanian Armed Forces transported and handed over the
necessary field equipment and tens of thousands of dry rations to the
Ukrainian military®!. At the same time, the Lithuanian Navy provided
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Ukraine with radar equipment to ensure maritime surveillance and
develop the ability to understand the maritime environment®,

At Ukraine’s request, Lithuania stopped providing free education to
Ukrainian students in 2024.

4. Poland: leader of the armoured international coalition

In the first months of the full-scale war, the Polish authorities
supplied Ukraine with large batches of various weapons, including
Grom portable anti-aircraft missile systems, Piorun portable anti-
aircraft missile systems (hit air targets at an altitude of 4 km and a
range of 6,5 km), 60 mm LMP-2017 light infantry mortars, 40 mm
RSR-40 hand grenade launchers, etc. Despite various election
campaigns, political debates over Polish-Ukrainian history, and the
blockade of farmers at the border, the Polish government continued to
provide military, technical, and humanitarian assistance to Ukraine in
20232, In particular, V. Zelenskyy’s video conversation with A. Duda
on November 11, 2023, on the occasion of Poland’s independence
showed that the leadership of the two states could constructively
address various challenges in wartime (political, financial, economic,
and historical)®*. It was during these days that the European
Commission began negotiations on Ukraine’s accession to the EU. It is
worth noting that the Polish central and regional press systematically
and generally objectively covered the course and geopolitics of the
latest Russian aggression. Poland continued to supply Ukraine’s
economy and population with petroleum products, coal, construction
materials, food, and, during peak periods, electricity. Poland’s example
prompted the Ukrainian government to completely stop buying
Russian gas at the end of 2023.
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At the regular NATO summit in Lithuania (July 2023), the Alliance
leaders decided to increase the number of battlegroups on the eastern
flank to eight, four of which were reinforced to the brigade level; the
number of rapid reaction forces was also increased to 300,000 troops
capable of deployment within the first month, including in Poland.
This was supposed to be sufficient in the event of a major conflict with
Russia. Official Warsaw continued to provide military assistance to
Ukraine. In early 2023, Poland handed over to Ukraine a new batch
(about 30; in 2022 — 250) of PT-91 Twardy tanks, a modernized
licensed version of the Soviet T-72M1 combat vehicle, and a total of
60 of these tanks in 2023. In the same year, about 100 ROSOMAK
armored personnel carriers, 20 self-propelled artillery systems
«Gvozdika» and others were delivered to Ukraine®®. German-made
Leopard 2 battle tanks were being prepared for delivery to Kyiv®®,

Polish authorities launched a large-scale repair operation aimed at
returning damaged Ukrainian artillery and armored vehicles to the
battlefield. Hundreds of mechanics worked around the clock to restore
damaged Ukrainian military equipment. In particular, Polish
workshops repaired Krab self-propelled artillery systems (SAU)¥.
Polish specialists from PGZ Service Orel, a company that repairs Krab
artillery systems, were sent to Ukraine. Polska Grupa Zbrojeniowa
informed that its specialists had to work near the front line. At the
same time, Polish specialists have trained about 100 Ukrainian soldiers
to perform basic repair and maintenance work on their own®. The
Polish armored plant Bumar-fabedy has begun repairing T-64 tanks as
part of an agreement signed between Polska Grupa Zbrojeniowa and
the Ukrainian concern Ukroboronprom. Bumar-Labedy and
UkrOboronProm have jointly established a technological center for the
repair of T-64 tanks. The agreement stipulates that Ukrainian tanks
will be serviced and brought back to full operational capability. The

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new facilities were created on the basis of the company’s technological
potential in Gliwice®.

Poland continued to form a tank coalition with donors of Leopard
2A4 tanks provided to Ukraine®. In 2023, Ukrainian tankers began
training with these tanks. This was announced by Polish Defense
Minister Mariusz Blaszczak on February 3 during a joint press
conference of the defense ministers of Ukraine and Poland. The heads
of the defense ministries of the two countries discussed strengthening
the capabilities of the Ukrainian Defense Forces, including training
missions of the Ukrainian military in Poland**. The training of
Ukrainian servicemen on Leopard 2 tanks was part of the European
military support program EUMAM. Polish President Andrzej Duda
personally visited the training ground of the 10th Armored Cavalry
Brigade, where Ukrainian soldiers were preparing to operate Leopard
2A4 tanks, which Warsaw was handing over to the Ukrainian Armed
Forces*,

Poland has repeatedly stated its readiness to strengthen the training
of the Ukrainian military and the monthly training of two battalions of
the Armed Forces of Ukraine. In particular, Polish Deputy Minister of
National Defense Wojciech Skurkiewicz reported on group special
training, primarily sapper training, medical courses, and basic training
for the military®. In March 2023, the Polish government handed over
the last 10 of 14 Leopard 2A4 tanks to Ukraine and completed training
for Ukrainian tankers*,

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During the first year of the full-scale war, Poland handed over eight
MiG-29 fighter jets to Ukraine and was preparing six more. This was
stated by Polish President Andrzej Duda during a joint press conference
with Ukrainian President Volodymyr Zelenskyy in Warsaw. Four MiG—
29s were handed over to the Armed Forces of Ukraine in the first
months of 2023. Ukraine received four more MiG-29s later, the exact
dates were not disclosed for security reasons*. On February 17, Polish
President Andrzej Duda said that he was in favor of providing Ukraine
with F-16 combat aircraft and training pilots for them, which, however,
would be a long process®. In the same year, Ukrainian air defense was
reinforced by Polish self-propelled anti-aircraft systems “Shilka™*’. The
Wall Street Journal reported that Poland had secretly transferred about
ten Mi-24 attack helicopters to Ukraine®,

