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FROM CONSTITUTION TO STRASBOURG:
ASSESSING FREEDOM OF ASSOCIATION IN UKRAINE
AND FRANCE THROUGH THE COUNCIL OF EUROPE STANDARDS

INTRODUCTION

Freedom of association stands as a principle of any pluralist democratic
state, functioning as a vital mechanism for collective action, political
representation, and the protection of individual interests. Within the broader
European legal architecture, the definitive standard for this fundamental right
is established by the Council of Europe. The operative legal guarantee is
enshrined in Article 11 of the European Convention on Human Rights
(ECHR), the comprehensive jurisprudence of which has established robust
negative duties to refrain from interference and positive obligations to
proactively ensure the effective enjoyment of the right.

This paper undertakes a critical assessment of how the right to freedom of
association is legislated, implemented, and protected across two contrasting
legal systems: France, representing a long-established Western European
liberal democracy with deep-rooted civil society traditions, and Ukraine, a
nation actively engaged in legal and administrative convergence with
European standards following years of post-Soviet transition. This
comparison provides a crucial lens through which to evaluate the practical
challenges inherent in realizing constitutional rights when measured against
the binding authority of Strasbourg.

To facilitate this assessment, the analysis is structured around four
interconnected components. First, the paper examines the foundational
national legal instruments, including Articles 36 and 37 of the Ukrainian
Constitution, and the fundamental principles of the French legal framework
(such as the 1901 Law), alongside main domestic legislation governing
associations. Second, it analyses key ECtHR judgments, contrasting the
bureaucratic failures highlighted in Ukrainian cases (Koretskyy and Others v.
Ukraine, Trofymchuk v. Ukraine) with the French application of the
proportionality test in matters of dissolution and financial regulation
(Association des Anciens Eléves de I'ENSAE v. France, and Ayoub and
Others v. France). Third, the paper incorporates relevant Council of Europe
soft law, specifically Recommendation CM/Rec(2007)14, which provides
non-binding guidance on the legal status of non-governmental organisations
(NGOs).
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By mapping the path "From Constitution to Strasbourg," this study aims
to elucidate the discrepancies between national guarantees and the practical,
enforceable requirements of the Convention, ultimately demonstrating that
while the specific regulatory and administrative challenges differ, the uniform
benchmark for effective associative freedom remains the demanding
proportionality test of the ECtHR.

1. Constitutional Acts of France and Ukraine of the Freedom
of Association

The 1996 Constitution of Ukraine includes several articles that do not
directly regulate non-governmental organizations but are crucial for their
establishment and operation. These are mainly articles in Section II, which
protect personal, political, social, cultural, and environmental human rights:
Article 34 (freedom of thought and speech), Article 35 (freedom of belief and
religion), Article 38 (right to participate in managing state affairs), Article 39
(right to peaceful assembly without weapons, including meetings, rallies,
marches, and demonstrations), Article 40 (right to submit individual or
collective written appeals or personally address state authorities, local
governments, and their officials), Article 44 (partly covering the right to
strike), Article 49 (partly covering physical culture and sports, as well as
organizations for people with disabilities), Article 50 (mainly the right to
information about the environment, food quality, and household items, and
the right to share this information), Article 54 (mainly freedom of creativity),
and others.

Additionally, the Constitution of Ukraine includes two articles directly
related to NGOs. First, Article 36. According to its Part 1, “Ukrainian citizens
have the right to freedom of association in political parties and public
organizations to exercise and protect their rights and freedoms and to satisfy
political, economic, social, cultural, and other interests, except for restrictions
established by law in the interests of national security, public order, public
health, or the protection of the rights and freedoms of others.!” Currently, the
Law of Ukraine “On Public Associations” contradicts this norm in two key
aspects:

NGOs can be formed and joined not only by Ukrainian citizens but also
by other individuals. This provision in the Law does not align with the
Constitution but complies with European standards, such as Article 11 of the
1950 European Convention on Human Rights.

NGOs can operate not only to protect the rights and interests of their
founders or members but also to benefit third parties who are not founders or
members. Again, this provision contradicts the Constitution but aligns with

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European standards, such as points 8, 10—14 of the Fundamental Principles on
the Status of Non-Governmental Organisations in Europe, adopted on July 5,
2002, by participants of a multilateral meeting organized by the Council of
Europe, along with its Explanatory Memorandum.

Part 2 of Article 36 focuses solely on political parties, and Part 3 on trade
unions. Part 4 states that “no one may be forced to join any citizens’
association or face restrictions for belonging or not belonging to political
parties or public organizations,” while Part 5 emphasizes that “all citizens’
associations are equal before the law.” The use of the outdated term “citizens’
associations” in these parts of Article 36 raises concerns?. While the meaning
is clear, updating this terminology during future constitutional amendments
would be advisable to eliminate inaccuracies.

Article 37 of the Constitution, in Part 1, prohibits the establishment and
activities of NGOs whose “programmatic goals or actions aim at eliminating
Ukraine’s independence, changing the constitutional order by force, violating
the sovereignty and territorial integrity of the state, undermining its security,
illegally seizing state power, promoting war or violence, inciting interethnic,
racial, or religious hatred, or infringing on human rights and freedoms or
public health.” Part 3 of Article 37 states that “public organizations cannot
have paramilitary formations,” and Part 5 specifies that “the prohibition of
citizens’ associations is carried out only through a court decision.” The same
terminological concerns about “citizens’ associations” apply to Article 37, but
otherwise, it raises no significant issues.

Another negative trend that hinders aligning Ukraine’s constitutional law
with European standards is the specific mention of certain types of
organizations in the Constitution, such as trade unions (Part 3, Article 36) and
consumer organizations (Part 4, Article 42).

Based on the analysis of Articles 36 and 37, it can be concluded that NGOs
in Ukraine are formed through the exercise of the collective right to freedom
of association. This right is now recognized as an inalienable natural right of
individuals and is traditionally classified as a personal right, both under
Ukraine’s Constitution and European human rights standards. This marks a
significant step away from the Soviet past, when the right to form NGOs was
considered a political freedom at the constitutional level.

It should also be noted that Articles 36 and 37 have not been interpreted
by the Constitutional Court of Ukraine. As for European judicial practice
related to these provisions, it is reflected in decisions of the European Court
of Human Rights (ECHR) concerning violations of the 1950 European

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Convention on Human Rights. Article 11 of the Convention, titled “Freedom
of Assembly and Association,” addresses these rights.

The combination of freedom of association and freedom of peaceful
assembly in the Convention is logical, especially for NGOs. First, to establish
an NGO, such as a public association, founders must hold a constituent
meeting (Part 1, Article 9 of the Law of Ukraine “On Public Associations” of
March 22, 2012). Second, the meetings of an NGO, which serve as its highest
governing body, are essentially peaceful assemblies of its members.
Therefore, when studying freedom of association, significant attention should
be paid to freedom of assembly. However, when researching freedom of
assembly, the need to analyze freedom of association depends on the case. For
instance, when rallies or pickets are organized by political parties, NGOs, or
religious organizations involving their members, the link between freedom of
association and freedom of assembly is clear. But when a picket or rally is
initiated by an “unorganized public,” such as workers of a company or
residents of a neighborhood not united in a trade union or NGO, this link may
be absent.

Thus, it is appropriate to discuss “freedom of assembly and freedom of
association” together, as forming an association without holding meetings is
impossible in Ukraine and most other countries.

The 1958 Constitution of France includes several provisions that do not
directly address NGOs but are essential for their creation and activities®. These
mainly come from the Declaration of the Rights of Man and of the Citizen of
1789, which is part of France's constitutional framework®, as well as the
Preamble to the 1946 Constitution. Key examples include Article 4 of the
1789 Declaration (freedom to do anything that does not harm others), Article
10 (freedom of opinion, including religious views), Article 11 (freedom to
communicate thoughts and opinions), and principles from the 1946 Preamble
on the right to strike, health protection, and cultural rights. These support
NGOs by enabling free expression, assembly, and collective action in areas
like social, environmental, and cultural issues.

In addition, France's constitutional framework recognizes freedom of
association as a fundamental principle, though it is not explicitly stated in the
1958 Constitution's main text. The Constitutional Council affirmed this right
in its landmark decision of July 16, 1971, drawing from the 1789 Declaration
and 1946 Preamble’, stating that freedom of association is essential to

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democracy and human rights. The primary law regulating NGOs is the Law
of July 1, 1901, on the Contract of Association, which allows citizens and
foreigners to form associations freely for non-profit purposes, such as cultural,
sports, or humanitarian goals, with simple declaration requirements. This law
aligns well with European standards, like Article 11 of the 1950 European
Convention on Human Rights.

2. Laws on Associations in Ukraine and in France

The Law of Ukraine "On Public Associations": A Regulatory Shift
Towards Civic Empowerment

The Law of Ukraine "On Public Associations"®, formally adopted on
March 22, 2012, and effective from 2013, represents a watershed moment in
Ukrainian civil legislation. Its primary objective was to enact the
constitutional right to freedom of association by dismantling the antiquated
and highly restrictive regulatory model it replaced. The Law establishes a
comprehensive legal and procedural framework designed to foster a robust
and autonomous civil society sector, thereby aligning Ukraine's legal
landscape with European standards for democratic governance and non-state
actor participation.

Formal Definitions and Structural Differentiation

The statute clearly defines a Public Association (PA) as a voluntary, non-
profit union of individuals and/or private law legal entities, formed to advance
and safeguard rights, freedoms, and various public interests (e.g., social,
economic, cultural, environmental). The crucial definitional constraint is the
exclusion of profit generation as a primary objective. The Law mandates two
distinct forms: the Public Organisation, whose membership and founders are
exclusively physical persons (individuals), and the Public Union, which
permits private law legal entities as its founders, with both entities and
individuals eligible for membership. This structural distinction acknowledges
the diversity of civil society and facilitates sectoral collaboration.
Furthermore, the legislation grants PAs the flexibility to operate either with or
without the status of a legal entity, though possessing this status designates
the association as a non-entrepreneurial society subject to stricter accounting
and reporting requirements.

Principles of Operation and Governance

The operational framework of PAs is anchored in core principles that
underscore their democratic nature. These include the principle of
voluntariness, which ensures that participation is entirely self-determined and
that state bodies cannot leverage membership status to affect citizens' rights

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or privileges. Self-government guarantees internal autonomy, allowing PAs to
independently determine their governance structures and activities as
prescribed by their own Statutes. The Law notably eliminated mandatory
territorial classifications, establishing the principle of a free choice of the
territory for operation, empowering associations to scale their activities based
on need rather than bureaucratic limits. Crucially, the absence of property
interest strictly prohibits any distribution of the association’s assets or income
to its members or founders, reinforcing the non-profit mandate. Finally, the
principles of transparency and publicity impose an obligation on PAs to ensure
open access to information regarding their operations and financial status,
promoting accountability to both members and the broader public.

Registration Process and Permitted Activities

The Law significantly streamlined the formation process by introducing a
simplified, declarative registration procedure, moving away from the
cumbersome permit system of the past. The requirement for founders is
minimal-a minimum of two individuals for a Public Organisation or two
private law entities for a Public Union. Registration is a process handled by
the Ministry of Justice or delegated administrative centres, focused primarily
on reviewing the compliance of the foundational documents, particularly the
Statute, with the law. While restricted from being political parties, PAs are
permitted to engage in broad public political advocacy to achieve their goals.
A key provision allows PAs to conduct economic activities only as an
auxiliary function, provided the revenue generated is exclusively used to fund
the association's core non-profit statutory objectives. This balance between
non-profit mission and operational sustainability is vital for the sector's long-
term health and its active role in national life and international engagement.

The French Law of July 1, 1901: The Foundation of Associative Freedom

The French Law of July 1, 1901, relative to the contract of association (Loi
relative au contrat d'association) is a piece of legislation that fundamentally
established the principle of freedom of association in France’. Over a century
old, it remains the primary legal instrument governing the vast majority of
non-profit organisations in the country. This statute is distinguished by its
highly liberal framework, contrasting sharply with the restrictive regimes that
preceded it, thereby empowering citizens to pool their efforts for non-
commercial purposes with minimal state interference.

Article 1 of the 1901 Law defines an association as a convention
(agreement) by which two or more persons permanently pool their knowledge
or activities for a purpose other than to share profits. This definition
emphasises two critical legal characteristics: the contractual nature of the

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association, meaning its validity is governed by general contract law
principles, and the non-profit objective, making the prohibition of distributing
financial benefits among members the fundamental distinction between an
association and a commercial company. The term "permanently" highlights
the long-term, ongoing nature of the members' commitment. Should an
association's activities lead to a significant financial surplus that is not
reinvested in its non-profit purpose, it risks being reclassified as a de facto
commercial company by tax or judicial authorities.

The Law champions the principle of free formation: associations can be
formed freely without prior authorisation or declaration. However, to acquire
legal capacity (personnalité morale), which allows the association to contract,
receive subsidies, open a bank account, or initiate legal action, the founders
must undertake a simple declaration process. This declarative formality is
made at the Préfecture (local government office) where the association's
headquarters are located and includes furnishing the title, objective, address,
and the names of the administrators, along with copies of the statutes. Legal
personality is acquired upon the publication of an excerpt of the declaration in
the Journal Officiel des Associations et Fondations d'Entreprise (JOAFE).
This swift, non-discretionary process underscores the law's liberal spirit, as
authorities cannot refuse registration, only challenge the legality of the
association's purpose in court post-factum.

A key feature of the 1901 Law is the wide degree of organisational and
contractual freedom granted to the founders. The Law is deliberately silent on
the internal governance structures (e.g., the necessity of a Board of Directors,
a President, or specific meeting requirements), leaving the definition of
leadership bodies, their powers, and the rules for member admission and
withdrawal entirely to the Statutes. This freedom ensures the association's
structure perfectly matches its specific goals and membership. While the non-
profit principle is absolute regarding the distribution of profits, associations
are permitted to engage in economic activities that generate revenue, provided
the profits are strictly and entirely reinvested to achieve the association's stated
non-profit purpose. Furthermore, the Law provides avenues for associations
to acquire greater rights, such as the capacity to receive donations and
legacies, through a specific procedure leading to "recognition of public utility"
(reconnaissance d'utilit¢é publique), which subjects them to stricter state
oversight. The ease of formation and the inherent operational flexibility have
contributed immensely to the proliferation of a diverse and highly
decentralised French civil society.

The enduring significance of the French Law of 1901 on the contract of
association stems precisely from its initial, radical liberalism, making it highly
adaptable to modern social and economic contexts. Despite its age, it remains
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the backbone of a vibrant civil society, although it is not immune to
contemporary criticism, particularly regarding the increasing state control and
the complexity of financial regulations.

The 1901 Law's sustained relevance is deeply rooted in the fundamental
democratic principles it enshrined:

— the core principle that an association can be formed by just two people
without requiring any prior authorisation is immensely valuable. This low
barrier to entry fosters spontaneity and allows citizens to rapidly address new
social issues or collective interests, driving innovation in the social sector,
particularly in areas like environmentalism or consumer rights. The formality
of declaration is merely a condition for obtaining legal capacity, not for
existence.

— by defining the association as a simple contract, the Law grants founders
exceptional flexibility in drafting the Statutes, which serve as the internal
rulebook. This self-governance allows groups to tailor their internal decision-
making structures (e.g., General Assembly, Board, etc.) to their specific needs
and size, which is a major advantage over the rigid structures mandated for
commercial entities.

— the strict prohibition against the sharing of benefits among members
remains the central legal safeguard of the non-profit model. This clear
distinction from commercial activity has preserved the integrity of the sector,
ensuring that associations, even those with substantial economic activity,
serve a collective or public interest rather than private enrichment.

Modern Criticisms and Regulatory Challenges

While celebrated for its liberalism, the 1901 Law faces several points of
criticism in the 21st century:

— the Law's simplicity becomes a drawback for large associations that
manage substantial budgets, employ staff, and engage in significant economic
activity. These organisations often find themselves subject to a patchwork of
subsequent regulations (e.g., fiscal, social, and accounting obligations) that
overlay the original text, leading to complexity. For instance, while the
original law allows for cash-based accounting, large associations or those
receiving public subsidies must comply with much stricter, company-like
accounting rules.

— associations seeking the enhanced legal capacity of recognition of public
utility (allowing them to receive donations and legacies) face a demanding
and highly political administrative procedure. Critics argue this high-
threshold status is exclusive, often favouring large, established, and centrally
controlled non-profits, thus perpetuating inequality within the sector.

— a more recent criticism focuses on the introduction of mechanisms that
are perceived as undermining the sector's autonomy. The 2021 law against
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"separatism" notably introduced the "Republican Commitment Contract"
(Contrat d'engagement républicain — CER), which associations must sign to
qualify for public funding. Critics argue this contract creates a relationship of
subordination rather than partnership, as it conditions vital public resources
on adherence to state-defined principles, potentially stifling the freedom of
expression and advocacy, particularly for associations that challenge
government policy. This represents a modern tension between the liberal core
of'the 1901 Law and the state's desire for greater oversight of public funds and
republican values.

3. Council of Europe standards and relevant case law
of the European Court of Human Rights

The Council of Europe standard for the protection of associations is
primarily established by Article 11 of the European Convention on Human
Rights (ECHR). This article unequivocally guarantees "the right to freedom
of peaceful assembly and to freedom of association with others," an
indispensable right for the functioning of a democratic state. The
jurisprudence of the European Court of Human Rights (ECtHR) interprets
Article 11 broadly, imposing both negative and positive obligations on
member states regarding non-profit organisations, political parties, and trade
unions.

The ECtHR views the right to associate as a fundamental and
comprehensive right that extends beyond mere formation. The Court has
established that genuine and effective respect for this freedom entails several
key dimensions:

Member states bear a negative obligation to refrain from undue
interference with an association's operation. However, the ECtHR has also
identified a positive obligation on the state, which requires domestic
authorities to take reasonable and appropriate measures to ensure that the
rights guaranteed under Article 11 can be enjoyed effectively. This includes
providing an effective legal framework that enables the acquisition of legal
personality through a non-arbitrary registration process. The freedom to
associate is deemed "illusory" if it does not include this right to form a legally
recognised body.

The protection afforded by Article 11 is not limited to the founding
members but extends to the association itself as a legal entity and covers its
entire life cycle and all its legitimate activities. The Court's case law
establishes that the right encompasses necessary practical corollaries, such as
the ability of trade unions to engage in collective bargaining and the negative
freedom of association-the right of an individual not to be compelled to join a
particular body. Furthermore, the ECHR framework ensures that associations,
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even those with controversial or dissenting goals, are protected, provided their
aims are pursued peacefully and democratically.

Proportionality Test for Restrictions

As a qualified right, the freedom of association is subject to restrictions,
provided they adhere to the strict three-part test set forth in Article 11,
paragraph 2. Any interference must satisfy the requirements of legality and
necessity:

1) Prescribed by Law: The restriction must be clearly stipulated in
domestic law.

2) Legitimate Aim: The interference must be strictly for one of the
enumerated purposes: national security, public safety, prevention of disorder
or crime, protection of health or morals, or the protection of the rights and
freedoms of others.

