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In the early 1990s, significant global changes, including the collapse
of the USSR and the global socialist system, the emergence of numerous
independent states, and the end of the Cold War, led to the formation
of a “new world order.” The emerging situation provided favorable
conditions for the South Caucasus republics, which occupy a strategic
geopolitical position, to actively participate in the international relations
system and global integration processes.

In 1991, the dissolution of the Soviet Union and the attainment
of state independence by the South Caucasus republics led to fundamental
changes in the global economy and the social and political development
of the region. Simultaneously, conditions were established for major powers
to exert political, economic, and cultural influence in the region.

The South Caucasus is situated in a favorable position along the shortest
routes from Europe to the countries of Central Asia. The region's location
between two seas, its abundant energy resources, strategic position, and role
as an energy corridor expand its international relations. Today, a significant
portion of the increasing freight traffic between Central Asia and European
countries, along with the renewed Silk Road, passes through this region.

In terms of language, religion, and culture, the country closest to this
region is undoubtedly the Republic of Tiirkiye. Since the early 1990s,
Tirkiye policy in the region has been based on peace, friendly
neighborliness, and economic advancement in its relations with the South
Caucasus countries. It is shald be noted that Tiirkiye was among the first
states to recognize the independence of Azerbaijan, Georgia, and Armenia
following the dissolution of the USSR.

Tiirkiye economic cooperation and reciprocal investments with countries
such as Azerbaijan and Georgia, which are among the most developed
in the Caucasus, have significantly strengthened their close relations.
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Relations among these countries encompass not only political and cultural
ties but also close cooperation in energy, trade, transportation, and infra-
structure sectors.

The first major manifestation of strategic cooperation between Tiirkiye
and Azerbaijan was the participation of the Turkish Petroleum Corporation
in the consortium of foreign oil companies during the signing of the “Con-
tract of the Century” on September 20, 1994.

Tiirkiye economic policy in the South Caucasus plays a crucial role not
only in the development of the regional economy but also in facilitating
the integration of the region’s economies into the global economic system.

One of the most important factors in Tiirkiye relations with the South
Caucasus republics is cooperation in the energy sector. The energy factor has
become a central element of Tiirkiye regional policy. In terms of diversi-
fying energy resources in the South Caucasus, Tiirkiye has achieved
significant success by implementing pipeline projects that traverse its
territory. This successful beginning in the energy sector was marked
by the construction of the Baku-Thilisi-Ceyhan (BTC) pipeline and the
delivery of Azerbaijani oil to global markets via the port of Ceyhan.
The BTC pipeline starts in Azerbaijan (from the Sangachal terminal), passes
through Georgia and Tiirkiye, and extends to the Ceyhan marine terminal
on Tiirkiye Mediterranean coast.

Azerbaijani oil transported via the BTC pipeline reached Tiirkiye Ceyhan
terminal on May 28, 2006, and on June 4, the first tanker loaded with
Caspian oil departed from the Ceyhan terminal to global markets [2, s. 5; 8].
The passage of the pipeline through Georgian territory has made the country
an integral part of the regional energy infrastructure.

It is well known that the Central Asian region also attracts the
geopolitical and strategic interests of the United States and Tiirkiye. For the
implementation of this strategy, Azerbaijan serves as an “open door”
and a transit hub due to its geographic position, while Georgia functions
solely as a transit route in economic terms [1, s. 165]. For many years,
Tiirkiye has been Georgia’s primary strategic and trade partner. In addition,
close cooperation has been established between the countries in the fields
of energy, economy, education, and culture.

Following the collapse of the USSR, Georgia’s independence began
amidst conflict. As a result of the war between Russia and Georgia in August
2008, Russia recognized the independence of Abkhazia and South Ossetia.
Tiirkiye supported Georgia’s territorial integrity and did not recognize
the independence of Abkhazia and South Ossetia.

However, Tiirkiye focus on the Nagorno-Karabakh issues in its South
Caucasus policy prevented it from risking direct confrontation with Russia
over problems in Georgian territories. With the support of Azerbaijan,
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Tiirkiye, the United States, and other partner states, conditions were created
for the oil pipeline to pass through Georgian territory [3].

The opening of the Cildir-Aktas border, the construction of the Kars —
Thilisi — Baku railway, and the modernization of Batumi airport, among
similar projects, provide significant contributions to the development
of economic relations among these countries [4. s. 149]. This bilateral
cooperation has gradually evolved into a trilateral economic and energy
partnership that also includes Azerbaijan.

Currently, energy and transportation infrastructure projects jointly
implemented by Azerbaijan, Tiirkiye, and Georgia — including the Baku —
Thilisi — Ceyhan, Baku — Thilisi — Erzurum, Baku — Thilisi — Kars pipelines,
as well as the TAP and TANAP oil and gas pipelines — hold strategic and
economic significance for European Union countries. Within the framework
of the Middle Corridor, the Lapis Lazuli transit route also plays an important
role in driving the economic progress of regional states. On November 15,
2017, in Turkmenistan, the governments of Tiirkiye, Georgia, Azerbaijan,
Turkmenistan, and Afghanistan signed an agreement on the Lapis Lazuli
(Lazurite Route) International Transit Corridor. The corridor aims to reduce
regional dependencies and establish an alternative transportation route.

