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The ongoing armed conflict in Ukraine following the 2022 Russian
invasion has raised serious concerns regarding the protection of human rights
and the safety of civilians. In this context, the role of the European Union has
become increasingly important in supporting humanitarian assistance,
promoting accountability and strengthening international legal mechanisms.
This paper examines how the European Union contributes to the protection of
human rights in Ukraine during the ongoing armed conflict. The study focuses
on the legal, political and humanitarian instruments used by the European
Union including sanctions, financial assistance and institutional cooperation
with international organizations. Using a qualitative analysis of official EU
documents and reports from international organizations, the research
evaluates the effectiveness and limitations of these mechanisms. The paper
argues the although the European Union does not possess direct enforcement
power in armed conflict situations, it plays a significant role in supporting
human rights protection through diplomatic pressure, financial support and
the promotion of international accountability mechanisms.