The Come Back Alive Charitable Foundation has allocated $1.8
million raised by Poles at the Bayraktar TB2 fundraiser to help the
Ukrainian army. The funds were used to purchase two mobile
workshops and a modular camp for a terrorist defense training center.
The Buy Bayraktar for Ukraine campaign lasted for a month. During
this time, more than 200 thousand people donated money for the drone.
However, the Turkish company Bayraktar then decided to donate the
drone to the Armed Forces of Ukraine, and asked to send the funds
raised to charitable organizations that help Ukrainian citizens and the
army*,

In September 2023, the Ukrainian military was armed with new
Polish anti-aircraft systems ZU-23-2CP. Analysts from NMFTE, who
released a video of the installation, said that these ZU-23-2CPs were

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manufactured in 2022 at the Polish company Zaklady Mechaniczne
Tarnéw, which was part of the Polska Grupa Zbrojeniowa. The Polish
anti-aircraft systems were tested at one of the training grounds®.

In the fall of 2023, the government’s activities were destabilized by
protests on the Ukrainian-Polish border by Polish farmers and right-
wing radical politicians, who were likely supported by Russian
propagandists. The elections to the Polish Sejm and Senate (October
2023) did not allow the authorities to counter these actions, which
sometimes prevented the transfer of foreign goods for the Defense
Forces, transported by non-state public and private carriers.

Protest events in neighboring Poland were often spread by Russian
propagandists and military commanders who discredited the historical
past of Poland and Ukraine, the facts of the Ukrainian-Polish military
and political confrontation with Russia’s imperial expansion (the
historical significance of the Union of Lublin, joint Polish-Ukrainian
campaigns against Muscovy, victories over the Bolshevik army near
Lviv and Zamo$¢ in 1920)°L. In general, the Kremlin media and most
Russian historians tried to show the image of Poland as a radical and
unattractive state, which was intended to turn Ukrainian society away
from it. The stories about the Volyn tragedy of 1943, in which the
UPA was involved, were particularly sharply presented. Given the
importance and sensitivity of this issue in Poland, the Ukrainian
Institute of National Remembrance announced on October 1, 2024,
that it plans to start searching for and exhuming the remains of Poles in
the Rivne region in 2025. In particular, in 20232024, repair work was
completed at the UPR Army cemetery in Kalisz—Szypiorno: 240
crosses were installed, the graves of Jewish and Crimean Tatar soldiers
were identified, and a memorial monument with the inscription in
Ukrainian “To those who died but did not betray Ukraine. Ukrainian

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Army”. The Ukrainian Historical Society in Poland, the Embassy of
Ukraine in Poland, the National Institute for the Restoration of
Historical Monuments under the Ministry of Culture and National
Heritage of Poland, and the Office of the Voivode of the Greater
Poland Region joined the restoration of the cemetery. It is also worth
noting that the Russian hybrid war and attempts at sabotage led to the
announcement by the Polish Foreign Ministry in October 2024 that the
Russian Consulate in Poznan would be closed®?. In total, Poland
provided Ukraine with €4,3 billion in military, financial, and
humanitarian aid in 2022-2024%,

At the end of 2024, the Polish authorities began construction of the
“Shield East” on the border with Russia and Belarus, which included a
system of fortifications, fortifications, construction of civilian and
military bases, logistics hubs, drone systems, and counter-unmanned
systems at all levels. The project was implemented jointly with the
Baltic States, the United States, and the United Kingdom. It was
planned to spend 10 billion zlotys ($2,9 billion) on its construction in
2024-2028. The project was supposed to impede the movement of
enemy troops and facilitate the movement of Polish troops in case of a
threat®,

Ukrainian-Polish relations in the modern era have been in the focus
of local media attention. During the first year of the full-scale war in
the country alone, 64 million media pieces were published, directly or
indirectly mentioning Russian armed aggression, Polish assistance to
the Ukrainian people®. The neighbouring country regularly published

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materials about the Ukrainian-Polish military and political
confrontation during the Second World War, in particular in Volyn in
1943.

ABSTRACT

This study has confirmed the importance of international solidarity
in the fight against Russia’s latest aggression. The assistance to
Ukraine from fifty countries, primarily from NATO and the European
Union, is particularly effective. Neighbouring Poland, as well as
Lithuania, Latvia, and Estonia, provided Ukraine with considerable
moral, political, military, and technical assistance in 20142025, and
supported Ukraine’s accession to NATO and the EU. The governments
and civil society of these countries provide social assistance to
Ukrainian refugees and send humanitarian aid to the frontline areas in
eastern and southern Ukraine. Poland is the leader of the armoured
coalition of states: it has sent large batches of tanks, armoured
vehicles, gun systems, weapons, construction equipment, medical
vehicles, and communica-tions equipment to Ukraine’s security forces.
Over the past three years, Warsaw has increased its exports to Ukraine
by more than 80 per cent. Polish brigades are helping to repair Western
equipment in the frontline area. Together with Iceland, Lithuania is the
leader of an international coalition to demine Ukraine’s frontline
territories. Lithuania has sent Ukraine short-range air defence systems,
armoured vehicles, ATVs, cannons, ammunition, smoke grenades,
telescopic systems, and anti-drone equipment. Together with
Luxembourg, Estonia is the leader of the IT coalition, helping Ukraine
to create modern information and communication technologies. Poland
and the Baltic states have provided assistance to Ukrainian museums,
archives and libraries; they have accepted many Ukrainian scientists,
artists and students for internships and training.