3) Necessary in a Democratic Society: This requirement demands that the
measure be proportionate to the legitimate aim pursued, responding to a
"pressing social need." The member state is afforded a limited "margin of
appreciation," but the Court retains ultimate authority to assess whether the
restriction is justified.

In practice, the ECtHR has determined that the dissolution of a political
party or an NGO-the most severe restriction-is only justifiable in exceptional
circumstances, specifically when the organisation incites violence, racial
hatred, or poses a direct and verifiable threat to the fundamental principles of
democracy. Mere political dissent or the desire to suppress controversial but
peaceful goals is insufficient to justify such an extreme measure.

Part 2 of Article 11 of the Convention allows restrictions on these
freedoms, stating that “the exercise of these rights shall not be subject to any
restrictions except those prescribed by law and necessary in a democratic
society in the interests of national or public safety, for the prevention of
disorder or crime, for the protection of health or morals, or for the protection
of the rights and freedoms of others.” This article also permits lawful
restrictions on these rights for members of the armed forces, police, or state
administration®. Therefore, the Convention’s authors view freedom of
association and freedom of assembly as closely linked, with identical
restrictions.

This perspective should also guide the analysis of ECHR case law: when
examining decisions on freedom of association, it is useful to consider related
cases on freedom of assembly. According to S. V. Shevchuk, ECHR case law

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is a law of principles®. Thus, if principles are articulated in ECHR decisions
or other Council of Europe documents, they are considered European
standards for NGOs. If not, they are not regarded as such. Under the Law of
Ukraine “On the Execution of Decisions and Application of the Practice of
the European Court of Human Rights” of February 23, 2006, Ukrainian courts
must apply ECHR case law as a source of law.

However, only a few ECHR decisions specifically or primarily concern
NGOs. Scholars often highlight the case of Koretskyy and Others v. Ukraine
(2008) as the only significant ECHR case involving Ukraine’s NGOs. In fact,
there are two relevant decisions:

— Koretskyy and Others v. Ukraine (2008);

— Trofymchuk v. Ukraine (2011).

In Koretskyy and Others v. Ukraine (2008), the applicants tried for nearly
two years to register an NGO but eventually gave up, liquidated it, and
appealed to the ECHR. The ECHR found that the state’s interference with the
applicants’ rights was unlawful, violating Article 11, and awarded each
applicant €1,500 in non-pecuniary damages.

This landmark judgment delivered a crucial interpretation of Article 11 of
the Convention, specifically addressing how prolonged administrative
obstruction constitutes a fundamental violation of the freedom of association.
The case centered on a group of applicants who sought to establish an NGO
with the objective of promoting public legal awareness and protection of
citizens' rights.

The substantive violation in Koretskyy did not arise from an official,
formal prohibition of the association by the Ukrainian State, but rather from a
cumulative sequence of bureaucratic obstacles that amounted to a de facto
denial of the right to associate. Over a period approaching two years, the
applicants repeatedly submitted their statutory documents to the Ministry of
Justice, only to face continuous refusals and demands for minor, often
repetitive, amendments. This iterative and seemingly endless registration
process effectively prevented the association from obtaining legal personality
and commencing its planned activities. Ultimately, exhausted by the
administrative ordeal and the lack of finality, the applicants were compelled
to liquidate the unregistered entity and appeal to Strasbourg.

In its reasoning, the ECtHR affirmed that the protection afforded by
Article 11 includes the positive obligation on contracting states to ensure that
the legal framework governing associations is not merely theoretical, but
practical and effective in its application. The Court found that the persistent
delays and the Ministry’s failure to grant registration within a reasonable

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timeframe-or provide a clear, final refusal that could be easily challenged-
constituted a significant and disproportionate interference with the applicants’
rights. Although the interference was based on legislative provisions
regarding registration formalities, the application of those laws was so
arbitrary and excessive that it failed the Article 11 test for being "necessary in
a democratic society." The state’s actions prevented the group from operating
as a legal entity and accessing the benefits associated with registered status,
effectively undermining the very essence of the freedom of association.

The ruling is highly significant for reinforcing the principle that
administrative run-around and bureaucratic obstruction are equivalent to a
formal prohibition when they prevent an association from functioning
effectively. By awarding each applicant €1,500 in non-pecuniary damages, the
Court tangibly demonstrated that states are accountable for the psychological
distress and effort wasted due to excessively arbitrary or protracted
registration procedures, thus strengthening the procedural safeguards essential
for a healthy civil society.

In Trofymchuk v. Ukraine (2011), the case had an indirect connection to
freedom of association. Kateryna Trofymchuk initiated the formation of a
trade union at KTP “Komunenerhiya” and organized a picket to defend
workers’ rights to unpaid wages at the bankrupt Rivneteplokomunenergo. She
was reprimanded for arriving late to work after the picket and, following a
prior reprimand for safety violations, was dismissed for repeated failure to
perform duties. Trofymchuk challenged her dismissal in court, but the Rivne
City Court rejected her claim twice, and neither appellate nor cassation courts
overturned the decision. The ECHR examined whether her dismissal was
genuinely due to labor violations or retaliation for her activism. The Court
found no evidence that her freedom of association (forming or joining a trade
union) was restricted, but it identified interference with her freedom of
peaceful assembly. However, the ECHR concluded that the action was a
strike, not a picket, and lacked evidence that Trofymchuk balanced her rights
with her employer’s interests, so no violation of Article 11 was found.

In conclusion, Articles 36 and 37 of Ukraine’s Constitution, which directly
address the formation and operation of NGOs, do not fully align with
European human rights standards, including the 1950 European Convention
on Human Rights. The ECHR cases Koretskyy and Others v. Ukraine (2008)
and Trofymchuk v. Ukraine (2011) highlight practical challenges in realizing
the constitutional right to freedom of association in Ukraine.

The two cases below demonstrate the ECtHR’s scrutiny of French law and
administrative practice, particularly concerning the registration, dissolution,
and financial rights of associations and trade unions under the umbrella of
Article 11 of the ECHR.
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The ECtHR’s interpretation of Article 11, particularly in cases involving
France, defines the strict limits of state intervention concerning associations.
Following the principle established in Sidiropoulos (1998) that the right to
form a legal entity is inherent to the freedom of association, and the distinction
regarding financial advantages confirmed in Association des Anciens Eléves
de 'ENSAE (2012), the Court has also addressed the core issue of dissolution
and the state's use of force.

The Ayoub and Others v. France (2009) case is significant because it
directly examined the French government's power to dissolve associations
whose members engage in violence and public disorder, and whether this
power, as applied, met the demanding "necessary in a democratic society" test
under Article 11(2).

The case involved several far-right associations that were dissolved by
decrees of the French Council of Ministers under Article L. 212-1 of the
Internal Security Code. The dissolution was justified by the domestic
authorities on the grounds that these groups were of a paramilitary nature and
had been involved in violent acts, public order disturbances, and threats of
violence against individuals and property. The associations appealed the
dissolution, arguing that the measure violated their freedom of association.

The ECtHR found no violation of Article 11. The Court’s analysis
emphasised the following points:

— legitimate aim: the dissolution pursued the legitimate aims of preventing
disorder and crime and protecting the rights and freedoms of others.

— necessity and proportionality: the Court acknowledged that the
dissolution of an association is a drastic measure requiring the most
convincing and compelling reasons. However, the ECtHR stressed that
democracy cannot be reduced to a question of means; it requires respect for
its fundamental rules. Since the applicants' associations:

— displayed a paramilitary character (demonstrated by uniforms, military
training, and hierarchical structure).

— were systematically linked to violent and unlawful acts aimed at
intimidating opponents and disrupting public order.

— limited margin of appreciation: while the state has a limited margin of
appreciation in this area, the Court found that the French authorities had
established a sufficient factual basis to conclude that the associations'
activities posed a clear and present danger to the democratic order. The
dissolution was thus deemed a proportionate and necessary measure to prevent
violence and protect democratic institutions.

The Ayoub judgment confirms that while the freedom of association
protects dissenting or non-conformist groups, that protection is forfeited when
the group abandons the fundamental democratic principles of peaceful and
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non-violent means. It validates the state’s ability to act decisively against
groups that pose a genuine threat to public safety and the rights of others.

Association des Anciens Eléves de I'Ecole Nationale de la Statistique et de
I'Administration Economique (ENSAE) v. France (2012) — Financial
Constraints and Association Rights.

This case, which directly involved a French association, focused on the
state’s decision to withdraw a tax exemption-a fiscal advantage-due to the
association’s commercial activities, and whether this withdrawal amounted to
an interference with the freedom of association.

The applicant, the alumni association of the national school of statistics
(ENSAE), had operated for decades with tax-exempt status as a non-profit.
However, its significant commercial activities, such as publishing and
operating a paid employment service, led the French tax authorities to revoke
the exemption, applying corporate taxes instead. The association argued that
this action threatened its financial viability and therefore violated its right to
association under Article 11.

The ECtHR found no violation of Article 11, reasoning that:

1. The withdrawal of a fiscal advantage (tax exemption) did not prevent
the association from existing, operating, or pursuing its non-profit goals. The
association remained free to carry out all its activities, albeit under a different
tax regime.

2. Financial benefits are generally considered privileges granted by the
state, and their withdrawal, when justified by national tax law (i.e., due to
excessive commercial activity), does not constitute an interference with the
right to associate. The imposition of taxes necessary to ensure fair competition
with commercial enterprises was deemed a proportionate measure.

This ruling clarifies the distinction between the fundamental right to
associate and the right to financial benefits. It confirms that a state may
regulate the commercial and fiscal aspects of an association's operation to
ensure fairness without violating the core human right guaranteed by
Article 11, provided the measure is non-discriminatory and proportionate.

4. Council of Europe Soft Law on NGOs:
Recommendation CM/Rec(2007)14 and the Fundamental Principles
The Council of Europe has developed important guidelines to support
NGOs. These standards aim to create a strong legal environment for NGOs,
allowing them to operate freely while respecting democratic values. Below, I
explain the two main ones you mentioned: Recommendation
CM/Rec(2007)14 and the Fundamental Principles on the Status of Non-
Governmental Organisations in Europe. Both build on Article 11 of the
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European Convention on Human Rights, which protects freedom of assembly
and association.

Recommendation CM/Rec(2007)14 on the Legal Status of Non-
Governmental Organisations in Europe: A Comprehensive Framework for
Civil Society

The Recommendation CM/Rec(2007)14 on the Legal Status of Non-
Governmental Organisations in Europe, adopted by the Council of Europe's
Committee of Ministers on October 10, 2007, stands as a pioneering
international instrument designed to shape national legislation concerning
NGOs'0. As the first document of its kind, it establishes a clear set of minimum
standards to guide member states in fostering an enabling environment for
NGOs, recognizing their indispensable role in nurturing civil society and
strengthening democratic principles. This framework responds to the diverse
challenges faced by NGOs across Europe, where varying legal systems and
political climates can either empower or restrict their activities. By providing
a unified approach, the Recommendation seeks to harmonize national
practices with the fundamental principles of freedom of association enshrined
in Article 11 of the 1950 European Convention on Human Rights (ECHR). Its
comprehensive guidelines cover the creation, operation, funding, and
oversight of NGOs, ensuring they can thrive as vital components of pluralistic
societies.

The core of Recommendation CM/Rec(2007)14 lies in its commitment to
simplifying the process of establishing NGOs. It emphasizes that individuals
and groups should be able to form NGOs without excessive bureaucratic
hurdles, advocating for a straightforward declaration process rather than
requiring prior state approval. This approach ensures that citizens can exercise
their right to associate freely, whether for cultural, social, environmental, or
other non-profit purposes. The Recommendation stresses that registration
procedures must be transparent, timely, and free from arbitrary obstacles,
allowing NGOs to quickly gain legal recognition. This principle is particularly
significant in countries where complex or discriminatory registration
processes have been used to suppress civil society initiatives. By setting a
clear standard, the Recommendation encourages states to remove unnecessary
barriers, thereby fostering an inclusive environment where diverse voices can
contribute to public discourse.

Once established, NGOs must enjoy full legal personality, a cornerstone
of the Recommendation’s framework. This legal status grants NGOs rights
comparable to those of other entities, such as the ability to own property, enter

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contracts, and engage in legal proceedings. Such provisions ensure that NGOs
can operate effectively, whether managing resources, collaborating with
partners, or defending their interests in court. The Recommendation
underscores that NGOs should be treated equally under the law, without
discrimination based on their objectives or activities. This equality is crucial
for enabling NGOs to pursue their missions, whether they focus on human
rights advocacy, environmental protection, or community development. By
guaranteeing these rights, the Recommendation aligns with the broader
democratic principle that civil society organizations should operate
independently, free from undue state influence or favoritism.

Another critical aspect of Recommendation CM/Rec(2007)14 is its
emphasis on the financial autonomy and operational freedom of NGOs. It
explicitly states that NGOs should have the right to seek funding from any
legitimate source, including domestic and foreign donors, without facing
discriminatory restrictions. This provision is vital in contexts where
governments impose limits on foreign funding to curb the influence of NGOs
critical of state policies. The Recommendation also protects the right of NGOs
to engage in advocacy, education, and research, even when their views
challenge official government positions. This freedom is essential for NGOs
to act as watchdogs, holding authorities accountable and contributing to public
debates on issues like human rights or social justice. By safeguarding these
activities, the Recommendation reinforces the role of NGOs as catalysts for
democratic engagement and societal progress, ensuring they can operate
without fear of retaliation or censorship.

The Recommendation also addresses the sensitive issue of NGO oversight
and dissolution, advocating for strict limits on state interference. It stipulates
that only a court, through a fair and transparent judicial process, can dissolve
an NGO, and only for serious reasons, such as engaging in illegal activities
that threaten public order or national security. This judicial safeguard prevents
arbitrary closures by governments, which have been a concern in some
Council of Europe member states. The Recommendation calls on states to
avoid excessive monitoring or control, ensuring that oversight mechanisms
are proportionate and do not undermine the independence of NGOs. This
balance reflects the principles of necessity and proportionality outlined in the
ECHR, particularly in Article 11, which allows restrictions on freedom of
association only when they are lawful and necessary in a democratic society.

Accompanying the Recommendation is an explanatory memorandum that
provides a detailed rationale for its provisions, linking them to the case law of
the ECtHR. This memorandum clarifies how the standards align with ECHR
principles, drawing on landmark cases that address violations of freedom of
association. For example, it references cases where states have imposed unjust
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restrictions on NGOs, helping to contextualize the need for clear legal
protections. The memorandum serves as a practical guide for governments
and NGOs, offering insights into how the standards can be implemented in
diverse national contexts. It also underscores the Recommendation’s role as a
tool for advocacy, enabling NGOs to challenge restrictive laws by citing a
recognized European framework.

The Recommendation has had a significant impact, particularly in
countries where civil society faces legal or political challenges. NGOs and
legal experts frequently cite it to oppose restrictive legislation, such as laws
limiting foreign funding or imposing burdensome reporting requirements. In
countries like Russia and Hungary, where anti-NGO measures have been
enacted, the Recommendation has served as a benchmark for assessing
compliance with European standards. The Council of Europe’s Expert
Council on NGO Law, established to monitor implementation, regularly
references CM/Rec(2007)14 in its country reviews, offering
recommendations to align national laws with these standards. These reviews
highlight both progress and setbacks, encouraging member states to
strengthen their legal frameworks for NGOs.

The ongoing relevance of Recommendation CM/Rec(2007)14 lies in its
adaptability to contemporary challenges. As new issues emerge, such as
digital activism or the impact of anti-terrorism laws on NGOs, the
Recommendation provides a flexible framework to address them. The Expert
Council’s recent reports, including those from 2020 to 2024, have expanded
its application to cover online activities and the misuse of financial
regulations, like those from the Financial Action Task Force (FATF), which
can inadvertently harm NGOs. By remaining responsive to these trends, the
Recommendation continues to serve as a vital tool for protecting civic space
across Europe, ensuring that NGOs can operate freely and contribute to
democratic societies.

Application in Ukraine

In Ukraine, Recommendation CM/Rec(2007)14 offers a valuable
framework for strengthening the legal environment for NGOs, though
challenges remain in aligning national practices with its standards. While
Articles 36 and 37 of the 1996 Constitution guarantee freedom of association,
the outdated term “citizens’ associations” and restrictions limiting NGO
membership to Ukrainian citizens conflict with the Recommendation’s call
for inclusive formation and equal treatment, as seen in cases like Koretskyy
and Others v. Ukraine (2008), where registration barriers violated ECHR
standards. The Law of Ukraine “On Public Associations” (2012) partially
addresses these issues by allowing non-citizens to form NGOs and operate for
third-party benefits, aligning with CM/Rec(2007)14, but further constitutional
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updates and consistent judicial enforcement are needed to fully meet these
European benchmarks, especially amid ongoing decentralization and
European integration efforts.

Application in France

In France, the legal framework for NGOs, primarily governed by the Law
of July 1, 1901, closely aligns with Recommendation CM/Rec(2007)14,
particularly in its simple declaration-based registration and recognition of
legal personality. However, recent laws, such as the 2021 Law to Strengthen
Respect for Republican Principles, have introduced stricter oversight, raising
concerns about potential misalignment with the Recommendation’s emphasis
on minimal state interference, as seen in ECtHR cases like Cissé v. France
(2002), where disproportionate restrictions on assembly were criticized.
France’s robust civil society benefits from the Recommendation’s principles,
but ongoing vigilance is needed to ensure that security-driven measures do not
undermine the autonomy and funding rights of NGOs, especially those critical
of state policies.

Fundamental  Principles on the Status of Non-Governmental
Organisations in Europe: A Cornerstone for Civil Society Empowerment

The Fundamental Principles on the Status of Non-Governmental
Organisations in Europe, adopted on July 5, 2002, during a multilateral
meeting organized by the Council of Europe in Strasbourg, represent a
foundational framework designed to strengthen the role of NGOs in
democratic societies''. Emerging from extensive consultations among
governments, NGOs, and legal experts, these principles were formally
endorsed by the CoE’s Committee of Ministers in 2003, signaling a collective
commitment to fostering vibrant civil society across Europe. Comprising 23
concise principles, the document serves as a guiding beacon for member states
to create legal environments that enable NGOs to operate freely and
effectively. Rooted in the core values of the 1950 European Convention on
Human Rights, particularly Article 11 on freedom of assembly and
association, the Fundamental Principles articulate a vision where NGOs are
recognized as essential partners in advancing democracy, human rights, and
public participation. Their non-binding, soft-law nature makes them a flexible
tool for inspiring national reforms, encouraging states to align their legal
systems with European standards while respecting diverse political and
cultural contexts.

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At the heart of the Fundamental Principles is the affirmation of freedom
of association as a universal right. The document emphasizes that individuals,
whether citizens or non-citizens, should be able to form or join NGOs for non-
profit purposes without facing undue state interference. This freedom is
crucial for enabling NGOs to pursue a wide range of objectives, from
environmental protection to social justice, without the threat of arbitrary
restrictions. The Principles clarify that any limitations on this right must be
strictly justified, such as to protect public order or the rights of others, and
must comply with the proportionality standards set by the ECHR. This focus
ensures that NGOs can emerge organically from the needs and aspirations of
communities, fostering grassroots initiatives that reflect diverse societal
interests. By prioritizing accessibility, the Principles encourage states to adopt
simple and inclusive processes for establishing NGOs, avoiding complex
bureaucratic hurdles that could stifle civil society development.