Another project connected to the Middle Corridor is the Zangezur
corridor. The Zangezur corridor project has entered a new phase within
the context of normalizing diplomatic relations between Tirkiye and
Armenia. Although Tiirkiye officially recognized Armenia’s independence
on December 16, 1991, following the dissolution of the USSR, Armenia
began presenting “territorial” and “genocide” claims against Tiirkiye.
Due to these claims, as well as the occupation of Azerbaijani territories,
the establishment of diplomatic and economic relations between the two
countries was not possible.

Diplomatic relations between the two countries have been effectively
suspended since 1993. Although the Zurich Protocols signed in 2009 were
considered an important step towards normalization, the documents could
not advance to the ratification stage. In light of new regional realities
emerging after 2020, the parties appointed special representatives to resume
dialogue. This process is considered significant for strengthening regional
stability, reopening borders, and expanding economic cooperation.

The conclusion of the Second Nagorno-Karabakh War in 2020 made
the opening of communications in the region one of the primary priorities
on the international agenda. In this context, the Zangezur corridor holds
strategic importance for expanding transit potential in the South Caucasus
and is regarded as a transportation link capable of significantly increasing
trade turnover and deepening regional economic integration.
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Participation in this initiative holds particular significance for Armenia.
The long-standing closure of its borders with Tiirkiye and Azerbaijan has
left the country excluded from the region’s major transportation and energy
projects, consequently limiting its opportunities for integration into regional
economic processes [5].

The political and economic strength of the Caucasus region is also
important for Tirkiye. Tiirkiye geoeconomic and energy policies in the
South Caucasus positively influence both the growth of its economic power
and the strengthening of its position in international relations.
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Works of Azerbaijani Researchers and Their Commentary.
In the study of the Nagorno-Karabakh issue, Mirza Bala Mammadzadeh’s
work “The Armenians and Iran”, published in Istanbul in 1927 [1. s. 280],
remains relevant even today. Reading this work gives the impression
that nearly a century has not passed since the events described.

Mammadzadeh, referring to the map of “Greater Armenia” published
in 1919 by Armenian émigrés in America, notes that their absurd idea
of a “Greater Armenia” was meant to encompass all territories in Turkey,
Iran, and the Caucasus inhabited by Turks [1. s.30]. In the work
“The Republic of Azerbaijan: A Decade Equal to a Century (1991-2001)”
by Tahir Qafarov [2], special attention is given to the Karabakh War
in the third chapter titled “Obstacles to the Establishment of an Independent
State” [2, s. 86-137].

The author rightly emphasizes that the personnel and military equipment
of Soviet army units stationed in Upper Karabakh provided substantial
assistance to the Armenian armed groups [2. 5.89]. The researcher notes that,
with the support of the CIS military forces, Armenia and local Armenian
bandit groups conducted large-scale military operations in Nagorno-
Karabakh and seized several strategically advantageous positions.
With Russia’s close support, the occupation of Nagorno-Karabakh was
further reinforced, leading to the establishment of the puppet “Nagorno-
Karabakh Republic” by early September 1991 [2, s. 88-89].

Works of Armenian Historians and Their Commentary. Armenian
scholars such as Q.B. Abramyan, Q.A. lonesiyan, Q. Kocharian,
and S. Avakyan, focusing on the social construction of the Nagorno-
Karabakh Autonomous Oblast during the Soviet era, falsified its history
to justify the “Greater Armenia” idea. However, some Armenian historians
acknowledged facts. For instance, Bakhshi Ishkhanyan’s Peoples of the
Caucasus (1916) examined ethnic composition, population classification,
and socio-economic analysis, recognizing Armenians’ historical homeland
as Asia Minor and describing Karabakh Armenians as Christian Albanians
preserving their religion. In this work, the historian B. Ishkhanyan,

who studied the history of the peoples of the Caucasus, wrote that the true
homeland of the Armenians lies in Asia Minor and that the Armenians living
in Nagorno-Karabakh are, in fact, ancient Albanians who preserved the
Christian faith. Ishkhanyan further noted that the rest of the population
consisted of refugees from Iran and Turkey who turned Azerbaijani lands
into a place of refuge to escape persecution and attacks [3, s. 44].

Indeed, research and contemporary sources confirm this. Except
for a few episodic cases related to Armenians, evidence and documents show
that their systematic migration to Northern Azerbaijan began only after the
1828 Treaty of Turkmenchay. This fact is also acknowledged by Armenian
authors themselves, such as Parsamyan, Korkodyan, and Zori Balayan.

In his book “The Hearth (Ocaq)”, Zori Balayan himself admits it,
writing: “Yerevan is a city created before the eyes of one generation, its
inhabitants being newcomers...” [4, s.110]. He continues: “I met with
residents in seventy-five settlements. The exact founding date of most
of these settlements is known — 7828.” [4, s.119] and “Ailmost all the people
living in the region are from Kars and Van, Mush and Bitlis, and other
provinces of Western Armenia.” [4, s. 273].