Equally significant is the emphasis on ensuring that NGOs enjoy equal
treatment under the law. The Fundamental Principles advocate for NGOs to
have the same legal rights and responsibilities as other entities, such as
businesses or public institutions. This includes the ability to acquire legal
personality, own property, enter contracts, and access judicial remedies. Such
provisions are vital for enabling NGOs to function effectively, whether they
are organizing community projects, advocating for policy changes, or
providing humanitarian aid. The Principles stress that NGOs should not face
discrimination based on their goals, activities, or affiliations, ensuring they
can operate on a level playing field. This commitment to equality reinforces
the democratic principle that all organizations, regardless of their focus,
contribute to a pluralistic society where diverse voices are heard and
respected.

Independence is another cornerstone of the Fundamental Principles,
reflecting the need for NGOs to operate autonomously from state control. The
document explicitly states that no one should be compelled to join an NGO or
face penalties for choosing not to participate. This protection is critical in
contexts where governments may pressure individuals to align with state-
approved organizations or discriminate against those involved in critical or
dissenting NGOs. The Principles also call for safeguards against excessive
state oversight, ensuring that NGOs can define their missions and activities
without fear of political interference. This independence empowers NGOs to
serve as watchdogs, holding governments accountable and advocating for
marginalized groups, thereby strengthening democratic governance and
public trust in civil society.

The Fundamental Principles also address the balance between
transparency and autonomy in NGO operations. While recognizing the
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importance of accountability, the document advocates for minimal regulatory
requirements, such as basic financial reporting, to ensure public trust without
burdening NGOs with excessive controls. This approach prevents states from
using transparency as a pretext to suppress NGOs, a concern in some
European countries where restrictive laws have targeted civil society. The
Principles encourage governments to consult NGOs when drafting laws that
affect them, fostering a collaborative relationship between state authorities
and civil society. This participatory approach ensures that legislation reflects
the practical needs of NGOs, enhancing their ability to contribute to policy-
making and societal development.

As a soft-law instrument, the Fundamental Principles are not legally
binding but have significantly influenced subsequent CoE frameworks,
notably Recommendation CM/Rec(2007)14 on the Legal Status of Non-
Governmental Organisations in Europe. They also complement earlier
documents, such as the 1986 European Convention on the Recognition of the
Legal Personality of International Non-Governmental Organisations (ETS
No. 124), which remains relevant for cross-border NGO activities. The
Principles’ impact extends beyond their text, as they have inspired national
reforms and served as a reference for NGOs challenging restrictive laws in
countries like Russia, Hungary, or Turkey. The CoE’s Expert Council on
NGO Law frequently uses the Principles in its annual reviews to assess
member states’ compliance, offering recommendations to address gaps in
legal protections. These reviews highlight the Principles’ role as a practical
tool for advocacy, helping NGOs navigate complex legal landscapes.

The enduring relevance of the Fundamental Principles lies in their
adaptability to emerging challenges. Since their adoption, issues such as
digital activism, restrictions on foreign funding, and the impact of anti-
terrorism measures have posed new threats to NGOs'2. The Principles provide
a flexible framework to address these concerns, advocating for protections that
allow NGOs to operate online and access diverse funding sources. Recent CoE
reports, including those from 2020 to 2024, have built on the Principles to
address issues like the misuse of financial regulations (e.g., Financial Action
Task Force rules) that can inadvertently harm NGOs. By emphasizing
consultation and proportionality, the Principles remain a vital guide for
ensuring that NGOs can thrive in an evolving global context, contributing to
democratic resilience and human rights protection.

The Fundamental Principles have also fostered a broader culture of
partnership between states and civil society. By encouraging governments to
view NGOs as allies rather than adversaries, the document promotes dialogue

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and cooperation. This approach is particularly important in addressing
contemporary issues, such as migration or climate change, where NGOs often
play a critical role in delivering services and advocating for vulnerable
populations. The Principles’ call for inclusive policy-making processes
ensures that NGOs have a voice in shaping laws that affect them, reinforcing
their status as key stakeholders in democratic governance. This collaborative
model has inspired additional CoE initiatives, such as the 2017 Code of Good
Practice for Civil Participation, which further elaborates on how NGOs can
engage in public decision-making.

Application in Ukraine

In Ukraine, the Fundamental Principles provide a critical benchmark for
enhancing NGO legislation, particularly in light of Articles 36 and 37 of the
1996 Constitution, which guarantee freedom of association but use outdated
terminology and limit membership to citizens, conflicting with the Principles’
inclusive approach!’. While the 2012 Law “On Public Associations” aligns
with the Principles by allowing non-citizens to form NGOs and pursue broader
societal goals, as seen in cases like Koretskyy and Others v. Ukraine (2008),
registration barriers and inconsistent judicial practices highlight the need for
further reforms to fully embrace the Principles’ emphasis on equal treatment
and independence, especially as Ukraine advances toward European
integration and decentralization.

Application in France

In France, the Fundamental Principles are largely reflected in the liberal
framework of the 1901 Law on Associations, which facilitates easy formation
and grants NGOs legal personality, aligning with the Principles’ call for
accessibility and equality. However, recent measures, such as the 2021 Law
to Strengthen Respect for Republican Principles, introduce stricter oversight
that risks clashing with the Principles’ emphasis on minimal state interference,
as evidenced in Cissé v. France (2002), underscoring the need to balance
security concerns with the autonomy and participatory rights of NGOs in
France’s robust civil society.

CONCLUSIONS

In conclusion, this assessment has traced the trajectory of the right to
freedom of association from its constitutional enunciation in Ukraine and
France to its application through the binding and authoritative jurisprudence
of the European Court of Human Rights (ECHR). This study demonstrates

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that while robust constitutional and legislative frameworks exist in both
nations-such as the French 1901 Law and Articles 36 and 37 of the Ukrainian
Constitution-the true measure of effective associative freedom is determined
by the strict standards set in Strasbourg.

The comparative analysis highlighted a fundamental divergence in the
type of challenges faced by each state. In Ukraine, cases like Koretskyy
revealed systemic flaws in the state’s positive obligations. Excessive
administrative and bureaucratic obstruction was found to be functionally
equivalent to a prohibition, underscoring that a nominal constitutional right is
meaningless without prompt and non-arbitrary implementation procedures.
Furthermore, the Trofymchuk case underscored the difficulty of
distinguishing between protected collective action and unprotected unlawful
labor disruption.

Conversely, the French jurisprudence primarily concerned the application
of proportional restriction. The Ayoub judgment confirmed that the
dissolution of an association, despite being the most severe restriction, is
justifiable only when the group’s activities represent a demonstrable and
violent threat to democratic order, thereby strictly limiting the State's margin
of appreciation. Meanwhile, the ENSAE decision clarified that the withdrawal
of non-fundamental state benefits, like tax exemptions, does not typically
interfere with the core right to exist under Article 11.

Both national experiences are guided by the Council of Europe’s
supplementary standards, particularly Recommendation CM/Rec(2007)14,
which consistently advocates for clear, accessible, and non-discriminatory
legal frameworks. Therefore, the essential finding is that the demanding three-
part proportionality test embedded within Article 11(2) acts as the continuous,
non-negotiable benchmark for all member states. It compels states not only to
possess the right laws, but to apply them in a manner that is genuinely
necessary, proportionate, and reflective of a pluralist democratic society.

SUMMARY

This paper conducts a critical comparative analysis of the right to freedom
of association in Ukraine and France, assessing its implementation against the
definitive standards established by the European Convention on Human
Rights (ECHR). The study investigates the complex interplay between
national constitutional guarantees, domestic legal frameworks, and the
comprehensive jurisprudence of ECHR Article 11. Findings reveal a
significant divergence in the challenges faced by the two states regarding
compliance with European human rights standards. Ukraine primarily
struggles with systemic failures in fulfilling its positive obligations, where
bureaucratic obstruction, as illustrated by Koretskyy v. Ukraine, functions as
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an effective denial of the right to associate. Conversely, France's case law,
including Ayoub v. France, focuses on the strict application of the
proportionality test for severe restrictions, such as the dissolution of violent
groups. The analysis confirms that Council of Europe soft law, alongside the
ECHR, reinforces the necessity of clear and non-discriminatory legal
frameworks for non-governmental organisations. Ultimately, the research
concludes that the demanding three-part proportionality test embedded within
ECHR Article 11(2) acts as the continuous, non-negotiable benchmark,
compelling all member states to ensure the effective and functional protection
of associative freedom.

ENVIRONMENTAL HUMAN RIGHTS: CONSTITUTIONAL
GUARANTEES AND COUNCIL OF EUROPE STANDARDS

INTRODUCTION

Environmental human rights stand out as an independent group within the
system of constitutional human rights and have been extensively studied by
constitutional scholars who have developed a comprehensive doctrine of their
legal regulation, implementation, and protection.

The constitutional and legal aspects of environmental rights have been
explored in several dissertations and monographs, for instance: S.H.
Hrytskevych, «Constitutional Environmental Rights of a Human and Citizen
and Their Protection by the Internal Affairs Bodies» (Kyiv, 2002)! — the main
results of this study were published in leading academic journals and
presented at scientific and practical conferences [2, 3, 4, *]; L.B. Vasylchuk and
Yu.M. Bysaha, «Implementation of the Right to a Safe Environment for Life
and Health in Ukraine» (Uzhhorod, 2019)° — this monograph was based on

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several prior publications of the authors [7, 8, °]; and others. Separate studies

have addressed environmental rights as part of the broader system of
constitutional human rights, including A.Yu. Oliinyk, «The Constitutional and
Legal Mechanism for Ensuring Fundamental Human and Civil Freedoms in
Ukraine» (Kyiv, 2008)'%; and V.L. Fedorenko, «Constitutional Rights and
Freedoms of a Person and Their Guarantees and Protection in Ukraine» (Kyiv,
2020)'!, among others.

The development of such research demonstrates the growing importance
of environmental rights in modern constitutionalism, which is driven by global
environmental challenges such as climate change, biodiversity loss, resource
degradation, and the decline in environmental quality. These trends require
not only the formal recognition of such rights but also the creation of effective
mechanisms for their implementation and protection.

In Ukrainian constitutional law, environmental rights have special
significance because they combine features of both personal and socio-
economic rights, forming a link between the second and third generations of
human rights. Article 50 of the Constitution of Ukraine guarantees everyone
the right to a safe environment for life and health and to compensation for
damage caused by the violation of this right. However, the effective
realization of this right depends not only on citizens’ legal awareness but also
on the state’s role as a guarantor of environmental safety and on the influence
of European institutions.

Therefore, the European dimension of environmental rights becomes
especially relevant due to the evolution of standards within the Council of
Europe. The case law of the European Court of Human Rights (hereinafter -
ECtHR) demonstrates the gradual protection of environmental rights through
traditional ones, such as the right to life (Article 2 of the Convention), the right
to respect for private and family life (Article 8), and the right to peaceful
enjoyment of possessions (Article I of Protocol No. 1). The ECtHR
consistently recognizes that serious environmental pollution may constitute

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interference with these rights, thereby placing positive obligations on states to
prevent harm and ensure adequate protection for the population.

In addition to ECtHR practice, key references for developing
environmental rights within the Council of Europe include resolutions and
recommendations of the Parliamentary Assembly, the Committee of
Ministers, and the Council of Europe as a whole.

Thus, environmental human rights appear as one of the key elements of
the modern system of constitutional protection of rights and freedoms. Their
recognition, implementation, and enforcement are not only legal but also
civilizational challenges requiring coordinated efforts of states, international
organizations, and civil society institutions.

An important factor in the development of environmental rights within the
constitutional law of Ukraine is the growing role of international
environmental initiatives and standards, particularly those formed within the
framework of the Council of Europe, the European Union, and the United
Nations. Among them, the 1998 Aarhus Convention on Access to Information,
Public Participation in Decision-Making, and Access to Justice in
Environmental Matters, as well as the 1979 Bern Convention on the
Conservation of European Wildlife and Natural Habitats, hold special
significance. Their implementation into the national legal system not only
strengthens environmental guarantees but also increases the level of state
accountability to citizens in the field of environmental protection. In this
context, Ukraine acts not merely as a party to international agreements but as
an active participant in shaping new approaches to ensuring sustainable
development, based on the principles of transparency, participation, and legal
responsibility. Such processes gradually transform the nature of constitutional
and legal relations, turning environmental rights into an effective tool of
democratic control over the activities of both the state and the private sector.

Furthermore, the relevance of environmental rights has acquired a new
dimension under the current conditions of martial law in Ukraine. The armed
aggression has led to large-scale environmental disasters — pollution of soils
and water resources, destruction of industrial facilities, forests, and protected
natural areas. Under these circumstances, ensuring citizens’ environmental
rights goes beyond traditional mechanisms of constitutional protection,
requiring the creation of special legal instruments for recording, assessing, and
compensating environmental damage caused by military actions. At the same
time, these challenges strengthen the role of international institutions,
particularly the Council of Europe, in developing legal standards for post-
conflict environmental recovery. Thus, human environmental rights become
not only an element of the legal order but also a key factor in restoring
statehood, public security, and Ukraine’s European integration.
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1. Doctrinal Approaches to Understanding Environmental Rights

The establishment of environmental human rights as a distinct category
within the system of constitutional law is the result of the evolution of ideas
about the interconnection between human beings, society, and nature. In the
21st century, issues of environmental security have gained unprecedented
importance, as environmental pollution, depletion of natural resources, and
global climate change directly affect the quality of life, health, and well-being
of people. Therefore, environmental rights are increasingly viewed not only
as a legal but also as a moral, ethical, social, and civilizational phenomenon,
aimed at ensuring the harmonious coexistence of humans and nature. In this
context, the formation of the doctrine of environmental rights within the
science of constitutional law of Ukraine represents an important step toward
building a modern democratic, social, and rule-of-law state focused on
sustainable development and the preservation of the natural environment for
future generations.

The study of doctrinal approaches to understanding environmental rights
makes it possible to trace how the role of the individual in the system of
environmental relations is being reinterpreted. From classical concepts of the
«right to a clean environmenty, scholars are gradually moving toward a
broader understanding of environmental rights as a complex of entitlements
that combine the freedom to use natural resources, the right to access
environmental information, and the duty to participate in nature conservation.
Thus, environmental rights form an integrated system of interdependent
guarantees that unite individual, collective, and state interests. Their
development within the constitutional law of Ukraine reflects not only the
aspiration to meet European standards but also the establishment of a new
paradigm of human rights — a paradigm of solidarity, responsibility, and
ecological awareness.

Given the lack of a unified approach to defining environmental human
rights — due to their varying interpretations (for example, as «a measure of
possible behavior» according to L.K. Bairachna; as «guaranteed opportunities
for access to environmental information» according to T.M. Slinko; or as
«specific  constitutional possibilities of a person» according to
V.M. Beschasnyi and co-authors) — a systematic analysis is necessary to form
a comprehensive and modern definition of this concept.

In constitutional law, one of the most up-to-date definitions of
environmental rights is provided by the authors of the textbook Constitutional
Law of Ukraine -Beschasnyi V.M., Korniienko P.S., Shcherbyna V.I., and
Sotskyi A.M. They state that «Environmental rights are the opportunities of a
person and citizen related to a safe environmental setting. These include such
constitutional rights as: — the right to an environment safe for life and health;
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— the right to preserve the nation’s gene pool and minimize the effects of the
Chornobyl disaster; — the right to compensation for damage caused by the
violation of environmental rights» ['2, p.149]. This definition highlights the
connection between environmental rights, environmental safety, and human
health, allowing us to view them as part of the system of fundamental
constitutional guarantees.

N.I. Petretska, M.V. Bielova, and Zh.M. Yelienina offer a broader
understanding of this concept, linking it not only to safety but also to the
possibility of using the natural environment. They emphasize that
«Environmental rights are the possibilities (freedoms) of a person to use the
natural environment. This includes the right to a safe environment for life and
health, protection of health from its negative impact, compensation for
damage caused to health and property by environmental violations, and the
right to natural resource use. Environmental rights correspond to the
obligation of public authorities, enterprises, and organizations to take
measures aimed at environmental protection, prevention, and reduction of
harmful effects on humans and nature. Every citizen has the right to participate
in environmental assessments and to receive full and accurate information
about the state of the environment and its impact on health».'> Thus, the
authors emphasize the active role of individuals in environmental relations,
combining the rights and responsibilities of citizens and the state. In this sense,
environmental rights serve not only as guarantees of safety but also as tools
of civic participation and control.

A similar view is held by T.M. Slinko, who notes that «Environmental
rights ensure the provision to every person of the right to an environment safe
for life and health (the right to a safe environment, the right to free access to
information about the state of the environment, about the quality of food
products and consumer goods, the right to disseminate such information,
etc.)».'

S.H. Hrytskevych concludes that «Constitutional environmental rights and
freedoms are examined in relation to the very essence of a person as a physical
being. They are defined as a qualitatively new, independent group of
opportunities enshrined in the Constitution of Ukraine, aimed at satisfying
individual environmental (rather than political, material, or spiritual) needs
and interests. The core of these interests is the ability to live in an unpolluted

environment, in an ecologically balanced natural setting, to receive
environmentally clean products, and to obtain reliable information about them
and the state of the environment, as well as material and moral compensation
for harm caused to health and property by environmental violations». '3

Unlike the above definitions, some researchers approach environmental
rights from a more theoretical and legal standpoint. For instance,
L.K. Bairachna applies a theoretical-legal approach, noting that
“Environmental rights as a type of subjective rights represent a combined
measure of possible behavior in the field of ownership, use, reproduction, and
protection of the environment, and ensuring ecological safety».!® This
definition can be considered more universal and methodologically grounded,
as it allows environmental rights to be viewed as part of the broader system of
subjective human rights, emphasizing the balance between the interests of the
individual, society, and the state in environmental matters.

However, there remains some terminological uncertainty regarding the use
of the term «subjectivey, since environmental rights go beyond the individual
level. «The idea underlying the rights of the third generation is the idea of
solidarity»!”. Environmental rights can indeed be exercised by an individual,
but not solely due to personal status -rather, through belonging to a
community.

Thus, environmental rights constitute an independent group of
constitutional rights, with the right to a safe environment at their core. Based
on the concepts analyzed, the triad of environmental rights can be identified
as: the right to a safe environment, the right to information about it, and the
right to compensation for environmental harm.

To summarize the reviewed scholarly approaches and overcome existing
terminological inconsistencies, it is appropriate to formulate a comprehensive
definition of environmental human rights as a component of constitutional
human rights: Environmental human rights are the constitutionally and legally
guaranteed opportunities of an individual to live in an environment safe for
life and health, to receive reliable information about the state of the

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environment, to participate in decision-making affecting ecology, and to claim
compensation for damages caused by the violation of these rights, which
correspond to the state’s duty to ensure environmental protection and
ecological safety.