Analysis of these works reveals a recurring narrative in which Armenians
were portrayed as the ancient and indigenous population of Nagorno-
Karabakh, supposedly entitled to join Armenia because of numerical
majority and for their security. Armenian betrayal and hostility toward
Azerbaijan were openly reflected in art and culture. For example, Gverk
Emin’s 1978 film Seven Songs About Armenia (Mosfilm), S. Khanzadyan’s
1980s films jointly produced by Armenfilm and Mosfilm (Star of Hope),
and L. Babajanyan’s The Shore of Youth (Lenfilm) all conveyed explicit
anti-Azerbaijani messages. Similarly, Armenian sculptors, painters, and
musicians depicted Armenians as oppressed and defenseless, reinforcing
anti-Azerbaijani propaganda.

Historical Research on the Karabakh Problem Shows that the region’s
ethnic and political situation, foreign interventions, and migration transfers
were major sources of long-standing tension in Azerbaijani territories.
Contemporary researchers propose political, economic, and regional
cooperation solutions to resolve the conflict.

Modern Georgian Historians’ Approaches. Georgian researchers study
Karabakh not only in the Azerbaijan-Armenia context but also within South
Caucasus politics and geostrategy. For example, Emil Avdaliani, at Tbilisi
State University, analyzes the 2020 Second Karabakh War from Georgia’s
perspective in his article Georgia and the Second Karabakh War, showing
how the war placed Georgia in a difficult geopolitical situation, affecting
relations with neighbors and ethnic Azerbaijani and Armenian communities.
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Ani Bukia, in her article “Nagorno-Karabakh Conflict in the Context
of South Caucasus Realpolitik” [5, $.45], analyzes the conflict through the
lens of South Caucasus realpolitik, demonstrating the influence of major
powers such as the West and Russia. Giorgi Klimiashvili, in “Political Roots
and Ethnic-Political Dynamics of the Nagorno-Karabakh Conflict”
[6, s.52], explores the underlying political causes and ethnic dimensions,
while Giorgi Koberidze, in “The 2020 Nagorno-Karabakh War: Regional
Consequences for South Caucasus Geopolitics, Security, and Democracy”
[7, s.67], examines the geopolitical, military, and democratic implications
of the 2020 war. Together, these scholars emphasize that the consequences
of the conflict extend beyond Azerbaijani-Armenian relations, influencing
Georgia’s national security and overall regional stability [7, s. 68].

Historical Foundations: The Karabakh region has been inhabited by the
Azerbaijani people for centuries, and its historical and cultural heritage
entirely belongs to the Azerbaijani nation. The creation of the Nagorno-
Karabakh Autonomous Oblast and the intervention of foreign powers laid
the groundwork for future Armenian territorial claims.

Critical Analysis of the Conflict: Comparative study of events, analysis
of both local and international authors, and the identification of distortions
and one-sided presentations allow for an objective assessment of the
conflict.

In conclusion, the article demonstrates that a historical and political
analysis of the Karabakh conflict is possible only through a multifaceted
and comparative approach. Integrating diverse perspectives and research
is essential for an objective understanding of events. This approach
is important both scientifically and practically.
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In the second half of the nineteenth century, the development
of transportation, political relations, and international trade also influenced
religious relations and contributed to their development. On the eve
of the twentieth century, although Christianity dominated in Europe
and Islam in the Middle East, that is why when Japan was mentioned,
the first things that came to mind were Shinto, which had existed there since
ancient times, and Buddhism, which later entered Japan. In addition,
there were also relatively few Christians compared to the population during
the Meiji period.

Japan’s acquaintance with Muslims has a history of approximately more
than 150 years. During the 265 year Tokugawa period, when the country was
ruled by the samurai, relations, trade, and travel with other countries were
almost restricted, effectively closing the country’s borders to the world.
Due to its geographical position, this situation could be maintained
for a long time. Although this ensured peace in the country during that
period, it also significantly delayed its acquaintance with many countries,
cultures, and peoples of the world. After the arrival in 1853 of American
ships at the port of Yokohama, which demanded that the opening
of the country to trade, Japan opened territory to the outside world
in commercial, political, and cultural terms. It is believed that the first
Muslims who came to Japan were also traders. Up to the present time,
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Muslim migrations to Japan from different countries have occured
at different times and for various reasons [4, p. 737].

The reign of Emperor Meiji in Japan (1868-1912) is considered
as a period of planned modernization. The wars conducted during this period
ensured that Japan was recognized as a world power. During this period
of political and military developments, the Japanese also began to become
more closely acquainted with Islam. For the first time, in 1877, the Japanese
learned about Islam and the life of Muhammad through translations from
Western sources. Although interest in Islam in Japan initially emerged
within the framework of Western religious thought, its main development
manifested itself in Ottoman-Japanese relations in the 1890°s [1, p. 672].