Hence, Ukrainian constitutional scholarship has formed a consistent
doctrine of environmental human rights encompassing their content, legal
nature, and mechanisms of realization and protection. Ukrainian scholars
emphasize that environmental rights represent a distinct group of
constitutional rights aimed at ensuring a safe environment, access to
environmental information, and citizen participation in environmental
decision-making. In modern constitutional doctrine, they are viewed as a key
element of the state’s ecological and social function.

Although environmental rights are related to the first and second
generations of human rights (since their realization depends on civil and
political rights of the first generation, and economic, social, and cultural rights
of the second), they should still be analyzed primarily within the framework
of third-generation rights, for the following reasons.

As already noted, the foundation of environmental rights lies in the idea of
solidarity. This means that third-generation rights have a collective nature, as
they belong not only to individuals but to society as a whole (for example, the
right to a safe environment, since the environment is a common resource).
Their purpose is the common good -the use of natural resources, mechanisms
of compensation, and access to information all contribute to a safe
environment for everyone. They are also interdependent -the exercise or
violation of rights by one person or group affects others’ ability to enjoy the
same rights (for instance, compensation for damage under Article 50 of the
Constitution restores individual rights and ensures balance between personal
and collective interests). Solidarity in access to information is also guaranteed,
enabling collective oversight.

As S.H. Hrytskevych rightly notes, «the collective nature of this right
presupposes its presence in every persony».'® Similarly, L.B. Vasylchuk and
Yu.M. Bysaha emphasize that «in terms of subjects, one can distinguish
between individual and collective forms of exercising the right to a safe
environment for life and health in Ukraine».'

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Thus, the modern understanding of environmental rights in constitutional
law combines the individual dimension of human safety with the collective
dimension of shared responsibility for the environment, reflecting the idea of
solidarity as the conceptual foundation of third-generation rights. This
demonstrates their dual nature — environmental rights simultaneously ensure
the protection of individual interests and the realization of the public good,
namely, a safe environment for life and health.

The analysis of doctrinal approaches to understanding environmental
rights indicates that they occupy a special place within the system of
constitutional human rights, combining features of personal, socio-economic,
and collective rights. Ukrainian scholarly doctrine has developed a stable
understanding of environmental rights as those that guarantee not only an
environment safe for life and health but also active citizen participation in
decision-making that affects the state of the natural environment.
Contemporary researchers view them as a legal instrument for ensuring
sustainable development, which promotes the realization of the state's
environmental function, raises the level of legal awareness among the
population, and fosters a culture of ecological responsibility.

Summarizing the scholarly approaches, it can be concluded that
environmental human rights are third-generation rights based on the idea of
solidarity and shared responsibility for the planet's future. They are not limited
to the national legal framework but are integrated into European and
international contexts, ensuring their universality and interstate significance.
The further development of the doctrine of environmental rights in Ukraine
should rely on a combination of national constitutional traditions with the
international environmental standards of the Council of Europe and the
European Union. This will not only strengthen the legal guarantees of
environmental safety but also establish Ukraine as a state committed to
sustainable development, ecological justice, and respect for fundamental
human rights.

2. Constitutional and Legislative Regulation in Ukraine

The current environmental situation in the world, in particular the threats
of climate change, environmental pollution, and depletion of natural
resources, raises the issue of the need for legal protection of human
environmental rights at the national level. The recognition of environmental
rights as an integral part of the human rights system is driven not only by
global challenges of sustainable development but also by the awareness of
collective responsibility for preserving the planet for future generations. In
this context, constitutional and legislative enshrinement of environmental
norms becomes essential, ensuring everyone’s right to an environment safe
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for life and health, access to environmental information, and participation in
decision-making regarding natural resource use. This approach not only
protects the interests of individual citizens but also promotes the formation of
a social and legal culture of ecological responsibility, the development of
collective natural resource management mechanisms, and the implementation
of sustainable development principles.

In Ukraine, the formation of the system of human environmental rights has
undergone a long historical path: from individual norms on rational use of
natural resources, recorded as early as in the «Ruska Pravda», to modern
comprehensive constitutional regulation and specialized legislation. This
development reflects the integration of the national legal system into the
international and European legal space, including the standards of the Council
of Europe and the European Union. Special attention is given to the role of
local self-government bodies, the public, and judicial authorities in ensuring
the implementation of environmental rights, particularly through law
enforcement, participation in local environmental processes, and protection of
rights in case of violations. This approach allows not only to consolidate the
human right to a safe environment but also to establish an effective
mechanism of interaction between the state and citizens in the field of
environmental protection and ensuring ecological safety.

When it comes to legal regulation, the very first environmental norms in
Ukraine can be traced back to «Ruska Pravda» -one of the earliest legal codes,
which already contained provisions on the protection of flora and fauna.
However, environmental rights as a distinct category of human rights in the
modern sense appeared much later -with the adoption of the Law of Ukraine
«On Environmental Protection» 2° in 1991, and were subsequently enshrined
in the 1996 Constitution of Ukraine, later gaining further development in other
legislative acts.

It is interesting to note that the Constitution of the Ukrainian Soviet
Socialist Republic (1937) did not mention such rights at all. This omission is
particularly notable given that, even during the period when that Constitution
was in force (until 07.05.1992), environmental issues had become a matter of
major public concern, especially after the Chernobyl disaster of 1986. The
1937 Constitution of the Ukrainian SSR mentioned environmental aspects
only indirectly, mainly in the context of rational use of natural resources (for
instance, Article 6 declared that «land and subsoil... are the property of the
people»). However, environmental rights as human rights were not recognized
or defined in any way.

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In contrast, the 1996 Constitution of Ukraine provides a robust legal
framework for environmental protection. It guarantees the right to ownership
of land (Article 12); the right to use natural resources belonging to the people
(Article 13); and the right to a safe environment for life and health, to
compensation for environmental harm, and to free access to environmental
information, including data on food and consumer goods safety, as well as the
right to disseminate such information, which cannot be classified as secret
(Article 50).

Thus, modern constitutional regulation in Ukraine creates a
comprehensive system of legal guarantees aimed at ensuring environmental
safety and the effective realization of everyone’s right to a healthy
environment. The inclusion of environmental rights in the Constitution
confirms their recognition as fundamental third-generation rights, focused on
protecting the collective interests of society as a whole.

Local self-government bodies possess significant potential in ensuring
environmental rights, as they directly interact with the population and natural
objects within their territories. Local communities are becoming not only the
objects but also the active subjects of environmental policy implementation —
through the introduction of energy efficiency programs, waste management
systems, and the restoration of green areas and water resources. The
constitutional right of citizens to participate in the management of state affairs
(Article 38 of the Constitution of Ukraine) in this context extends to
participation in local environmental processes — such as holding public
hearings, local referendums, and exercising public control over the activities
of enterprises. Thus, environmental rights are gradually moving into the
sphere of collective self-governance, where citizens share responsibility for
the preservation of the natural environment.

The further development of these rights is reflected in numerous Ukrainian
laws and by-laws. Among them, a central role belongs to the Law of Ukraine
«On Environmental Protection» 2!, which for the first time in independent
Ukraine laid the legal foundation for environmental human rights.

This law plays a key role in implementing constitutional environmental
guarantees, as it establishes the principles of environmental protection (Article
3), defines the environmental rights and duties of citizens (Section II), and
regulates access to environmental information (Section V). Together with
Article 50 of the Constitution, it forms a consistent and integrated legal
framework that ensures the right of every person to live in an environment
safe for life and health.

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At the same time, for the full realization of the idea of solidarity underlying
environmental rights, this law still requires further improvement — particularly
regarding mechanisms of public participation in environmental protection and
strengthening civic oversight.

The legislative foundation of environmental rights in Ukraine also
includes:

—  the Law of Ukraine «On Environmental Impact Assessment» 22,
which regulates issues of preventing environmental harm, ensuring ecological
safety, environmental protection, and sustainable use of natural resources.
This law also guarantees the right of any individual or legal entity to register
in the Unified Environmental Impact Assessment Registry in order to receive
targeted notifications about public access to environmental information and
documentation, in line with Article 50 of the Constitution;

- the Law of Ukraine «On Air Protection» 23, which addresses citizens’
right to clean air, defines mechanisms of control and liability for air pollution,
among other provisions;

—  the Law of Ukraine «On the Public Health System» 24, which, among
other things, guarantees the right to a safe environment for life and health, and
introduces the “One Health” concept, recognizing that human health is
inseparable from environmental protection;

— and the Law of Ukraine «On Drinking Water and Drinking Water
Supply» %°, among others.

Environmental safety — and, consequently, environmental rights — are also
regulated by Ukraine’s major environmental codes, including the Forest Code
(1994), the Subsoil Code (1994), the Water Code (1995), and the Land Code
(2001).

In conclusion, environmental human rights in Ukraine have undergone a
complex process of development — from isolated norms on rational use of
natural resources to a comprehensive system of constitutional guarantees and
specialized legislation. This framework ensures every person’s right to a safe
environment, access to reliable information, and fair compensation for
environmental damage. The constitutional recognition of these rights
(especially in Article 50) and their elaboration in sectoral laws together form

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the foundation of Ukraine’s national system of environmental human rights
protection.

An important direction for the further development of environmental
rights within the system of constitutional law of Ukraine is the deepening of
their integration into the European legal space. Considering Ukraine’s
obligations to the Council of Europe and within the context of implementing
the Association Agreement with the European Union, environmental rights
acquire a new dimension — becoming not only a component of the national
legal order but also part of a unified system of European environmental
standards. Of particular importance is the influence of the decisions of the
European Court of Human Rights, which, through its interpretation of the
provisions of the Convention for the Protection of Human Rights and
Fundamental Freedoms, -effectively forms the practice of applying
environmental rights in the context of the right to life, privacy, property, and
access to information. This approach encourages the state to adapt national
legislation, develop mechanisms for monitoring the environmental condition,
and enhance the level of public environmental responsibility.

3. Comparative and European Context of Environmental Human Rights
Protection (Council of Europe, ECtHR)

The evolution of modern constitutional law is taking place, among other
factors, through the influence of international organizations on national legal
systems. One of the leading European organizations that directs the
constitutional and legal development of Ukraine in accordance with
universally recognized democratic principles is the Council of Europe.

The guidelines for the development of the national legal system are
determined by the fact that the ongoing European integration processes in
Ukraine require active reforms in the economy, politics, the legal system, as
well as in civil society, which cannot be effectively implemented without
taking into account historical prerequisites and the experience of European
countries. Therefore, scientific research in this field constitutes an essential
component of successful reforms on the path toward European integration.

Thus, for example, the corresponding harmonization of domestic
legislation with European legislation is impossible without understanding the
fundamental principles, standards, and requirements of the latter. At the same
time, scholarly inquiry forms the foundation for implementing the relevant
reforms.

It should be noted that the European path of Ukraine’s development
presupposes adherence to the norms and standards of the Council of Europe,
of which Ukraine has become a member. Environmental human rights cannot
be considered in isolation from the broader European legal framework.
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Standards set by the Council of Europe, the case law of the European Court
of Human Rights (ECtHR), and other mechanisms for protecting
environmental rights serve as a reference point for shaping the modern model
of their guarantee and enforcement in Ukraine.

Environmental rights are not explicitly mentioned in the European
Convention on Human Rights, yet the ECtHR addresses their protection
through the interpretation of other provisions of the Convention, such as the
right to life (Article 2), the right to respect for private and family life (Article
8), and Article 1 of Protocol No. 1 (right to property).

For example, in Lopez Ostra v. Spain (Application No. 16798/90), the
Court, finding a violation of Article 8, noted in paragraph 51: «Naturally,
serious environmental pollution can affect the well-being of individuals and
prevent them from enjoying their homes in a way that interferes with their
private and family life, although it does not create a serious threat to their
health» %6, In paragraph 53, the Court emphasized: «The municipal council
acted promptly, providing temporary housing for the affected residents in the
city center during July, August, and September 1988, and later ceased one of
the factory’s operations from 9 September (see paragraphs 8 and 9 above).
However, the council members could not have been unaware that
environmental problems continued even after this partial suspension (see
paragraphs 9 and 11 above). Moreover, this was confirmed on 19 January
1989 by the Regional Environmental Protection Agency, and subsequently by
expert reports in 1991, 1992, and 1993 (see paragraphs 11 and 18 above)».?’

The Oneryildiz v. Turkey case (Application No. 48939/99) concerned the
deaths of 39 people following a methane explosion and landfill collapse. At
the hearings, the applicant’s representative claimed «that the government
could not escape its obligations by requiring its poorest and, in fact, least
educated citizens to obtain information on environmental matters of such
importance» 2%. In paragraph 132 of the judgment, the Court stated: «The
applicant’s submissions were based on the above-mentioned Chapman case.
He argued that the Court in that case addressed a situation where an individual
consciously ignored warnings and lawfully imposed penalties aimed at
protecting the environmental rights of others. The circumstances of this case

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were entirely different, as the Government was criticized for inaction or
negligence by its authorities in enforcing the law» %. The Court concluded
that there had been violations of Article 2 of the Convention, Article 1 of
Protocol No. 1, and others.

In Cordella and Others v. Italy (Applications No. 54414/13 and 54264/15)
30, the case concerned the violation of the right to respect for private and family
life due to the state authorities’ lack of response to air pollution caused by a
steel plant, which harmed public health. In particular, there was a failure to
provide information about the level of environmental pollution and the
associated health risks. The Court found a breach of Articles 8 and 13 of the
Convention.

Analysis of these ECtHR decisions shows that, even though environmental
rights are not directly enshrined in the Convention, the Court consistently
develops environmental standards through the interpretation of traditional
rights.

Beyond the ECtHR, the Parliamentary Assembly of the Council of Europe
(PACE) also addresses environmental rights through recommendations and
resolutions. For instance, Resolution 2396 (2021) «Anchoring the right to a
healthy environment: need for enhanced action by the Council of Europe», in
paragraph 4, states: «The Assembly considers that the European vision of
modern human rights protection can serve as a reference for environmental
human rights in the 21st century, if action is taken now» 3.

The Council of Europe Committee of Ministers plays a role in
environmental protection through initiatives such as the «Council of Europe
Strategy on the Environment» *2, which focuses on key ecological challenges.
Intergovernmental groups, such as the Drafting Group on Human Rights and
the Environment (CDDH-ENYV), are also important. For example, the 10th
meeting of the CDDH-ENV Working Group on Human Rights and the

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Environment, held from 19 to 21 March 2024, analyzed the issue of “the
human right to a clean, healthy, and sustainable environment» **,

The Council of Europe Commissioner for Human Rights has also stated
that they «support the work of environmental human rights defenders» 3.

Despite this extensive network of institutions, the protection of
environmental rights in Europe remains limited due to the lack of explicit
recognition in the European Convention on Human Rights. This creates a
situation where the enforcement of third-generation environmental rights
largely depends on the interpretation of traditional Convention norms, which
does not always guarantee effective and timely protection.

Asnoted in paragraph 5 of Resolution 2396 (2021) PACE: «The Assembly
notes that the Convention contains no specific reference to environmental
protection, and therefore the European Court of Human Rights cannot
adequately consider this new generation human right. The Assembly’s call for
action, notably in Recommendation 1885 (2009) «Drafting an Additional
Protocol to the European Convention on Human Rights on the right to a
healthy environment,” has, unfortunately, not been implemented by the
Committee of Ministers»» *°.

Thus, even today, the European legal framework shows that existing
mechanisms for protecting environmental rights are insufficient.

In September 2021, paragraph 3.1 of Recommendation 2211 (2021) PACE
urged the Committee of Ministers to «develop an Additional Protocol to the
European Convention on Human Rights (ETS No. 5, hereinafter «the
Convention») on the right to a safe, clean, healthy, and sustainable
environment». *® A draft text of such a protocol was proposed, but it has not
yet been adopted.

The adoption of this Additional Protocol remains a topic of debate. Some
Ukrainian scholars, writing in the context of martial law and ongoing
violations of environmental rights, argue for potential restrictions on these
rights during a state of war (see Shemschuchenko Y.S., Hryn’ D.D., «Some

However, explicitly recognizing environmental rights as autonomous
rights in the Convention is increasingly urgent, especially given ongoing
military conflicts in the heart of Europe. In Ukraine, large-scale warfare has
led to violations of the human right to a safe environment and the right to
compensation for damage, as evidenced by events such as the destruction of
the Kakhovka Hydroelectric Power Plant in June 2023 (see Korytko L.Ya.,
Kuchera A.M., «Violation of Human Environmental Rights in Ukraine During
Martial Law (The Case of the Kakhovka Disaster)» 3%).

In Resolution 2546 (2024), paragraph 7.2, PACE recommended «creating
a permanent body for regular reporting on the impact of the war on the
environment and transmitting this information to the Commission for the
Protection of the Black Sea against Pollution and other relevant international
bodies, along with recommendations for remediation and prevention of further
damage». ¥

Therefore, it is difficult to agree with Shemschuchenko and Hryn’s view
that restricting environmental rights is justifiable, since such limitations
undermine fundamental human rights, compromise guarantees of a safe
environment, and risk irreversible harm to life and health.

On the contrary, adopting the Additional Protocol would establish the
autonomous legal status of environmental rights, provide effective access to
justice, ensure compensation for harm caused by their violation, and
strengthen international oversight mechanisms.

In the Ukrainian context, environmental human rights are acquiring new
significance -not only as part of third-generation rights, but also as a crucial
element of national security, environmental restoration, and sustainable post-
war development, which is important for Europe as a whole.

Although the European human rights architecture was shaken by the
outbreak of full-scale hostilities on the territory of Ukraine, this situation has
nevertheless become a new impetus for reforms and for the intensification of

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joint efforts aimed at the collective protection of human rights, which is the
fundamental goal of the Council of Europe.

Thus, modern challenges call into question the effectiveness of existing
mechanisms for the protection of human rights; at the same time, they
encourage a rethinking of the role of the Council of Europe and the search for
new ways to strengthen the European system of human rights protection.

Hence, it can be stated that the value-based foundations of the Council of
Europe determine the directions of development of constitutional law and the
content of constitutional doctrine in Ukraine. In turn, the dynamic progress of
constitutional doctrine is largely determined both by law enforcement practice
and by the activities of certain bodies of the Council of Europe. The interaction
between theoretical developments and practical human rights mechanisms
contributes not only to the evolution of constitutional doctrine but also to its
adaptation to contemporary challenges.

CONCLUSIONS

The analysis of the current state of human environmental rights and their
legal protection allows us to conclude that these rights have acquired
particular significance as an integral part of the constitutional system and an
inseparable component of the overall system of human rights and freedoms.
They combine elements of individual, collective, and socio-economic rights,
ensuring not only an environment safe for life and health but also active citizen
participation in decision-making regarding natural resource use and
environmental protection. Ukraine’s experience demonstrates the gradual
formation of a comprehensive system of constitutional and legislative
guarantees, encompassing both the formal enshrinement of rights and
mechanisms for their protection, including judicial oversight and public
participation. The analysis of the international and European context, in
particular the activities of the Council of Europe and the practice of the
European Court of Human Rights, highlights the significance of external
influence on the formation of the national doctrine of environmental rights,
creating conditions for their harmonization with general European standards
and values. Thus, in contemporary legal discourse, human environmental
rights are regarded not only as an instrument for protecting individual and
collective interests but also as a fundamental element of sustainable
development, social responsibility, and the constitutional culture of the state.