Islam came to Japan not only through trade but also through diplomatic
relations established with Muslim countries. According to historical
documents, the first significant contact occurred at the end of the nineteenth
century after diplomatic relations were established between Japan and the
Ottoman Caliphate. At that time, both Japan and the Ottoman Empire,
as Asian countries, faced increasing pressure from the West. As a result,
mutual official visits between the two countrie began. Despite the tragic
incident experienced by the Turkish delegation returning from Japan
in 1890, positive outcomes were achieved regarding the future of Islam in
East Asia [3, p. 304].

The Ottoman Empire played a special role in the spread of Islam
in Japan. As early as 1890, a delegation of 700 military specialists headed by
Osman Pasha was sent to Japan by Sultan Abdul Hamid Il on the Ertugrul
frigate. After holding several meetings in Japan, including being received
by the Emperor of Japan, the ship carrying the returning delegation
encountered a storm near Osaka and sank. In this accident, 550 people,
including the Sultan’s brother and Osman Pasha, lost their lives.
The remains of the sunken ship were transported to Istanbul by two Japanese
ships. The deceased were buried in Japan, and a memorial monument was
erected in their honor. Even today, their memory is commemorated every
five years in Turkiye and Japan. In 1891, the Japanese journalist Oshotaro
Noda collected aid to help the families of the Turks who died
in the 1890 disaster and, together with the survivors of the shipwreck,
traveled to Istanbul and presented this assistance to the Ottoman authorities.
On the shores of the Bosphorus Strait, the Japanese journalist was also
received by Sultan Abdul Hamid Il. While in Istanbul, Oshotaro Noda met
an English Muslim named Abdullah Ghulam and, shortly after this meeting,
converted to Islam and took the name Abdulhalim. He is considered the first
Japanese to recognize to Islam. In 1893, another Japanese, Yamada, brought
the funds collected to help the families of the Turks who died
in the 1890 disaster to Istanbul and during this visit converted to Islam,
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taking the name Abdulkhalil. He is considered the second Japanese
to convert to Islam. At the request of the Sultan, he remained in the Ottoman
state and taught the Japanese language at a military school. The third
Japanese to convert to Islam was the Christian merchant named Ahmad
Agira. He converted to Islam in Bombay and, after returning to Japan,
engaged in the propagation of Islam and closely participated in translating
of the Qur’an into Japanese [2, p. 260].

After the first Sino-Japanese War in 1895, the Japanese encountered
Muslim populations in the territories they occupied and began to learn about
the ideas and movements influencing Muslims. At that time, they observed
that Pan-Islamism and Pan-Turkism had come to the forefront, especially
among the Turks. Pan-Islamism, based on the idea of Muslim unity against
the attacks of Western Christian states, spread across a wide geographical
area and was accepted as a powerful instrument used by the Ottoman state
against imperialist powers. Japan, which sought to expand its influence
in Asia, also attempted to use the political situation and the religious
and political inclinations of the people in the region for its expansionism
and initiated certain activities through Islam. Toward the twentieth century,
Japanese Pan-Asianists and Muslim intellectuals shared common ideals
in opposing Western imperialism and in promoting modernization while
preserving their own cultures. This common ideology led some Islamists
to turn toward Japan for certain purposes. One of the prominent figures in
these connections with the Japanese in this political and ideological
environment was the Kazan Tatar Muslim Abdirashid Ibrahim.
He was a personality who possessed various qualities as a teacher, judge,
writer-publicist, traveler, and politician. At a time when Japan was
increasingly demonstrating its power among Asian states, Ibrahim Efendi
decided to undertake a long journey due to persecution by the Russian
government. In September 1908, he set out from Kazan and traveled through
Siberia, Mongolia, Manchuria, Japan, Korea, China, India, the Hejaz,
and the Middle East, completing his journey in Istanbul in 1910. He played
a special role in the recognition and acceptance of Islam in Japan. During his
stay in Japan, Abdirashid lbrahim met many influential personalities,
promoted Islam, and advocated that Eastern peoples should act together
against Western colonialism [1, p. 672—673].

If Islam had spread among the Japanese, an important achievement
would have been realized from a religious perspective. From a political
perspective, a Japan that had embraced Islam could have become a strong
support for oppressed Muslims, a serious threat to Western imperialists,
and a firm ally for the Ottoman state.
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Cultural heritage is also means of self-expression of a society.
Its destruction leads to the weakening of national or ethnic identity,
and sometimes increases the risk of cultural homogenization.

Addressing the impact of conflict on the destruction of cultural heritage
is not limited to the capabilities of individual states. International
organizations also play a crucial role, as this process requires international
coordination, legal mechanisms and financial support. Their activities cover
a wide range of activities, from preventive measures to post-conflict
rehabilitation.

As we know the 1954 Hague Convention for the Protection of Cultural
Property in the Event of Armed Conflict is the first international treaty
dedicated to safeguarding cultural heritage during war. Adopted by
UNESCO in response to the widespread destruction of World War I,
it establishes legal protections for cultural property, including monuments,
museums, and archives. The Convention introduces measures like the Blue
Shield emblem to mark protected sites and obligates nations to prevent
damage, theft, and illicit trade of cultural objects. Two additional Protocols
(1954 & 1999) strengthen enforcement, including rules against the seizure
of cultural property and measures for post-conflict restitution [1].