Environmental human rights occupy a central place in the modern system
of constitutional rights and freedoms, and their emergence and development
are driven by the need to prevent global ecological crises.

The Constitution of Ukraine guarantees every individual the right to a safe
environment for life and health, aligning with European human rights
standards. At the same time, effective implementation of this right requires a
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comprehensive approach, including not only legal codification but also
mechanisms for enforcement, judicial protection, monitoring, and public
participation.

The work of the Council of Europe and the case law of the ECtHR
demonstrate the gradual recognition of environmental rights as part of
traditional rights -primarily the right to life, the right to respect for private and
family life, and peaceful enjoyment of property.

However, the adoption of an Additional Protocol is urgent, as it would
allow the direct protection of environmental rights under the ECtHR.

A general conclusion can be drawn regarding the significance of the
Council of Europe not only in building an independent Europe but also in
shaping practical experience for the development of constitutional doctrine.
The issue of maintaining a balance between the effective protection of
constitutional rights and the development of constitutional doctrine —
including the formation of basic principles, standards, and tools — has become
particularly relevant.

The above indicates the necessity of further reflection on the role of the
Council of Europe as an institution that influences the formation of the
fundamental legal identities of European states.

Another important aspect of the Council of Europe’s influence on
constitutional law is Ukraine’s ratification of the CoE’s instruments, which
are imbued with the organization’s core values. These documents not only
establish specific legal obligations for the state but also shape the overall
direction of the development of national legislation in accordance with
European values. Their integration into Ukraine’s legal system — both through
direct application and through their influence on legislative and judicial
practice — also serves as an important reference point for constitutional
doctrine in interpreting the state’s obligations and determining the direction
of the national legal system’s development.

In this context, it is important to emphasize that the influence of the
Council of Europe is not limited to general standards and recommendations;
it is directly manifested in the activities of its bodies, which shape the modern
law enforcement approach in the field of human rights. In turn, the
development of modern constitutional doctrine is largely determined by the
work of specific bodies of the Council of Europe. In fact, modern
constitutional doctrine has evolved mainly as a result of the law enforcement
activities of particular organizations and bodies — for example, the European
Court of Human Rights or the European Committee for the Prevention of
Torture and Inhuman or Degrading Treatment or Punishment. Therefore,
studying the origins of their establishment and subsequently analyzing their
activities is essential for the balanced development of both doctrine and
practice, as such interaction creates optimal conditions for advancing the
protection of human rights (by defining objectives that are implemented and
justified in practice).
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At present, there is a predominance of practice over doctrine, which means
that there is no sufficient opportunity to test and improve certain theoretical
concepts through practical application. Consequently, the knowledge and
experience gained through the activities of the Council of Europe’s bodies
determine the future directions of doctrinal development.

The described dynamics of the development of law enforcement practice
and its impact on constitutional doctrine highlight the ongoing need for a
thorough analysis of the conceptual framework used within this study.

SUMMARY

This article explores environmental human rights as a distinct group of
constitutional rights. It examines doctrinal approaches to defining these rights,
their main elements, and their conceptual foundation, including the ideas of
solidarity and the dual nature of rights -individual and collective. The article
analyzes the constitutional and legislative framework for environmental rights
in Ukraine, particularly Article 50 of the Constitution and related laws, which
create a coherent system of guarantees for a safe environment, access to
environmental information, and compensation for harm.

The study also considers the comparative and European context: the
ECtHR case law protecting environmental rights through traditional rights
(Articles 2, 8 of the Convention, Article 1 of Protocol No. 1) and the role of
PACE and the Committee of Ministers in developing environmental
protection standards. The article highlights the importance of adopting an
Additional Protocol to the European Convention on Human Rights on the right
to a safe, clean, healthy, and sustainable environment, which would grant
environmental rights autonomous legal status and ensure effective protection
at both national and international levels.

The article emphasizes that environmental human rights are a key element
of the modern human rights system, and their protection requires a
comprehensive approach, including legal codification, enforcement
mechanisms, public participation, and international oversight.
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RIGHT TO APPROPRIATE PROFESSIONAL HEALTHCARE
IN FORMER FRENCH COLONIES IN AFRICA: STATUS PRAESENS

INTRODUCTION

Scientific study of human rights in France is inseparable from its foreign
colonies and dependent territories, including former ones, since aforesaid
colonies and territories were experienced with enormous influence of the
French legal system and the Continental legal tradition.

In respect to these circumstances, the most interesting is the current
situation (so-called status praesens) of the African continent countries, as
most backward in their development, most enslaved in historical retrospect
and most in need of establishing civilized conditions of work, welfare and
living. The subject of our attention will traditionally be the problems of the
development of medical law in these countries, since it is its norms and
institutions that are called upon to ensure the human right to adequate
healthcare, in particular professional healthcare.

In a global context, the relevance of the research problem is mediated by
the rapid industrial development of the African continent and its wealth of
natural resources, on the one hand, and poverty, industrial labour, and its low
productivity, on the other. These initial background create the preconditions
for the advancement of aggressive countries' policies in Africa, which can be
avoided by establishing appropriate national legal regulations. EU member
states offer a good example for learning from, however, their experience in
medical law matters is also useful in the context of reforming Ukrainian
legislation.

At different times, the general issues of the subject matter were devoted to
the work Yaroshenko O.M., Prylipko S.M., Kolosov LV., Inshyn M.L,
Zhernakov V.V., Stetsenko S.G., Senyuta [.A., Sereda O.H., Yakovlev O.A.,
Yakovleva G.O., Viennikova V.V. and so on and so forth.

At the same time, the contemporary paradigm of the right on appropriate
professional healthcare in the former French colonies in Africa, especially in
the circumstances of Ukrainian war, modern slavery, human trafficking and
forced labour of children's spread, has received insufficient attention.

Therefore, the aims of the proposed study are:

1. studying the constitutional, legal and legislative guarantees of the
human right on work and proper professional healthcare in former French
colonies in Africa;
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2. identification of essential, repetitive, sustainable links between medical
social relations and the subject of labor law in these countries, the peculiarities
of their legal culture in the field of research;

3. comparative analysis on the issues of the studied topic between these
countries and Ukraine and EU.

4. derivation of positive experience to be taken into account during the
reform of national labor legislation.

The object of the study will be medically-labour social relations and their
legislative regulation in, separately, depending on geography position: in
Algeria, Morocco and Tunisia; in Mali, Senegal and Guinea; in Gabon, CAR
and Republic of Congo through the application of formal-logical, dialectical,
synthesis and comparative-legal methods.

1. Legislative guarantees and practical embodiment of right on working
healthcare in Algeria, Morocco and Tunisia

In Algeria Constitution enshrines the right of all citizens to healthcare,
shaping the predominantly publicly financed system!'. The 2018 Health Code
allows for private health institutions, which are subject to oversight from the
Ministry of Health?. Algerian system incorporates medical expertise into the
judicial process for legal proceedings, covering areas like forensic medicine
and criminalistics’. A National Health Insurance exists to cover healthcare
costs for some citizens, outlining responsibilities for providers and patients*.
If more detail, Algeria’s healthcare system is largely publicly
funded and publicly provided. The system is organized and regulated by
the Ministry of Health, Population and Hospital Reform. Public healthcare
facilities include hospitals, clinics, and primary healthcare centers, and
healthcare is largely financed by the government through taxes. Algeria also
has a mandatory health insurance system, which covers the majority of its
population. Health insurance is provided through Caisse Nationale des
Assurances Sociales des Travailleurs Salariés (CNAS) for salaried workers
and Caisse Nationale de Mutualité Sociale (CNMS) for non-salaried workers,
such as farmers or small business owners. The health insurance system is
funded through contributions from both employees and employers. The
contribution is generally a percentage of the worker’s salary. The social

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security contributions also fund pensions, family allowances, and other social
services. Health insurance covers a wide range of services, including medical
consultations, hospitalization, surgeries, and medications. However, co-pays
may be required for some services. The government has been working to
improve the scope of health insurance and reduce out-of-pocket expenses for
citizens®. Some Algerian employers offer local health insurance to their
employees, but the contracts generally only cover care provided in the country
and limit coverage to certain establishments within their network.® Challenges
faced in the Algerian healthcare system are: impact of increasing population
needs, availability of Limited Resources for Advancement, uncertainty in the
Impact of new Diseases, Health Systems-Related challenges, adaptation to
ever-changing practices and policies in Healthcare, compliance to the
standards of Healthcare Service, inefficiencies in Manpower Management,
adaptation to the digitalization of Healthcare Management Systems, difficulty
in Access & Availability of upgraded Biomedical Technology, unaffordable
expenses by consumers, changes for better Governance ’. Habchi adds this list
by conclusion that social security in Algeria is now facing substantial revenue
losses due to the growth of informal work and frequent delays in payments by
companies. These challenges significantly hamper the ability of health
insurance bodies to recover contributions owed, generating systemic gaps
both in terms of benefits in kind and in the management of the collection
process. It is imperative to undertake thorough audits at company level in
order to carry out a comprehensive declaration of employees as well as the
actual income of selfemployed workers. This issue goes beyond the simple
financial dimension of recovery, but also has a crucial aspect of mutual trust
between policyholders, companies and the social security system. The
legitimate question arises from the point of view of insured persons and
employers: why contribute when reimbursements for care in the private sector,
with the exception of medicines, are not insured? This question highlights the
need for a profound reassessment of the health and social security system,
highlighting the need to restore participants' confidence through clarifications
on benefits and a substantial improvement in the transparency of benefits®.

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In Morocco Constitution from 2011 established the right to healthcare
access, strengthening governance and accountability’. Rashnavadi reported
that 2022 framework law established key pillars for health reform, focusing
on governance, human recourses, infrastructure, and digital technology
integration'’. Compulsory health insurance system (AMO) divided on: AMO-
Tadamon (for socially disadvantaged persons), AMO TNS (for self-employed
individuals) and AMO Salary (for employees)'!. The Medical Assistance
Scheme (RAMED) provides health coverage for low-income individuals
based on solidarity'?. Medical malpractice falls under civil and criminal law.
The statute of limitations is typically three years, and family members can file
a claim on behalf of a deceased relative'>'*, Zine et al. showed that legislation
allows for mandatory reporting of certain diseases with an epidemic
appearance and for the implementation of preventive measures, as seen
during, particularly, COVID-19 pandemic's. If more detail, the mandatory
health insurance scheme (AMO-Tadamon) was the subject of a social impact
assessment (EIS) carried out by an independent firm, mandated by the
ministries responsible for this scheme. It should be noted that AMO-Tadamon
is intended for people who cannot pay the contribution fees, thus allowing
them to maintain the benefits they benefited from under RAMED, while

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having access to the same basket of care as private sector employees. This
audit, which covered the year 2023, meets a requirement of the World Bank,
which supported the project to generalize social protection in Morocco
through the Emergency Response to Covid-19 project and its additional
financing. The objective of this audit is to identify the benefits and risks of the
scheme, assess the potential negative social impacts and propose mitigation
measures with an implementation timetable. It also aims to examine the
methods and tools used to identify and target the beneficiaries of the program,
as well as its effects on the individuals and groups concerned. However, due
to a lack of information or the complexity of certain registration procedures,
some eligible people do not benefit from the scheme. As a solution, the audit
performed recommends improvements to be implemented in 2025-2026,
including: the digitalization of AMO-Tadamon program management, multi-
channel registration for the RSU, and the deployment of multi-channel
registration by the CNSS (via CNSS agencies, Edps accredited offices, the
website, and the Taawidaty application)'®.

However, in 2024, the AMO program continues to expand, aiming
to include more self-employed workers and informal sector employees. The
government is also working to increase the efficiency of reimbursements and
broaden the types of healthcare services covered. The system is designed to
ensure that no Moroccan citizen is left without access to essential medical
care'®,

In Tunisia laws categorize substances and set specific rules for their
handling, production and sale. Penalties exist for non-compliance.!® Governed

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is a secure responsive web platform that aims to facilitate online access to the
various services provided by Tunisia’s National Health Insurance Fund
(Caisse nationale d’assurance maladie — CNAM) by taking a bottom-up
approach. This has enabled the implementation and integration of
functionalities relating to CNAM benefits via a package of quality digital
services tailored to each type of user (with a space for social security
beneficiaries and another for health-care providers), and it has consequently
enabled these users’ needs to be met. This platform thus actively helps to
enhance the efficiency of the services provided and to foster a climate of
digital trust between the CNAM and its various partners, as well as creating a
reliable and interactive network of said partners®®. At the request of the
Ministry of Health, a team of health specialists from the World Bank carried
out a study on health financing in Tunisia. The aforesaid technical assistance
carried out a study on free medical assistance, with the following specific
objectives: (i) a detailed analysis of the social health coverage scheme
commonly known as “Aide médicale gratuite” or “AMG”, and (ii) an analysis
of the impact of a possible transfer of the management of benefits allocated
under this program from the Ministry of Health to the Caisse Nationale
d’Assurance Maladie (CNAM)?. Apart from this call for the harmonization
of health coverage in Tunisia, it is evidently that the defragmentation of health
coverage in Tunisia requires a reform of health coverage on a larger scale than
a simple transfer of management of the AMG to the CNAM. Particularly, it
would be necessary to define the universal essential care basket and to align
not only the AMG but also the three CNAM sectors and other free care
schemes with this unified care basket™®.

Thus, development of medical law in former French North African
colonies is characterized by the recent emergence of its legislative
embodiment (first quarter of the XXI century); it has been strongly impacted
by the Romano-Germanic Legal System: its primary source remains the
normative legal act; it has deep dialectical connections with labour, civil,
administrative, and criminal law, presents the previously described principle
of medico-legal tetrarchy?!.

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of employee health insurance in Morocco is most beneficial for Ukraine, since
the contribution rate in that country creates significantly less fiscal pressure
on businesses than in Ukraine (6.37% vs 22%).

2. Experience of Mali, Senegal and Guinea in establish of the right
on medicine and professional healthcare

Key legal areas of medical law in Mali have deal with drug
regulation’?,clinical research™®, biosafety** and abortion®®. Since the issues of
occupational (labor) health in Mali are still awaiting resolution, we cannot
present any significant results in the context of the subject of the study, but
we have a great hope that these results will be obtained in further authorial
explorations.

Therefore sufficient and reliable data that
can be used to advocate for safe abortion lacks; inconsistency of the legal
framework: the various documents describing the conditions of access to
abortion services are not aligned. The 2002 RH law, the penal code and the
code of ethics evoke different circumstances. This causes confusion for the
different actors involved. In addition, the application decree of the 2002 RH
law misses, which leaves doors open for contradictory interpretations of the
law; ignorance of the law and guidelines: the various relevant actors
(communities, healthcare providers, security forces) are generally unaware of
the law and the guidelines on safe abortion; religious and cultural influence:
the discussions and vision on safe abortions are strongly influenced by religion
and culture. People are afraid of being judged and are therefore afraid to stand

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in front of the public to talk openly about abortion, which makes discussions
difficult; the different positions in Malian society: Positions of SOMAGO’s
members of on safe abortion differ a lot. There are members who wish to play
a role in advocacy for safe abortion while others have they do not want to be
involved. In addition, several members declared that their values are not yet
clarified at the abortion level. — Lack of a clear position on safe abortion:
SOMAGO?® does not have a clear position on safe abortion, which can limit
the visibility of the society as a key player in the field of safe abortion®’.
Core legal fields of medical law in Senegal associated with reproductive
health’® and female genital mutilation (FGM)*, traditional medicine
integration and regulation*’, public health initiatives, particularly, Sesame
Plan for seniors*!, digitalization*?, biosafety and waste management*}, harm
reduction* and drug laws*. The SESAME plan aims to ensure that
Senegalese people aged 60 and over receive eligible healthcare coverage at
public health facilities.

Any Senegalese person aged 60 and
over who meets the following conditions is therefore eligible: — have a digital
Senegalese national identity card; — respect the health pyramid: consult at the
peripheral level (post office or health center) and only go to the hospital if
referred or in an emergency.

Sesame Plan, provided that they respect the health pyramid and the
referral/counter-referral system, namely: — health posts and centers, which are
a mandatory passage for a first-line consultation; — level 1, 2, and 3 hospitals
on referral by a peripheral structure or in emergency consultation; — non-
hospital public establishments for carrying out paraclinical examinations
prescribed by practitioners from public health structures. The following are
free for beneficiaries of the Sésame Plan: — consultations; — essential
medicines (available at public health facilities, as part of the Bamako
Initiative); — additional examinations; — medical-surgical procedures; —
hospitalizations. The following procedures are excluded from this free service
(Ministerial Order No. 2794 MSP/DS/SP of March 21, 2010, listing the
treatments excluded from the Sésame Plan): — prostheses (dental, hip, etc.); —
implants except ocular implants; — pacemakers; — medical evacuations abroad;
— specialty medicines (from private pharmacies); — MRIs; — scanners (except
emergencies); — st and 2nd category hospitalizations; — beauty treatments; —
cosmetic surgery; — systematic check-ups*.

which would be linked to abuse by patients. The interviews highlight the
heterogeneity of the knowledge of elderly people about the health coverage
intended for them, even though the Plan Sésame has been in place for over ten

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years. The interviews clearly show that the use of the health coverage system
by the elderly depends closely on the information they have and their ability
to use it, both for women and men. There is a close link between the level of
social integration of people and their use of health coverage: the most socially
integrated people are those who know how to use CMU services best. The use
of health coverage by the elderly appears to vary according to the individual.
Although Plan Sésame is defined as part of a national strategy, its
implementation varies according to the health structures and the periods; in
the two study sites, the range of services covered by Plan Sésame is very
limited, so the coverage provided by Plan Sésame is only partial: between 30
and 50% of the medical costs; the remaining cost of a consultation for elderly
patients with hypertension and/or diabetes varies between 24,000 and
28,000 CFA francs. These amounts must be put into perspective with the
resources available to people. Statistical studies published in 2021 report that
in Senegal the average daily expenditure is 1,390 CFA francs/person/day; and
that almost 38% of the population lives on 913 CFA francs/person/ day, which
is the poverty line calculated in 2019. Thus, the average out-of-pocket
expenses for a follow-up consultation for hypertension, diabetes or a
combination of the two diseases represent 15 to 30 days of daily expenditure.
While the vast majority of elderly people in Senegal do not have a retirement
pension, health expenses are therefore borne by their relatives. Within
households, medical expenditure for the elderly competes with basic needs,
particularly food, which usually takes up more than half of housechold
resources. This indispensable family support places the elderly in a situation
of total dependence. In 2021, Plan Sésame does not yet allow for completely
free care for the elderly. However, its application, even partial, has resulted in
a real reduction in health care costs for the elderly. Its use remains limited due
to inconsistent application by most health structures. Its impact is insufficient
in view of the amounts that users have to pay in a context of social and
economic vulnerability. These observations reinforce the need to work on
reducing the price of medical services and strengthening the UHC, in order to
improve the equity and performance of the system, and to make it fully
functional in all health structures*®. One more challenge, from the Snyder’s,
Ridde et al. viewpoint, consist in issue is that Senegal’s post-independence
health policy has built on the colonial model, focusing on centralized
organization and regulation of health services. Modern reforms are working
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to rationalize this system with a focus on public health planning and increasing
access to care >, but final results is looking for ahead.