Conflicts have a number of serious and multifaceted impacts on cultural
heritage. These impacts encompass both tangible and intangible heritage
elements and can have long-term consequences. The impact of conflicts
on cultural heritage is not only material, but also social, psychological and
political.

Physical destruction. During armed conflicts, historic cities, religious
buildings, and archaeological sites are destroyed by bombing or deliberate
vandalism. Even if such losses are repaired over time, they cannot
be completely restored to their original state.
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Illegal trade and looting. Weak control in conflict zones increases
the smuggling of ancient artifacts. This leads to the loss of important
information and also to the entry of the global cultural heritage market
into the hands of criminal networks.

Humanitarian consequences. The destruction of cultural heritage
often goes hand in hand with population displacement, social fragmentation,
and the loss of cultural traditions.

The destruction of national identity. National identity is a collective
form of self-awareness formed on the basis of the historical memory,
language, religious, cultural values, traditions and symbols of a particular
people. This identity is defined not only by political borders, but also by
cultural and spiritual elements. The destruction of national identity during
conflicts can be more widespread and systematic than direct physical
violence [3].

I would like to present several examples illustrating the impact of con-
flicts on cultural heritage.

As a result of the large-scale war against Ukraine in 2022, the country's
cultural heritage has faced serious threats. Historic cities, religious
monuments, museums, and cultural infrastructure facilities have been
damaged. In these circumstances, UNESCO has played an active role
in protecting cultural heritage in Ukraine. Together with the UN Resident
and Humanitarian Coordinator in Ukraine, UNESCO representative
in Ukraine visited the Saint-Sophia Cathedral to assess the situation and
discuss potential support for an in-depth structural analysis and emergency
conservation measures [5].

During the Syrian conflict in 2015, the city came under the control
of an armed extremist group, and a number of important monuments were
deliberately blown up. The Palmyra incident demonstrated that the protec-
tion of cultural heritage during conflicts is not only a cultural issue, but also
a matter of international security and identity. This fact reaffirmed the need
for international organizations, especially UNESCO, to strengthen their
preventive and operational intervention mechanisms in conflict zones [4].

As a result of the long-standing conflict between Azerbaijan and
Armenia, tangible and intangible cultural heritage has been seriously
damaged. During the occupation, historical monuments were destroyed,
religious objects were desecrated, museum collections were looted,
and architectural complexes were rendered unusable. The issue of carrying
out restoration and conservation work in the liberated areas in accordance
with international standards was discussed in cooperation with UNESCO.
The organization's role is mainly related to technical expertise, objective
assessment, and recommendations on the protection of cultural heritage [2].
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UNESCO’s work requires the consent of the parties. In active conflict
zones: security risks; political tensions; and distrust between the parties can
slow down or limit the organization’s missions. This situation makes it even
more sensitive for UNESCO to maintain a neutral and balanced position.

Conflicts both intensify and complicate UNESCO's work. The organi-
zation seeks to strike a balance between emergency intervention, diplomatic
balance, and the application of legal mechanisms. Thus, while conflicts
make UNESCO's role more relevant, they also make its work more sensitive
and difficult from a political and practical perspective.
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The impact of migration on demography in Early Modern Europe
is of particular relevance both for understanding the nature of historical
processes and for accurately assessing the structure of contemporary
demographic policies. In the seventeenth to nineteenth centuries, major
voluntary and forced migration flows from Europe to the Americas,
the internal mobility generated by the Industrial Revolution, geopolitical
competition among empires, and colonial strategies produced sharp changes
in the continent’s population composition and led to a restructuring
of Europe’s socio-economic order. The demographic transformations
of this period shaped not only population dynamics, but also key areas such
as urbanization, the labor market, ethnic distribution, the formation of social
classes, and state governance.

The most significant migration route of the period was the large flow
from Europe to North America. Tens of thousands of people from England,
Scotland, Ireland, Germany, and Scandinavia migrated to the territory
known as the “New World.” Among the reasons for this were escaping
religious persecution, acquiring land, broader economic opportunities,
and the increasing risk of unemployment among agricultural workers due
to the rise of industrial production. The expansion of colonies in North
America and the rapid development of agriculture and trade created
attractive conditions for European migrants. This migration flow influenced
not only the formation of new states but also significantly altered
the demographic balance of the Atlantic world [2]. Extensive statistical
information on this process is presented in the table below.

The most dramatic and coercive form of migration in the eighteenth
century was the Atlantic slave trade. Millions of people were forcibly
transported from Africa to the Americas, where they were used primarily
for compulsory labor on plantations in the Caribbean, South America, and
the southern states of the United States. This process became an integral
component of the economic model of the period and was one of the factors
that sustained the economic power of European colonial empires. The mass
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forced displacement of people of African origin caused profound structural
distortions within African societies and fundamentally transformed
the ethnic and social composition of the American continent. This form
of migration was accompanied by violence, economic exploitation, and
increasingly rigid transboundary trade mechanisms. Although the U.S.
Congress banned the African slave trade in 1808 [3], the domestic slave
trade within the country continued to grow, and over the following fifty
years, the number of enslaved people in the United States nearly tripled.
By 1860, this figure had reached approximately four million, more than half
of whom lived in the cotton-producing states of the South [4].