Guinea’s medical law is based on the Public Health Code and other laws
that establish the rights and obligations of individuals, regulate medical
practices, and ensure access to healthcare’!2°334 Key aspects of medical law
in Guinea concerned with drug and pharmaceutical regulation-°%57, public
health’®%°,  FGM prohibitions®®, clinical research®®> and medical
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negligence®. In Guinea some patients’ rights are recognized and guaranteed,
e.g. confidentiality®®, consent® and safety®®. Again, due to absence of the
occupational (labour) health’s issues in Guinea are still awaiting resolution,
we, unfortunately, cannot present any significant results in the context of the
subject of the study, but we have a great hope that these results will be
obtained in further authorial explorations. However, it is hopeful that the
issues of FGM prohibition have been regulated in this country, since aforesaid
ones directly relate with the subject of labour law due to the need of female
labour protection. By the way, a new UN report says that, despite being
forbidden by national and international law, female genital mutilation and/or
excision shows no sign of abating in Guinea: 97 per cent of women and girls
aged 15 to 49 years in Guinea have undergone female genital mutilation
and/or excision. According to a recent study, 69 percent of women aged 20 to
24 were excised before the age of 10. In Guinea, FGM/E is mostly seen as an
initiation rite and groups of girls from multiple families are often excised
together, either at home or in camps. However the report shows an increasing
trend towards individual excisions, due to financial constraints and out of fear
of legal sanctions, especially when it comes to excising infants or very young
girls. Although FGM/E is usually carried out by traditional excision
practitioners, there is also a growing trend towards its medicalization, despite
a 2010 decree specifically prohibiting public or private health institutions
from practising it. Whereas in most countries where FGM/E is still occurring,
women and girls seem to be largely in favour of its abolition, in Guinea the
number of women supporting it has increased. A study by the Institut national
de la statistique showed that the proportion of women and girls in favour of it
rose from 65 percent in 1999 to 76 percent in 20127,

Thus, development of medical law in former French West African
colonies is characterized by the recent emergence of its legislative
embodiment (first quarter of the XXI century) to; it has been strongly
impacted both: by the Romano-Germanic Legal System and traditional law.
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Absence of professional healthcare’s legal guarantees and presence of some
medico-social insurance’s legal institutes attested that these former French
colonies are in the medico-legal triad®® stage and, in compare with North ones,
nearer to the Middle Ages level of public development, which create in Africa
the geographic medico-labour asymmetry.

3. Gabon, CAR and Republic of Congo on the way
of the medically-labor problem resolving

Medical law in Gabon involves strict regulations on drugs and medical
devices through the National Agency for Health Products Control (ANSSA),
which requires registration, approval and quality control. Healthcare access is
regulated by the government, with the National Health Insurance Fund
(CNAMGS) providing coverage and doctors must be registered with the
Gabonese National Medical Association. Gabon is also working with regional
and continental bodies like the AU to harmonize its systems for
medicines®®7%71727374 In Gabon all pharmaceutical products and medical
devices must be registered and approved by the ANSSA’>. The ANSSA issues
licenses for manufactures, importers, and storage facilities for medicines’.
Only licensed importers can bring medicines into the country, though certain
exceptions exist for non-governmental organizations and special
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prescriptions’’. The ANSSA and other bodies monitor the quality, safety, and
efficacy of medical products’®. Doctors must be registered with the Gabonese
National Medical Association to practice. The practice of medicine is subject
to the laws and professional standards of Gabon”. Government regulates
health insurance to ensure broad access to care®. This is the primary provider
of health insurance, covering both public and private sector employees and
their dependents for various medical services®!. Gabon’s strategy aims for
universal health coverage, with high coverage of maternal care and substantial
coverage for other areas, co-pays cover remaining costs®?. Gabon also has
signed the treaty for the establishment of the AMA, which will act as a
continental regulatory body®3. Moreover, Gabon is participating in regional
efforts to harmonize its medical products regulatory system with other
countries of Central Africa®. However, Gabon’s legal system is based on
French Civil Law®>. Moving to Gabon offers a unique experience in Central
Africa, with its rich biodiversity and cultural contrasts. For expats, integrating
into this new environment also means securing solid health coverage that
meets the country’s specific needs. With a developing healthcare system and
a range of care options, choosing the right health insurance is essential to
access quality care and enjoy a worry-free stay. For expats in Gabon, health
coverage is crucial, whether for routine consultations, hospital care, or
potential medical evacuations to neighboring countries. The question of
finding suitable insurance arises as soon as you arrive and depends on
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individual needs for medical care, available healthcare in Gabon, and the
potential need for treatment abroad. Gabon has a growing healthcare system
structured around mandatory insurance for private and public sector
employees, managed by the National Health Insurance and Social Security
Fund (CNAMGS). While this coverage is widespread, it doesn’t always
guarantee access to the highest quality care, especially for specialized
treatments. The country’s public hospitals face logistical challenges and
patient overload, which can limit service accessibility and quality. To address
these limitations, many expats opt for private insurance, which allows access
to private healthcare facilities or consideration of medical evacuation for
complex health issues. In this context, international insurance offers an
advantage, as it covers not only healthcare expenses in Gabon but also
treatment abroad, an appreciated flexibility when it comes to specialized
treatment needs. Local insurance options in Gabon generally provide basic
coverage at an affordable cost, which may meet primary healthcare needs.
However, they don’t always cover complex care or evacuation to other
countries, a limitation expats should consider. Such plans are often suited to
those relying on standard care in Gabonese facilities. Conversely,
international insurance offers extensive coverage tailored to expats needing
access to quality care worldwide. With international insurance, you can freely
choose your healthcare provider, access private clinics, or plan a medical
evacuation to a specialized care facility. This flexibility offers comfort and
security in a country where healthcare options are still developing®®. Thanks
to its forestry and oil resources, Gabon has the highest human development
index in sub-Saharan Africa and is one of the most prosperous countries on
the continent®’.

In Central African Republic (CAR) medical law is defined by a mix of
national legislation and international agreements, addressing patient rights,
public health policy, and specific medical issues like abortion and FGM. Key
laws include a 1989 act on the general principles of public health and the 2006
Reproductive Health Law. The country also faces significant challenges in
implementing and enforcing these laws due to conflict, under-resourced
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healthcare systems, and a weak judicial system 8889909929394 The 1989
Public Health Act establishes the right to health, bur with the condition that
citizens must make financial contributions for public health services®.
Citizens are entitled to a free choice of physician, subject to the financial
contribution condition®®. The government sets general health policy,
determines the organization of public and private health services and works to
improve public health”’. The 2016 Constitution ensures that detainees have
the right to be examines and treated by a doctor of their choice®®. Abortion is
permitted to preserve a woman’s life and health, in cases of rape, incest, or
fetal impairment, according to the 2006 Reproductive Health Law and the
2010 Penal Code®. Legislation exists to prohibit FGM/C, though effective
enforcement is challenged by a weak judicial system and a need for greater
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community awareness'®. National guidelines exist that provide clinical
recommendations for abortion, aligning with the laws'®!. The judicial and
healthcare systems are often under-resourced, which hinders the full
implementation. Ongoing conflict and instability severely limit access to
healthcare, especially in rural areas. CAR has a need for capacity building by
strengthening the medico-legal system, providing training for judges and
police and raising public awareness are crucial steps for -effective
implementation, especially for laws like the one against FGM/C'%%, So as in
Mali and Guinea, we constitute the absence of the occupational (labour)
health’s issues in CAR (geographic medico-labour asymmetry internal
phenomenon in compare with Gabon) which still awaiting its resolution,
consequently, we cannot present any significant results in the context of the
subject of the study, but we have a great hope that these results will be
obtained in further authorial explorations. However, it is very hopeful that the
issues of FGM/C and abortion prohibition have been regulated in this country,
since aforesaid ones directly relate with the subject of labour law due to the
need of female labour protection.

In Republic of Congo medical law covers healthcare delivery,
professional regulation and patient rights with varying legal frameworks
between the two countries, though both face challenges like outdated laws,
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insufficient infrastructure and limited access for care!0%104105.106.107 1 awg aim
to regulate the delivery of healthcare services, the medical workforce and
patient rights'®®!%, There is an increasing focus on patient rights, including
the right to be involved in care decisions, though the practice of obtaining
informed consent can be inconsistent !1%!!!, Regulations cover the liability of
healthcare professionals and medical malpractice!!2. Laws address public
health concerns, such as mandatory vaccinations and the organization of
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emergency responses''>. Republic of Congo has laws and participates in
regional initiatives to combat counterfeit medical products and ensure quality
standards!!*!15, At the same time, in Republic of Congo many legal texts are
old and sometimes unclear, leading to duplication of services and confusion
in the healthcare sector!!®.The healthcare infrastructure is often dilapidated,
with insufficient facilities and resources!!'’. Severe limitations on access to
medical facilities persist, especially in conflict zones, which has been
exacerbated by insecurity, looting and financial strain!'®!1%120, Laws are not
always consistently enforced, particularly regarding issues like informed
consent and abortion access'?!. Republic of Congo has signed the
MEDICRIME Convention, which criminalizes the manufacturing, supplying
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and trafficking of counterfeit medical products!?. In summary, medical law
in the Republic of Congo is a complex and evolving area shaped by a history
of French colonial era legislation and post-independence challenges. While
efforts are being made to align with international standards, there are still
significant gaps in implementation and a need for modernization of the legal
framework!%.

Summarizing the presented material on the former French colonies of
Central Africa and the region as a whole, we note, presumably, its significant
backwardness in matters of ensuring the right to professional healthcare
compared with EU countries and, particularly, France. Firstly, this is
explained by the brutal colonial policy of previous years, the low level of legal
awareness of the population, technological development and so on and so
forth. At the same time, former North African colonies, including Gabon and
Senegal, are demonstrating significant progress in areas such as compulsory
health insurance for workers, women's labor, maternity protection, and so on.
Medical law in aforesaid states has deep dialectical connections with labour,
civil, administrative, and criminal law, presents the previously described
principle of medico-legal tetrarchy. However, in other African ones absence
of professional healthcare’s legal guarantees and presence of some medico-
social insurance’s legal institutes attested that these former French colonies
are in the medico-legal triad stage and, in compare with North ones, nearer to
the Middle Ages level of public development. This phenomenon, which we
have named, has a complex internal structure and reaches its maximum in
West Africa, while Central Africa, represented by Gabon, is practically no
different from the developed North. Notwithstanding, only Central African
countries, among the former French colonies, have the most eager to cooperate
with EU countries and international humanitarian organizations, which gives
reason to estimate their potential for further legal development as high. In
general, Africa, as a resource-rich region, needs to consolidate the efforts of
the civilized community in matters of legal regulation of medical and labor
relations in order to increase labor productivity in these countries, the level of
labor protection, and reduce their dependence on export orientation and
external donors such as Russia. In modern conditions, the problems of Africa
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and its relations with the EU can become one of the guarantees of security for
all humanity.

CONCLUSIONS

by the Romano-Germanic Legal System: its primary source remains the
normative legal act; it has deep dialectical connections with labour, civil,
administrative, and criminal law, presents the previously described principle
of medico-legal tetrarchy.

2. In West African ones absence of professional healthcare’s legal
guarantees and presence of some medico-social insurance’s legal institutes
attested that these former French colonies are in the medico-legal triad stage
and, in compare with North ones, nearer to the Middle Ages level of public
development, which create in Africa the geographic medico-labour
asymmetry — such a legal and socio-cultural phenomenon, leads to a
different attitude towards the law and social relations subject ought to
regulation, particularly, in the field of labor and medicine, and which, under
equal initial conditions of governance, gives rise to uneven legal regulation
depending on the external conditions of the state's existence (geography,
climate, etc.).

3. Central African ones’ law development feels strong French Civil
Law impact. Geographic medico-labour asymmetry in this region complicated
by internal appearance (Gabon vs CAR and Republic of Congo), which attests
its complexity and need of further investigations. Notwithstanding, only
Central African countries, among the former French colonies, have the most
eager to cooperate with EU countries and international humanitarian
organizations, which gives reason to estimate their potential for further legal
development as high.

SUMMARY

Scientific study of human rights in France is inseparable from its foreign
colonies and dependent territories, including former ones, since aforesaid
colonies and territories were experienced with enormous influence of the
French legal system and the Continental legal tradition. In global context,
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relevance of the research problem is mediated by the rapid industrial
development of the African continent and its wealth of natural resources, on
the one hand, and poverty, industrial labour, and its low productivity, on the
other. These initial background create the preconditions for the advancement
of aggressive countries' policies in Africa, which can be avoided by
establishing appropriate national legal regulations. EU member states offer a
good example for learning from, however, their experience in medical law
matters is also useful in the context of reforming Ukrainian legislation.

In West African ones absence
of professional healthcare’s legal guarantees and presence of some medico-
social insurance’s legal institutes attested that these former French colonies
are in the medico-legal triad stage and, in compare with North ones, nearer to
the Middle Ages level of public development, which create in Africa the
geographic medico-labour asymmetry. Central African ones’ law
development feels strong French Civil Law impact. Geographic medico-
labour asymmetry in this region complicated by internal appearance (Gabon
vs CAR and Republic of Congo), which attests its complexity and need of
further investigations.

LE DROIT CONSTITUTIONNEL UKRAINIEN:
RUPTURE AVEC L'HERITAGE SOVIETIQUE
ET ENSEIGNEMENTS DU MODELE FRANCAIS

INTRODUCTION

Depuis 1991, le droit constitutionnel ukrainien connait une évolution
rapide, marquée par la rupture avec le modéle soviétique du «droit de I’Etaty
et la recherche d'un nouvel équilibre entre démocratie, souveraineté et
protection des droits fondamentaux. Dans ce processus, 1’expérience
constitutionnelle frangaise occupe une place particulicre.

La France a en effet connu des périodes de crise, de transitions politiques
et de refondation institutionnelle. Son modéle montre comment un Etat peut
transformer les ruptures en occasions de renforcer 1’Etat de droit et la cohésion
nationale.

Dans le cadre du systéme juridique, les branches sont distinguées selon
deux criteres principaux: l'objet de la régulation juridique et la méthode de
régulation juridique.

En ce qui concerne l'objet de la régulation, la branche du droit
constitutionnel se présente comme un systéme dont les composantes sont deux
grands groupes de relations sociales (ou «instituts»):

— les bases de la situation juridique de la personne (le statut juridique de la
personne, la citoyenneté, les droits, les libertés et les obligations de I'homme
et du citoyen, les garanties de leur mise en ceuvre, etc.);

— les bases de l'organisation juridique de I'Etat (la forme de gouvernement,
la forme d'organisation de I'Etat, l'institution du pouvoir législatif, l'institution
du chef de I'Etat, etc.).

Le droit constitutionnel ukrainien est donc 1’ensemble des normes et des
institutions qui réglementent les relations juridiques liées aux fondements du
statut de la personne et a 1’organisation du pouvoir public.

L’objet de la régulation juridique répond donc a la question «Quoi?»,
c’est-a-dire «Quelles relations sont régulées?», et la branche du droit
constitutionnel n’y fait pas exception.

Pour une compréhension plus approfondie de 1'objet de cette branche a
partir de ce premier théme, il convient de se référer a 1'une des analyses les
plus poussées dans ce domaine, celle d'O.V. Sovhyra et N.H. Shuklina. Selon
ces deux chercheuses et enseignantes expérimentées, 1’objet du droit
constitutionnel ukrainien a 1’étape contemporaine se compose des relations
sociales concernant :

— le statut constitutionnel et juridique de ’homme et du citoyen;

— les fondements de 1’ordre constitutionnel de 1’Ukraine;

— les formes de démocratie directe;

— I’organisation et I’activité des organes du pouvoir d’Etat (notamment
1égislatif, exécutif et judiciaire, ainsi que le président de 1’Ukraine);

— I’organisation administrative et territoriale de 1’Ukraine;

— I’autonomie locale.

1.2. Caractére politique et rupture avec le «Droit de I’Etaty

Le droit constitutionnel est une branche du droit public, car son domaine
de régulation est dominé par I’intérét public et non privé. Cette classification
est renforcée par son caractére intrinséquement politique.

Historiquement, I’importance de cette branche du droit est soulignée par
le fait qu'elle portait le nom de «droit de I’Etat» sur le territoire de 1’Ukraine
moderne jusqu’au milieu des années 1990. V.M. Shapoval a justement noté
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que le terme «droit de I’Etat» était utilisé a des fins scientifiques et
pédagogiques dans I’Empire russe, puis dans I’Union soviétique jusqu’a sa
dissolution.

Cet usage renvoie a la distinction classique, héritée notamment de la
doctrine allemande du XIXe siécle, entre le Staatsrecht (droit de I'Etat) et le
Verfassungsrecht (droit constitutionnel). Bien que le modéele frangais n'ait
jamais adopté le terme «droit de I'Etat» avec la méme connotation
hégémonique, il a connu une tension similaire: la Ve République a mis l'accent
sur la fonction gouvernementale et 1'efficacité exécutive, créant ainsi un droit
politique fort. Le choix délibéré de 1'Ukraine d'adopter 1'appellation «droit
constitutionnel» aprés 1996 s'inscrit ainsi dans ['école normative et
axiologique du constitutionnalisme, qui s'est imposée en France par
l'enrichissement du bloc de constitutionnalité¢ et la primauté du Conseil
constitutionnel sur les droits et libertés fondamentaux (DLF) depuis les années
1970.

A cet égard, I’expérience frangaise est instructive pour 1’Ukraine : la
consécration du préambule de 1946 et de la Déclaration de 17892 dans le bloc
de constitutionnalité a permis d'élever les droits fondamentaux au rang de
normes directement applicables. En Ukraine, 1’intégration de principes
analogues, notamment la justiciabilité directe des droits constitutionnels,
renforcerait I’autorité de la Constitution et la confiance des citoyens envers le
juge constitutionnel.

Les transformations démocratiques survenues en Ukraine dans les années
1990 ont profondément changé l'approche de l'enseignement du droit
constitutionnel national. Le droit constitutionnel régit désormais les régles de
coexistence entre l'individu, la société et 1'Etat, mettant en avant la société
civile et I'Etat 4 régime démocratique. De la méme maniére, 1'évolution du
droit frangais, de la monarchie a la République, a symbolisé une rupture
similaire : le passage d'un pouvoir d'Etat centré sur lui-méme & un ordre
constitutionnel fondé sur la dignité humaine et les libertés individuelles.