Intensive internal migration was also taking place within Europe.
The early stages of the Industrial Revolution accelerated the movement
of rural populations into cities in England, France, Germany, and other
countries. The introduction of technological innovations in agriculture
weakened traditional forms of rural employment, while the emergence
of factories created a substantial demand for labor in urban areas.
This process shaped the initial phase of urbanization and led to significant
changes in the socio-economic structure of cities. The formation
of the working class and the emergence of new social strata were directly
linked to this wave of internal migration.

Migration processes were also observed in Asia and the Near East during
the eighteenth century, although these movements were predominantly
regional in nature. In the Ottoman Empire, population settlement was closely
connected to the state’s tax policies, military service system, and land
administration. Movements of Turks, Arabs, Balkan peoples, and Caucasian
populations within the empire occurred in relation to shifting trade routes,
wars, and fluctuations in economic conditions.

Conclusion. The impact of migration on demography in Early Modern
Europe demonstrates that population mobility is not limited to the statistical
increase of human flows, but becomes a strategic mechanism that
fundamentally reshapes the socio-economic structure, spatial organization,
and political development trajectory of the continent. In the eighteenth
century, voluntary and forced migration flows from Europe to the Americas,
the violent demographic transformation caused by the Atlantic slave trade,
and the regional migrations occurring along the Silk Road reconfigured
the internal stratification of European societies, the division of labor,
and the geography of economic centers. These processes also determined
the population map of newly emerging states in the Americas, destroyed
the structure of African societies, and triggered turning points in Europe
such as urbanization, industrialization, and the strengthening of class
relations.
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The future of humanity and the prospects for its development require
a serious perception and awareness of the realities and new challenges
of the 21st century. At the moment, the significant progressive
and dangerous processes taking place in the world can be systematized
to a certain extent.

First of all, it should be noted that a number of different trends have
emerged in the new system of international relations and in matters of global
security. The idea that the global political system entered a conflict-free
phase after the end of the cold war has lost its relevance over time. Recently,
the dynamics of the increasing number of conflicts has become an object
of concern to humanity. Secondly, the accelerated processes of globalization
have caused problems that humanity has not yet encountered. The new
realities and problems created by such dynamic processes as globalization
and integration in the 21st century are remembered by new challenges that
require serious solutions. On the other hand, awareness of the significance
and importance of inter-civilizational dialogue and taking measures
in accordance with it are not at the proper level. On the contrary, the factors
that caused the clash of civilizations put us in front of new threats.

Strategic partnership is the highest level of interstate relations, in which
countries officially recognize that their national interests coincide on most
key issues.

A state facing encroachment on its borders, a strategic partner, is the first
to declare support for its territorial integrity and the duty to coordinate
diplomatic pressure in the international arena.

The participation of Azerbaijan and Ukraine in strategic cooperation,
based on a comprehensive and solid political and legal framework, has been
reflected at the level of state policy, such important documents and foreign
policy concepts should be considered using the example of both countries.
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The relevant principles within the framework of the new geopolitical
reality are reflected in a more complete and comprehensive form in the
Constitutional Act on the Restoration of State Independence of October 18,
1991 and the Constitution of the State of November 12, 1995, as well
as in other strategic documents of the independent Republic of Azerbaijan,
the successor State of the Azerbaijan Democratic Republic. Principles such
as “peaceful settlement of disputes™, “cooperation of States”, etc. The issues
mentioned in article 16 of section Il of the Constitutional Act concerning
interstate relations are of particular importance from the point of view
of humanitarian cooperation [1].

The potential of strategic cooperation between the two countries
also includes their geostrategic position and importance. Factors such
as the important geostrategic position and location at the intersection
of inter-regional transport hubs and transnational energy projects, along
with economic and political dividends, are a kind of “humanitarian bridges”
bringing peoples closer together.

In this regard, it can be noted that the role of Ukraine in the global
economy is due not only to the presence of rich minerals, but also
to the optimal geographical location connecting the transport routes
of Europe and Asia. Being located between Northern and Central Europe
with the South Caucasus and Central Asia, and at the same time being
a country with access to the Black Sea, Ukraine can be considered both
a land and a maritime state. Based on the above, we can say that Ukraine is,
as it were, a “connecting link” between these regions, playing a special role
in the international transit system.

The issue of development and diversification of transport routes
in Ukraine is of particular importance in many aspects, including
at the regional and global levels. These policies and related activities
are becoming increasingly relevant in the modern era of increasing
interdependence between different countries and regions. Transnational
flows are currently increasing in the world and the volume of capital
turnover is growing. It should be emphasized that before the war,
7 international transport corridors passed through the territory of Ukraine.
Further, it can be noted that both countries, within the framework of regional
and international cooperation, have used the Erasmus+ program of the
European Union in the field of education (Azerbaijan until March 2025),
TAIEX and Twinning instruments of the European Union.

The strategic importance of cooperation between Azerbaijan and Ukraine
in 2025 can be described as the formation of an axis of stability and mutual
support based on international law.