Le contenu et le but de ces relations sociales doivent avant tout consister
a affirmer et a réaliser les droits et libertés constitutionnels de ’homme et du
citoyen, sur la base de 1’application des principes (parmi lesquels la primauté
du droit et la recherche du compromis entre les intéréts de I’Etat et de la
société). Des normes juridiques, des méthodes et des restrictions doivent étre
respectées par le pouvoir public.

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Compte tenu de 'objet du droit constitutionnel, il ne fait aucun doute que
cette branche du droit est la principale et la plus structurante du systeme
juridique national.

Le droit constitutionnel appartient au nombre des branches du droit public,
selon son objet. L’analyse de son domaine montre que les relations sociales
qu’elle régit sont dominées par I’intérét public et non privé.

1.3. Les fonctions intégrative et structurante

Dans la littérature juridique ukrainienne, il est traditionnel de distinguer
deux traits principaux du droit constitutionnel : son intégrativité et son rdle
structurant. Cette approche est également partagée par la doctrine frangaise,
pour qui le droit constitutionnel sert de fondement a 1’ensemble du systéme
juridique et garantit la cohérence des normes inférieures avec la Constitution.

L’intégrativité du droit constitutionnel consiste a unifier le systéme
juridique grice aux dispositions proclamées dans la Constitution de 19963,
notamment dans 1’article 3, qui affirme que I’étre humain, sa vie, sa santé, son
honneur, sa dignité, son inviolabilité et sa sécurité sont reconnus comme la
valeur supréme de la société.

La fonction structurante de la branche du droit constitutionnel en Ukraine
se manifeste le plus clairement dans le fait que la source principale de cette
branche, a savoir la Loi fondamentale de 1996, joue le méme rdle. Les liens
systémiques ¢établis dans ce document assurent les fondements
constitutionnels de la régulation juridique dans son ensemble, déterminent les
valeurs et 1'équilibre constitutionnels, ainsi que la liste des principes du droit
en général et du droit constitutionnel en particulier.

Les caractéristiques essentielles du droit constitutionnel de 1’Ukraine
mentionnées ci-dessus témoignent de sa place particuliére dans le systéme
juridique national.

Les transformations démocratiques survenues en Ukraine dans les années
1990 ont profondément changé l'approche de l'enseignement du droit
constitutionnel national. Comme auparavant, il régit les régles de coexistence
dans le triangle «individu-société-Etaty, mais il s'agit désormais d'une société
civile et d'un Etat a régime démocratique.

La redéfinition du contenu de ces deux composantes de la triade entraine
des fondements constitutionnels du statut juridique de la personne totalement
différents de ceux de 1'époque du régime antidémocratique. De la méme
maniére, 1'évolution du droit francais, de la monarchie a la République, a
symbolisé une rupture similaire : le passage d'un pouvoir d'Etat centré sur lui-
meéme a un ordre constitutionnel fondé sur la dignité humaine et les libertés
individuelles.

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2. Le tournant democratique: methodes et principes fondamentaux
de la regulation constitutionnelle
2.1. Les méthodes de régulation:
subordination, coordination et réordination

Si I’objet de la régulation juridique répond a la question «Quoi ?», c’est-
a-dire quelles relations sociales sont régulées par les normes du droit
constitutionnel, alors la méthode de régulation juridique répond a la question
«Comment?» — de quelle maniére ces relations sont régulées. Autrement dit,
la méthode est le moyen par lequel le droit constitutionnel exerce une
influence juridique sur les relations sociales qui constituent son objet.

La méthode principale du droit constitutionnel est la méthode de
subordination, qui suppose ’existence d’un sujet supérieur et d’un sujet
subordonné. Le sujet supérieur émet des prescriptions obligatoires pour le
sujet inférieur. Cette approche découle de la nature de droit public de la
branche, dans laquelle les relations principales ont un caractére de pouvoir et
d'organisation. Des exemples d'utilisation de cette méthode dans le droit
constitutionnel sont, entre autres, les actes normatifs adoptés par le Parlement,
les décrets du chef de I'Etat, les décisions du gouvernement ou encore les
arréts des organes de contrdle constitutionnel, qui sont obligatoires pour les
sujets concernés et déterminent les régles de leur comportement.

Cependant, le droit constitutionnel utilise également la méthode de
coordination, plus typique du droit privé. Cette méthode repose sur I’égalité
des parties, I’absence de subordination et la recherche d’un accord par la
concertation ou la négociation. Un exemple historique de l'application de cette
méthode dans le droit constitutionnel ukrainien est le traité constitutionnel du
8 juin 1995 entre la Verkhovna Rada (le Parlement) et le président de
1'Ukraine?, qui définissait les principes d'organisation et de fonctionnement du
pouvoir d'Etat et de 'autonomie locale pendant la période précédant I'adoption
de la nouvelle Constitution.

Bien que temporaire, l'existence de ce traité de 1995 est symptomatique
d'un Etat en transition constitutionnelle, dont le cadre de la régulation
interinstitutionnelle n'était pas encore pleinement consolidé. Il contraste avec
le modéle francais de la Ve République, fondé sur une répartition stricte et

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exhaustive des pouvoirs par la Constitution de 1958°, qui n'autorise pas un tel
pacte de coordination entre le président de la République et le Parlement. En
France, la coordination est assurée par le jeu des institutions (par exemple, la
cohabitation ou la dissolution), selon des régles prévues, mais jamais par un
accord extra-constitutionnel, ce qui souligne la force du principe de 1'Etat de
droit et la prévisibilité institutionnelle que 1'Ukraine cherche activement a
consolider.

De plus, la tradition frangaise d’unité normative, incarnée par le Conseil
constitutionnel, souligne 1’importance d’un contréle de constitutionnalité
accessible et efficace. L’introduction, en 2010, de la question prioritaire de
constitutionnalit¢ (QPC) a permis d'instaurer un dialogue entre le juge
ordinaire et le juge constitutionnel, une pratique qui pourrait inspirer I’Ukraine
afin de renforcer la protection individuelle des droits sans politiser la justice
constitutionnelle.

Une autre forme de régulation est la méthode de réordination. Comme la
méthode de subordination, elle suppose 1’existence d’un sujet supérieur et
d’un sujet subordonné, mais avec une différence essentielle : le sujet supérieur
prend ses décisions en tenant compte de I’avis du sujet subordonné, créant
ainsi une sorte de rétroaction entre eux. Cette approche vise a assurer un
équilibre entre la gestion centralisée et I’autonomie des structures exécutives.
Un exemple classique de l'application de cette méthode dans le droit
constitutionnel est le processus d'adoption du budget de I'Etat. Dans ce
processus, le gouvernement élabore le projet de budget qu'il soumet ensuite a
l'examen du Parlement. Le Parlement peut apporter des modifications au
projet de loi, mais il s'appuie toujours sur les chiffres proposés par le
gouvernement, car ceux-ci reflétent la situation économique actuelle du pays.
Le Parlement ne peut pas augmenter de maniére démesurée les salaires ou les
financements des institutions culturelles par rapport aux propositions du
gouvernement, car les dépenses budgétaires doivent correspondre a la part des
recettes.

Les fonctions de la branche du droit constitutionnel représentent les
principales directions de son influence sur les relations sociales, qui
constituent son objet.

Les fonctions du droit constitutionnel ukrainien ont été analysées de
maniére systématique par la chercheuse ukrainienne O. V. Sinkevytch, qui a
proposé une approche approfondie pour identifier les caractéristiques et la
classification des fonctions de cette branche. Selon elle, les signes distinctifs
des fonctions du droit constitutionnel ukrainien, qui présentent des similitudes
avec d'autres branches du droit, sont les suivants :

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— les fonctions du droit constitutionnel expriment le plus clairement
I'essence et le contenu de la branche, son role dans la société et I'Etat, ainsi
que sa place dans le systéme juridique national;

— la fonction du droit constitutionnel en tant que branche du droit ukrainien
est une forme active de l'action du droit, qui se manifeste dans la création, la
modification et la cessation des relations juridiques faisant partie de son objet;

— les fonctions du droit constitutionnel sont directement liées au systéme
du droit constitutionnel, a ses normes et a ses institutions, en formant des liens
structurels et fonctionnels stables qui caractérisent les propriétés statiques et
dynamiques, matérielles et procédurales de ce droit;

— les fonctions du droit constitutionnel exercent une influence directe sur
les relations constitutionnelles et leurs caractéristiques : elles engendrent,
modifient et mettent fin a ces relations, tout en déterminant leur — enfin, les
fonctions du droit constitutionnel sont les directions et les formes d'activité de
cette branche en ce qui concerne son influence ciblée sur les relations
sociales®.

0. V. Sinkevych propose de considérer que les caractéristiques spécifiques
des fonctions du droit constitutionnel en tant que branche du droit ukrainien
sont les suivantes :

— elles assurent la réalisation de I'intérét public;

— elles ont une orientation téléologique et axiologique;

— elles sont déterminées par les éléments du systtme du droit
constitutionnel ukrainien en tant que branche du droit, ainsi que par les
dispositions de la Loi fondamentale de 1'Ukraine, qui en constitue la principale
source;

— elles entretiennent un lien étroit avec les fonctions de I'Etat ukrainien’.

Concernant la classification des fonctions de cette branche du droit,
l'auteur propose de considérer le systétme des fonctions du droit
constitutionnel ukrainien comme un ensemble de sous-systémes a deux
niveaux.

Le premier niveau comprend les fonctions du droit constitutionnel
ukrainien, distinguées selon les sphéres de la vie sociale dont la régulation est
d'importance stratégique. Parmi ces fonctions externes, on distingue les
fonctions économique, politique et socio-culturelle.

Le deuxiéme niveau regroupe les fonctions du droit constitutionnel
ukrainien, définies en fonction des objectifs et des missions poursuivis par
cette branche. Ces fonctions internes incluent :

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a) les fonctions de contenu : régulatrice et protectrice;

b) les fonctions essentielles : axiologique et constitutive.

On peut commencer par la définition la plus concise : les rapports
juridiques constitutionnels sont des rapports sociaux régis par les normes du
droit constitutionnel.

Une définition plus compléte a été formulée par Yu.V.Daniliouk, les
définit comme des relations sociales régies par les normes du droit
constitutionnel, qui naissent, se modifient, cessent et se rétablissent sur la base
de faits juridiques établis par ces normes, et dont le contenu est le lien
juridique entre les sujets sous la forme de droits et d'obligations réciproques,
prévus par les normes constitutionnelles et orientés vers un objet déterminé.

La littérature juridique distingue les caractéristiques suivantes des rapports
juridiques constitutionnels :

— leur caractére public (ils naissent principalement dans le cadre de
l'exercice du pouvoir public);

— leur caractere politico-juridique;

— leur nature essentiellement impérative;

— leur appartenance au domaine juridique et leur lien étroit avec d'autres
types de rapports juridiques, notamment administratifs, civils, économiques et
pénaux;

— leur portée principalement nationale plutét que locale;

— leur diversité, car ils existent dans toutes les sphéres importantes de la
vie sociale;

— et enfin, le fait que la majorité de leurs objets concernent les valeurs
sociales les plus élevées.

Les chercheurs qui étudient les rapports juridiques constitutionnels liés a
I’exercice de la gestion publique ou de 1’administration (par les organes de
1’Etat ou par les organes de 1’autonomie locale) distinguent trois principaux
types d’interaction entre les sujets de ces rapports : la subordination, la
coordination et la réordination, chacun correspondant a une méthode propre
au droit constitutionnel.

La subordination suppose 1’existence d’un sujet supérieur et d’un sujet
subordonné, le premier émettant des prescriptions obligatoires pour le second.

La coordination implique que, dans une situation donnée, les sujets soient
égaux en droits et en devoirs et qu'ils résolvent les différends par un accord
mutuel, par exemple a travers un processus de négociation.

La réordination, quant a elle, suppose également un rapport hiérarchique,
mais le sujet supérieur prend ses décisions en tenant compte de I’avis du sujet
subordonné, établissant ainsi un retour d’information réciproque entre eux.

Dans la littérature juridique, les rapports constitutionnels sont classés
selon plusieurs critéres :
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a) selon le degré de concrétisation, en rapports généraux et rapports
spécifiques;

b) selon leur fonction — en rapports constitutifs, juridiques et de protection;

c) selon leur durée, en rapports permanents et temporaires;

d) selon le nombre de liens entre les sujets — en rapports simples et
complexes;

e) selon leur contenu, en rapports matériels et procéduraux;

f) selon l'objet de la régulation juridique — rapports liés aux fondements de
l'ordre constitutionnel, au statut juridique de la personne, aux formes de
démocratie directe, a la structure de I'Ftat, & l'organisation et au
fonctionnement des organes de pouvoir public, etc.;

g) selon le caractére de l'action des sujets, en rapports de type actif et
passif.

Les rapports juridiques constitutionnels comprennent trois éléments
essentiels :

— l'objet;

— les sujets;

— le contenu.

Parmi toutes les branches du droit national, le droit constitutionnel se
distingue par la grande diversité de ses sujets.

Les sujets des rapports constitutionnels sont les participants a ces relations,
dotés d'une capacité juridique constitutionnelle, d'une capacité d'exercice et
d'une capacité délictuelle, c'est-a-dire d'une personnalité juridique
constitutionnelle.

La capacité juridique constitutionnelle désigne l'aptitude d'un sujet a
posséder des droits et des obligations en vertu des normes constitutionnelles.
Pour une personne physique en Ukraine, cette capacité commence a la
naissance et prend fin a la mort.

La capacité d’exercice constitutionnelle désigne 1’aptitude d’un individu a
acquérir, par ses propres actions, des droits et des obligations conformément
aux normes constitutionnelles. Le volume de cette capacité peut dépendre de
l'age ou de 1'état de santé. Pour la plupart des autres sujets (par exemple, les
partis politiques), la capacité juridique et la capacité d'exercice apparaissent et
disparaissent simultanément : elles naissent lors de I'enregistrement officiel de
l'organisation et cessent lors de sa radiation.

La capacité délictuelle constitutionnelle désigne la capacité d'un sujet a
assumer une responsabilité constitutionnelle.

Selon la doctrine juridique, les sujets des rapports constitutionnels sont les
suivants :

— les individus (citoyens, étrangers, apatrides) qui jouissent de droits
constitutionnels et ont certaines obligations sur le territoire de I’Etat;
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— les collectivités humaines (le peuple en tant que souverain et unique
source du pouvoir dans I’Etat, la nation, la population des unités territoriales,
comme les régions, les districts, les communautés urbaines, rurales ou
villageoises);

— les associations de citoyens (partis politiques, associations publiques,
syndicats professionnels, collectifs de travail, organisations religieuses,
organes d’auto-organisation de la population, etc.);

— les entités politico-territoriales (1’Etat lui-méme, les autonomies, les
régions, les villes, etc.);

— les organes de pouvoir public (les organes de I’Etat et les organes de
I’autonomie locale). Parmi eux, les députés des organes représentatifs de
1’Etat et de I’autonomie locale occupent une place particuliére;

— enfin, les organes et organisations internationaux, tels que la
Commission européenne pour la démocratie par le droit (ou Commission de
Venise) ou la Cour européenne des droits de ’homme?8.

Dans la plupart des cas, les actions des sujets de ces rapports sont
consciemment orientées vers les objets de ces rapports.

Ces objets sont les biens a propos desquels les sujets entrent dans ces
relations et exercent leurs droits et obligations constitutionnels.

La liste des objets des rapports constitutionnels en Ukraine n'est pas
exhaustive.

Les chercheurs les classent comme suit :

— les biens politiques, comme la souveraineté de I’Etat, I’intégrité
territoriale du pays, le pouvoir du peuple ukrainien, le pouvoir d’Etat, le
pluralisme politique, les partis politiques et leurs coalitions, la souveraineté
nationale et populaire, la citoyenneté, la démocratie, etc.;

— les biens matériels, comme la propriété, les ressources naturelles,
I’argent, les valeurs mobiliéres, etc.;

— les biens immatériels, comme I’honneur, la dignité, la réputation
professionnelle, la propriété intellectuelle, la liberté de religion, la
confidentialité des communications, 1’éducation, etc.;

— les actions (ou inactions), comme la participation aux élections, aux
référendums, aux gréves, etc.;

— les résultats des actions (ou inactions), comme le statut de chef de I’Etat,
de député du peuple d’Ukraine, de juge ou de membre d’, d'un conseil local,
etc.;

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— et autres objets possibles.

Le dernier élément de la structure des rapports constitutionnels, avec leurs
sujets et leur objet, est leur contenu.

Le contenu de ces rapports correspond aux droits subjectifs et aux
obligations juridiques des participants, tels qu’ils sont établis par les
dispositions de la législation constitutionnelle.

Le droit subjectif désigne la faculté reconnue a un individu d'agir librement
pour satisfaire ses intéréts, besoins ou objectifs, dans le cadre du droit objectif.

L’obligation juridique est I’exigence prescrite par la loi et protégée par
I’Etat, qui impose un comportement approprié¢ dans le cadre des rapports
juridiques. Traditionnellement, on distingue le contenu juridique et le contenu
factuel des rapports constitutionnels. Les éléments du contenu juridique
comprennent les droits subjectifs et les obligations juridiques des participants.

Le contenu factuel, en revanche, est plus restreint : il est déterminé pour
des relations spécifiques et représente les droits et obligations concrets des
sujets de ces rapports particuliers. Les fondements de la naissance et de
1'évolution des rapports constitutionnels sont appelés «faits juridiques».

Le droit constitutionnel ukrainien reprend les développements de la théorie
du droit et de I’Etat relatifs a la notion et aux types de faits juridiques. Les
faits juridiques sont ainsi définis comme des circonstances concrétes de la vie
auxquelles les normes constitutionnelles rattachent la naissance, la
modification ou la cessation des rapports constitutionnels. Ces faits sont
classés selon leur origine subjective ou objective (actions et événements) et
leurs conséquences juridiques (création, modification ou suppression de
droits).

En résumé, les faits juridiques représentent le mécanisme déclencheur qui
permet de passer des dispositions constitutionnelles du domaine abstrait a la
réalité des rapports sociaux, donnant ainsi une forme concréte a la mise en
ceuvre du droit constitutionnel en Ukraine.

2.2. La trilogie des principes fondamentaux: Dignité, Liberté, Egalité

Les principes du droit constitutionnel sont des idées et des positions
fondamentales sur lesquelles repose la régulation constitutionnelle et la
résolution des conflits, y compris ceux pouvant survenir entre les normes du
droit constitutionnel elles-mémes.

Les principes du droit constitutionnel en Ukraine sont ceux qui sont soit
mentionnés directement dans le texte de la Constitution et d'autres sources de
droit constitutionnel, soit interprétés a partir des dispositions de la Loi
fondamentale par la Cour constitutionnelle d'Ukraine, qui est I'unique organe
de juridiction constitutionnelle du pays.

Il convient de souligner que c’est précisément la Cour constitutionnelle
qui révele le contenu de tel ou tel principe a chaque étape du développement
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de I’Etat et de la société. Dans ce travail d'interprétation, la Cour se référe
souvent aux normes internationales relatives aux droits de 1'homme,
notamment en ce qui concerne les principes liés au statut juridique de la
personne, ainsi qu'a la jurisprudence de la Cour européenne des droits de
I'homme.