Mutual recognition of territorial integrity as the foundation of the Union.
The main strategic vector is to create a precedent for the “inviolability
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of borders”. For Azerbaijan: Ukraine’s support in the international arena
(at the UN, GUAM and other venues) has confirmed the legitimacy of resto-
ring control over Karabakh. This deprived the opponents of the opportunity
to isolate Baku diplomatically. For Ukraine: Azerbaijan’s 44-day war
in 2020 has become a strategic benchmark for how a state can effectively
restore sovereignty by combining military force and diplomatic pressure.
Further, humanitarian diplomacy as a tool of “soft power”. In 2025,
Azerbaijan’s humanitarian aid to Ukraine went beyond simple charity and
became strategic.

Energy security: The supply of transformers and cables from Azerbaijan
helps Ukraine to maintain the viability of the rear, which directly affects the
stability of the state.

The fact that Ukraine was one of the first to openly support Azerbaijan in
the Patriotic War has created a deep level of trust between leaders and
peoples. In 2025, this trust will be converted into the priority participation
of the Azerbaijani business in the reconstruction projects of Ukraine.
Coordination of actions in international organizations against the policy
of double standards.

In 2025, the share of Azerbaijan’s non-oil exports to Ukraine amounted
to almost 9% of the total volume, and supplies of metallurgy and
pharmaceuticals are being restored.

The strategic partnership between Azerbaijan and Ukraine is not just
a bilateral format, but a strategic alliance of two key players in their regions,
who, through humanitarian and political support, provide each other with
a “diplomatic rear” and contribute to the revision of the security system
in Eurasia based on the principle of inviolability of borders.

PROFESSIONALLY-FOCUSED PHILOSOPHY TEACHING
AT UNIVERSITY LEVEL

At first glance, the contemporary world appears stable and progressively
unfolds across a variety of situations. However, a closer examination
of the causal relationships between phenomena and processes within
the social space reveals a markedly different picture: most adversities
are anthropogenically rooted, and numerous deviations from the optimal
development of socio-segmental constructs (primarily processes) are enabled
precisely by human action.

The conceptual delineation of contemporaneity may be expressed
in a single word — “crisis’. Yet a crisis does not necessarily present itself
as a concentrated depiction of the worst. Rather, it signifies liminality —
a distinct stage at which subsequent courses of action are selected.
A possibility (which, in essence, is what a crisis represents) is not a decision
per se, but a spectrum of potential trajectories, among which the human
being actualises only one — the optimal one under given circumstances.
Crises periodically arise within most socio-segmental constructs,
accelerating the renewal of components that no longer function in proportion
to present challenges. Such micro-disruptions (here: crises) may even be
beneficial, as they signal ‘local failures’, the rapid remediation of which
prevents systemic breakdowns across socio-segments. In other words,
the emergence of a crisis constitutes a demand for transformation as an
unavoidable change required for systemic continuity, entailing modifications
both to components (preservation and substantive renewal; replacement;
removal; addition) and to structure (preservation; reassembly; reconstruction
based on the previous form; or the formation of an entirely new
configuration).
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By contrast, the notion of ‘global crises’ functions as a marker of syste-
mic failures across multiple socio-segments. An examination of their causes
demonstrates that, in most cases, they are anthropogenic: delayed responses
to micro-disruptions (or controlled crises) within a company may result in
widespread dysfunction within a countrial society. Paradoxically, such
disruptions can be anticipated and detected before reaching critical
proportions. Importantly, this anticipatory capacity may be cultivated
through philosophy teaching at the university level, particularly in the
preparation of future specialists enrolled in non-philosophical programmes.

Philosophy does not provide answers to every question. However,
by virtue of its essential orientation, it cultivates the capacity for rapid
response and professional anticipation of dominant trends within
a 3-5-year horizon. It does not prioritise rote memorisation; rather, it appeals
to understanding (and reasoning). The latter comprises a sequence of steps
directed toward the optimal application of one’s reasoning in critical
situations (here: micro-disruptions). While philosophy retains a theoretical
component, this primarily serves to calibrate the human being at a foun-
dational level, rather than to offer universal answers applicable to all con-
texts.

The primary challenge of contemporaneity lies not in forecasting
situational deviations within socio-segments — which remains possible only
in a preliminary sense as trend recognition — but in preparing younger
generations for existence in a volatile world. Geopolitical processes have
already established a trajectory toward a new standard of anthropo-existence:
collectivity, subordination, conditional adaptation, and monitoring.
The plasticity of norms thus appears natural, orienting the human being
toward making optimal decisions instantaneously.

Problematisation. Socio-segmental processes inevitably affect the sphere
of higher education. Traditionally, students have been taught the theoretical
foundations of their disciplines; however, in praxis, much of this knowledge
proves insufficient under rapidly changing conditions and artificially
sustained obstacles to local governance at all levels (from company
to country). The challenge for lecturers lies in balancing mandatory
theoretical content with its prospective professional relevance.