Le célebre constitutionnaliste D.Ya. Garadjaiev, a justement noté que les
principes du droit constitutionnel renvoient a l'adage latin sur l'essence du
droit : ius est ars boni et aequi (le droit est I'art du bon et de 1'équitable). Selon
lui, la référence au bien et a la justice exprime la base morale des principes
constitutionnels, tandis que la mention de l'art refléte leur complexité et la
nécessité de trouver un juste équilibre dans leur formulation et leur
application.

Le professeur M.I.Kozioubra a proposé une classification des principes
juridiques selon leur champ d’application, distinguant quatre niveaux :

— les principes universels (ou humanistes) du droit, c’est-a-dire les
fondements juridiques de base forgés au fil des siécles de développement
progressif du droit et communs a tous les systémes juridiques;

— les principes civilisationnels du droit, propres a certaines cultures
juridiques et traditions incarnant des civilisations spécifiques;

— les principes de famille juridique, ¢’est-a-dire les principes propres a
certaines familles de droit, méme au sein d’une méme civilisation;

— les principes nationaux du droit, formulés et appliqués au sein d’un
systéme juridique national particulier, reflétant ses caractéristiques et valeurs
propres.

Cette classification générale est souvent utilisée pour organiser les
principes du droit constitutionnel ukrainien.

Parmi ces principes, on peut citer :

— le principe de la primauté du droit;

— le républicanisme;

— I'unité de I'Btat;

— le démocratisme;

— la souveraineté populaire et le pouvoir du peuple;

— la séparation des pouvoirs;

— la reconnaissance et la garantie de 1’autonomie locale;

— la proportionnalité;

— la justice;

— I’égalité;

— I’interdiction de la discrimination;

— et le respect de la procédure juridique équitable.

A l'étape actuelle du développement de I'Etat et de la société ukrainienne,
le role central de ces principes est de garantir les meilleures conditions
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d'existence pour la personne humaine, en mettant au premier plan la dignité et
la liberté humaines.

Ces deux valeurs, la dignit¢ et la liberté, constituent le fondement
philosophique et moral du droit constitutionnel ukrainien moderne.

La dignité humaine exprime la reconnaissance de la valeur intrinséque de
chaque individu, valeur qui n'est pas liée a son statut social, & son origine ou
a ses opinions.

La liberté, quant a elle, est comprise comme la capacité de chaque individu
a faire des choix responsables dans le respect du droit et des droits d'autrui.

Enfin, le principe d'égalité et de non-discrimination vient compléter cet
ensemble, garantissant que tous les individus sont égaux devant la loi et dans
la jouissance des droits et libertés fondamentaux, sans distinction fondée sur
la race, la langue, la religion, le sexe, l'opinion politique, 1'origine sociale ou
toute autre caractéristique.

Ensemble, ces principes — dignité, liberté et égalité — forment la trilogie
fondamentale sur laquelle repose non seulement la Constitution ukrainienne,
mais aussi ’ordre juridique démocratique européen dont elle fait partie.

La dignité humaine est a la fois une catégorie morale et éthique, ainsi qu'un
droit personnel non patrimonial. La loi lui confére le statut d'objet autonome
de protection judiciaire et la définit comme la reconnaissance de la valeur de
chaque étre humain en tant qu'entité biologique, psychologique et sociale
unique.

Cette définition a été formulée dans la résolution du 27 février 2009 du
Plénum de la Cour supréme d’Ukraine.

Le concept de «dignité» est mentionné a plusieurs reprises dans la
Constitution ukrainienne (articles 3, 21, 28, 41, 68 et 105).

La dignité est notamment reconnue comme 1’une des «valeurs sociales les
plus élevées» (article 3).

Il y est également précisé que «tous les étres humains sont libres et égaux
en dignité et en droits» (article 21) et que «chacun a droit au respect de sa
dignitéy (article 28).

Le droit a la dignité humaine fait partie des droits personnels et implique
la protection de la dignité de toute personne physique dans ses rapports avec
les autorités publiques.

Ce droit est également protégé au niveau international, y compris au
niveau européen.

Malgré son importance fondamentale dans le droit constitutionnel, la
protection de la dignité est principalement assurée par les dispositions du Code
civil et du Code pénal ukrainiens.

La liberté est un concept multidimensionnel dans le domaine du droit
constitutionnel.
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Traditionnellement, le terme «libertés» désigne certains droits de 'homme,
comme la liberté d'association, la liberté d'expression ou la liberté de choisir
son lieu de résidence.

Le célébre spécialiste du droit constitutionnel ukrainien A. Kroussian,
considere que la liberté, en tant que liberté constitutionnelle de la personne,
constitue le but du constitutionnalisme moderne.

Selon lui, la liberté est un état de I’individu au sein de la société et s'analyse
a travers les relations entre I’homme et 1’Etat, ainsi que les relations entre
individus libres au sein de la société civile.

Il en déduit que la liberté constitutionnelle de la personne est un état
juridique et factuel dans lequel l'individu est physiquement, économiquement,
politiquement et spirituellement indépendant de toute ingérence ou limitation
illégitime de la part du pouvoir public ou d'autres acteurs sociaux.

Le droit a la liberté est également souvent évoqué.

Ainsi, dans l'une de ses décisions, la Cour constitutionnelle d'Ukraine a
déclaré :

«Le droit a la libert¢ est un droit constitutionnel inaliénable et
imprescriptible. Il garantit a chaque individu la possibilité de choisir son
comportement en vue de son développement libre et complet, d'agir selon ses
propres décisions et projets, de déterminer ses priorités, de faire tout ce qui
n'est pas interdit par la loi, de se déplacer librement sur le territoire de I'Etat et
de choisir son lieu de résidence.» Ce droit signifie que la personne est libre de
toute ingérence extérieure, sauf dans les cas expressément prévus par la
Constitution et les lois de I’Ukraine.»

Dans l'analyse des principes constitutionnels, il est important de souligner
que le principe de liberté est étroitement 1ié a ceux d'égalité, de primauté du
droit, d'humanisme et de justice.

L’un des principes les plus fondamentaux du droit constitutionnel
ukrainien est le principe d’égalité, fondé sur la notion d’égalité de tous devant
la loi et la justice.

Ce principe peut étre formulé de maniére positive («tous sont égaux,
indépendamment de...») ou de maniére négative («la discrimination fondée
sur... est interdite»).

La Cour constitutionnelle d'Ukraine a précisé dans ses décisions que :

— «selon la Constitution, tous les citoyens jouissent de droits et libertés
constitutionnels égaux et sont égaux devant la loi; Le principe d'égalité devant
la loi est une garantie constitutionnelle du statut juridique de la personne,
notamment en matiére de responsabilité pénale.»

«L'égalité garantie par la Constitution implique la nécessité d'assurer a
chacun les mémes possibilités juridiques, tant matérielles que procédurales,
pour exercer des droits et libertés identiques par leur contenu et leur portée.»
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A ce principe d'égalité est associé le principe de différenciation juridique,
qui implique l'interdiction de la discrimination.

La notion de discrimination est définie par la loi ukrainienne du 6
septembre 2012 «Sur les principes de prévention et de lutte contre la
discrimination», adoptée conformément aux normes internationales et
européennes relatives aux droits de I’homme.

Cette loi distingue la discrimination directe (lorsqu’une personne est
traitée moins favorablement en raison de son age, de son sexe, de sa religion,
de son origine ethnique, etc.) et la discrimination indirecte (lorsqu’une
personne doit fournir des efforts supplémentaires pour obtenir des conditions
équivalentes a celles des autres).

En France, la dignit¢ humaine est considérée comme une valeur
constitutionnelle a part entiére depuis la décision du Conseil constitutionnel
de 1994 concernant la loi bioéthique. Cette approche, qui allie morale et droit,
pourrait orienter le développement du contrdle de proportionnalité en Ukraine,
notamment dans les affaires relatives a la sécurité nationale et aux droits
sociaux en temps de guerre.

2.3. Principes politiques complémentaires

Un autre principe fondamental du droit constitutionnel ukrainien est le
principe de la souveraineté populaire, fondé sur la notion de souveraineté
envisagée sous trois aspects :

— la souveraineté de ’Etat, qui exprime 1’indépendance totale du pouvoir
dans la conduite des affaires intérieures et extérieures;

— la souveraineté populaire, c’est-a-dire la suprématie du peuple, exercée
directement ou par I’intermédiaire des organes de 1’Etat;

— la souveraineté nationale, qui se manifeste par le droit de la nation a
I’autodétermination, a 1’autonomie culturelle et linguistique, ainsi qu'a la
définition de son mode de vie national.

Le principe républicain occupe également une place essentielle dans le
systéme constitutionnel ukrainien, car I'Ukraine est une république.

Le républicanisme est une théorie politico-juridique qui privilégie la forme
de gouvernement républicaine, dans laquelle le pouvoir supréme appartient a
un organe ¢lu pour une durée déterminée lors d'élections générales.

Les républiques peuvent étre présidentielles, parlementaires ou mixtes —
I’Ukraine moderne appartient & cette derniére catégorie.

Ces principes partagent plusieurs caractéristiques communes :

— une forme concise et concentrée d'expression;

— une stabilité accrue;

— un caractere régulateur;

— une fonction de comblement des lacunes du droit constitutionnel;

—un r6le central dans la résolution des conflits constitutionnels;

— et une inscription dans les sources du droit constitutionnel.
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3. La triple dimension académique: branche, science et discipline
3.1. Le systeme interne : institutions et normes

Le syst¢tme du droit constitutionnel comprend des institutions et des
normes. La science juridique distingue traditionnellement trois niveaux
(branche, institution, norme), mais la complexité du droit constitutionnel
ukrainien conduit certains juristes a introduire des niveaux supplémentaires
(sous-branches et sous-institutions) pour distinguer les institutions de premier,
deuxiéme, troisiéme, voire quatriéme niveau (par exemple : citoyenneté,
acquisition de la citoyenneté, naturalisation, etc.).

Les normes du droit constitutionnel présentent des caractéristiques
spécifiques : leur stabilité et leur valeur politique élevée, leur role fondateur,
et le fait qu'elles ne sont pas toutes des régles de conduite classiques. Elles
peuvent étre des normes-définitions, des normes-principes ou des normes-
programmes (comme I'Article 1 de la Constitution : «L’Ukraine est un Etat
souverain et indépendant, démocratique, social et régi par le droit»).

3.2. La science et la discipline académique

Le droit constitutionnel ukrainien, en tant que science, se présente comme
un systéme de connaissances, de théories et d'idées portant sur le statut
juridique de la personne et I'organisation de 1'Etat. Elle fait appel aux travaux
des sciences politiques, de I'économie et d'autres disciplines, et remplit
plusieurs fonctions fondamentales : cognitive, communicative, applicative et
prévisionnelle (modélisation des conséquences des réformes). L'élément
primaire de cette science est constitué de notions (définitions) qui, en se
combinant, forment des éléments plus complexes : principes, théories et
doctrines’.

L’expérience frangaise en mati¢re de doctrine constitutionnelle, marquée
par un dialogue constant entre universitaires, Conseil constitutionnel et
juridictions ordinaires, illustre la mani¢re dont la science du droit peut
influencer la pratique institutionnelle. L’Ukraine pourrait renforcer cette
interaction en créant, par exemple, un conseil scientifique consultatif auprés
de sa Cour constitutionnelle, a I’image du comité scientifique du Conseil
d’Etat francais.

En tant que discipline académique, le droit constitutionnel est un systéme
de connaissances portant a la fois sur la branche du droit et sur la science qui
I’¢tudie. L’étude de cette discipline poursuit trois objectifs principaux :
éducatif général, juridique (approfondissement des connaissances théoriques
sur les modeles de régulation), et pratique (amélioration du cadre
constitutionnel).

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3.3. Les rapports juridiques constitutionnels

Les rapports juridiques constitutionnels sont des rapports sociaux régis par
les normes du droit constitutionnel. Leurs caractéristiques sont leur caractére
public, leur nature essentiellement impérative et leur portée principalement
nationale. Ces rapports sont classés selon le degré de concrétisation, la
fonction, la durée, le contenu, l'objet et le caractére de 1'action des sujets.

Ces rapports comprennent trois ¢léments essentiels : I'objet, les sujets et le
contenu. Les sujets sont les participants dotés d'une personnalité juridique
constitutionnelle (individus, collectivités humaines — le peuple, associations,
entités  politico-territoriales,  organes de  pouvoir  public, et
organes/organisations internationales). L’objet sont les biens a propos
desquels les sujets entrent en relation (biens politiques comme la souveraineté,
biens matériels, biens immatériels comme 1’honneur, actions/inactions). Le
contenu correspond aux droits subjectifs et aux obligations juridiques des
participants.

Les fondements de la naissance des rapports constitutionnels sont les faits
juridiques (circonstances concrétes de la vie auxquelles les normes
constitutionnelles rattachent la naissance, la modification ou la cessation des
rapports). Ces faits représentent le mécanisme déclencheur qui permet de
passer des dispositions constitutionnelles du domaine abstrait a la réalité des
rapports sociaux.

CONCLUSION

Le droit constitutionnel ukrainien, tel qu'il se déploie depuis I'adoption de
la Constitution de 1996, est le produit d'une volonté politique et doctrinale de
rupture. La transition du «Droit de I'Etat» vers une branche centrée sur le
«Droit Constitutionnel» n'est pas une simple évolution lexicale, mais un
basculement paradigmatique. Elle signifie que le pouvoir d'Etat n'est plus une
fin en soi, mais un instrument subordonné aux droits et libertés de la personne,
hissée par I'Article 3 de la Loi Fondamentale au rang de valeur supréme.

Les Enseignements du Modéle Francais sont cruciaux pour comprendre la
portée de cette refondation. La France, ayant elle-méme traversé des cycles de
'hégémonie étatique a la consécration des Droits de I'Homme et du Citoyen,
fournit un étalon de mesure pour évaluer les défis structurels ukrainiens.
L'Ukraine a clairement adopt¢é la méthodologie normative du
constitutionnalisme libéral, intégrant les principes cardinaux de Dignité,
Liberté et Egalité, et mettant en place un systéme complexe d'institutions et
de normes pour encadrer le pouvoir.

Cependant, 'analyse comparative fait apparaitre des enjeux spécifiques a
la consolidation démocratique ukrainienne :
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— le défi de la méthode de régulation : si la méthode de subordination est
universelle au droit public, le recours historique a la coordination politique
(Traité Constitutionnel de 1995) révele la fragilité institutionnelle des débuts.
La ou le modele francais offre une rigidité et une prévisibilité fondées sur un
texte  constitutionnel  détaillé  (notamment dans  l'articulation
Exécutif/Législatif), 'Ukraine a di batir cette prévisibilité ex nihilo. La pleine
adoption des normes constitutionnelles doit désormais rendre caduc tout
mécanisme de coordination extra-constitutionnel, garantissant ainsi la
suprématie de la Loi Fondamentale sur les arrangements politiques.

— la portée du réle structurant : la fonction structurante et intégratrice du
droit constitutionnel ukrainien est essentielle pour unifier un systéme juridique
qui fut longtemps fragmenté. Pour réussir cette intégration, la doctrine
ukrainienne doit continuer de s'appuyer sur la jurisprudence du Conseil
Constitutionnel francais et de la Cour Européenne des Droits de 'Homme
(CEDH) pour enrichir la portée pratique des principes (Dignité, Egalité). C'est
par cette mise en dialogue que la Cour Constitutionnelle d'Ukraine peut
transformer ces principes en régles de droit contraignantes et applicables,
renforcant la sécurité juridique.

-l'intégration européenne comme impératif normatif : le droit
constitutionnel ukrainien ne se contente pas de suivre les legons de la France
et de I'Europe; il est désormais contraint par l'impératif d'harmonisation
découlant de la candidature a I'Union Européenne. Les normes-programmes
(Article 1 de la Constitution) ne sont plus de simples déclarations d'intention,
mais des objectifs juridiquement contraignants. Le droit constitutionnel
ukrainien devient le pont normatif entre la tradition nationale et l'acquis
communautaire.

En conclusion, la doctrine ukrainienne, riche et structurée, a accompli une
tache immense en fournissant les fondements d'un Etat de droit moderne. La
persistance des efforts académiques, en particulier dans la triple dimension de
la branche, de la science et de la discipline, est la garantie que I'Ukraine ne
retournera jamais & I'hégémonie du «Droit de I'Etat». Le dialogue avec le
modele frangais, en offrant des exemples de résilience institutionnelle et de
primauté des libertés, constitue un outil précieux pour consolider cet acquis
face aux défis contemporains.

L’avenir du droit constitutionnel ukrainien dépendra de sa capacité a allier
l'adaptabilité du modele frangais a la rigueur de l'intégration européenne. La
culture constitutionnelle francaise montre qu’un Etat peut étre a la fois fort et
respectueux des droits, centralisé mais ouvert a la participation. En ce sens,
I’expérience frangaise ne constitue pas un modele a copier, mais un référentiel
normatif qui permet a 1’Ukraine de forger son identité constitutionnelle
européenne.
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En définitive, D’expérience francaise montre que la stabilité
constitutionnelle ne dépend pas de la rigidité des textes, mais de la vitalité de
la culture juridique et du dialogue entre les institutions, les juges et les
citoyens. Pour I’Ukraine, cette lecon est essentielle dans le contexte de la
guerre et de la future reconstruction : il s'agit non seulement de batir un ordre
juridique solide, mais aussi de restaurer une confiance durable dans la
Constitution en tant que pacte social.

Le rapprochement entre les traditions constitutionnelles frangaise et
ukrainienne peut ainsi contribuer a 1’émergence d’un modéle européen
pluraliste, capable de concilier la protection des droits, la légitimité
démocratique et la résilience face aux crises.

SUMMARY

Cette contribution analyse la transformation du droit constitutionnel
ukrainien aprés 1991, en le mettant en perspective avec le modele frangais.
Elle met en lumiére la rupture doctrinale avec le «droit de I’Etat» soviétique
et la construction d'un constitutionnalisme fondé sur la dignité, la liberté et
I'égalité. Le modele frangais, avec son bloc de constitutionnalité, la
jurisprudence du Conseil constitutionnel et la participation citoyenne, offre
des pistes concrétes pour consolider la justice constitutionnelle ukrainienne et
la rendre plus accessible. L'étude conclut que le dialogue entre les traditions
frangaise et ukrainienne favorise I'émergence d'un droit constitutionnel
européen pluraliste et résilient.

This contribution analyses the transformation of Ukrainian constitutional
law after 1991, placing it in perspective with the French model. It highlights
the doctrinal break with Soviet ‘state law’ and the construction of a
constitutionalism based on dignity, freedom and equality. The French model,
with its constitutional bloc, the jurisprudence of the Constitutional Council
and citizen participation, offers concrete avenues for consolidating Ukrainian
constitutional justice and making it more accessible. The study concludes that
dialogue between French and Ukrainian traditions promotes the emergence of
a pluralistic and resilient European constitutional law.