The teaching of foundational philosophy may have been acceptable
in earlier periods, as reflected in SPOD (Steady, Predictable, Ordinary,
Definite).  Subsequent concept-formulas of worldview - VUCA
and VUCAP, BANI, SHIVA, TACI [1] — presuppose accelerated change
and heightened uncertainty. Higher education should respond to these
transformations by proportionally updating curricula; yet this shift remains
insufficiently implemented. The obstacle is not always a lack of opportunity,
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but rather a shortage of specialists prepared to teach proactively,
with attention to emerging trends that can only be tentatively identified.

Professionally-focused philosophy teaching is inherently interdiscip-
linary, which renders it demanding: philosophy lecturers must understand
the internal dynamics of their students’ professional domains (law, econo-
mics, philology, audiovisual arts, journalism, etc.). While this constitutes
an additional burden, it is precisely this demand that enables the meaningful
adaptation of philosophical knowledge to professional context. For philo-
sophy to be comprehensible to future specialists, it must be articulated
in the language of their discipline — through relevant examples, the absence
of ready-made solutions, and engagement with profession-specific problems.

The contemporary human being exists at the intersection of multiple
information flows that must be navigated effectively. Philosophy cultivates
purposeful action imbued with prospective meaning and oriented toward
minimising harm to all participants in a given situation.

Competence developed within higher education is not merely knowledge
nor a collection of practical prescriptions. It consists of coherent
constellations of skills and strategies that function under contemporary
conditions; it concerns ‘how’ more than ‘what’. The catalyst for philosophy
teaching lies in the lecturer’s prior response to the question: ‘Why does
a specialist need philosophy?’. Before entering the classroom, the lecturer
must temporarily assume the student’s perspective in order to grasp
the practical significance of philosophy.

Solution. The question of the potential professional relevance of philo-
sophy is pressing for both lecturers (who delivering it) and students
(who engaging with it). Students’ initial query typically begins with ‘why’
and subsequently transforms into ‘how’. For philosophy lecturers, however,
this inquiry always remains focused on an optimised ‘how’: how to structure
the course material, how to select the clearest illustrations, how to explain
concepts in understandable terms, and how to demonstrate its benefit
for the future specialist, among other considerations. Lecturers are concerned
not with ‘whether it is possible’, but rather with ‘how it is possible’. In other
words, philosophy lecturers do not aim to instruct future specialists on how
to understand their own field. Their task is to cultivate in young
professionals a clearer vision of their field as an integrated system
of interconnected elements — its strengths and weaknesses. These limitations
may be compensated for or mitigated through philosophy. It should be
emphasised that philosophy is not a ‘servant to the professional domain’;
rather, it functions as an anthropo-centred compass (or navigational system)
that students must learn to apply.

Guidelines. The curriculum for higher-education philosophy teaching
at the first (bachelor’s) level provides students with an introduction to topics
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that render the world, along with its phenomena and processes, more
comprehensible. However, individual student work does not consist
in merely reproducing the course material; it involves adapting it to their
specific professional field.

Dual roles. The human being always remains at the centre. Both
lecturers and students inhabit reciprocal roles: lecturers temporarily adopt
the student’s perspective to evaluate the effectiveness and clarity of tasks,
while students simultaneously act as learners and emerging practitioners.
In the first case, lecturers can adjust the delivery of course material
promptly. In the second, students provide feedback on the comprehensibility
of the material through their clarifying questions and responses. A crucial
aspect of these dual roles is communication, manifesting as open
connectivity between the two poles (lecturer and students). In contemporary
educational discourse, this is identified as the co-construction of knowledge.

Examples and situations, presented through tasks of varying complexity,
enable students not only to demonstrate their competencies in philosophy but
also to link these competencies with professional aspects. This involves not
merely reproducing lecture material, but also producing the outcomes
of their own reflections on a topic, problem, or question. Philosophy
lecturers should not insist on a single type of task, as philosophy itself
constitutes a multifaceted cultivation and exercise of students’ intellect.
At times, tasks that lecturers consider simpler may, in fact, present greater
challenges for students.

On one hand, we have philosophy; on the other, lecturers and students.
Philosophy is more akin to a quest, undertaken by each human being in
pursuit of self-improvement — an outcome surpassing any material reward.
Lecturers identify optimal sets of tasks that help students practise the diverse
interconnections of worldly phenomena. Students, in turn, find their path
to self-understanding through the elimination of fear (everything is an
experience), the acquisition of knowledge (i.e., the expansion of awareness),
and the rehearsal of thematic decision-making (through solving situational
tasks and presenting structured, well-argued responses to questions), which
together help establish an algorithm for managing one’s own natural
intellect. Moreover, a form of professional exchange occurs: lecturers
convey the philosophical component to students, while students elucidate the
nuances of their own disciplines to philosophy lecturers. This constitutes
educational capital [2], representing situationally enacted competencies
of lecturers and students that fully unfold only through collaboration,
yielding mutual benefit.

Thus, professionally-focused philosophy teaching at the university level
is not only an urgent necessity for the formation of the contemporary
specialist and of the human being more broadly, but also an opportunity
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for lecturers and students to engage in mutual self-improvement through
the co-attunement of philosophy and professional disciplines.
